GROUP IV: TERRIERS

BULL TERRIER (MINIATURE) RECOGNIZED: 1994

Effective: January 2004

The breed standard outlines the ideal characteristics, temperament and appearance of a breed, and ensures that a dog can carry out
its original purpose. Breeders and judges should be mindful to prioritize dogs that are healthy and sound in both mind and body.

The standard of the Bull Terrier (Miniature) is the same as that of the Bull Terrier with the exception of the
following:

SIZE
Height should not exceed 35.5 cm (14 in). There should be an impression of substance to size of dog. There is no
weight limit. Dog should at all times be balanced.
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
