STEPPING UP TO THE PLATE

The Canadian Kennel Club began in the Tecumseh
House Hotel in 1888, in London, Ontario. Since that
time, much water has travelled under the bridge. The
Canadian Kennel Club has seen continuous operation
for 120 years! The Club has seen boom years of
membership growth, tough days and "dire financial
times". Through smooth sailing, technological change
and upheaval, we have survived. Much of our survival
as an organization is the direct result of our own
tenacity as individual members, but too often we
ignore the contributions made to the Club over the
past century by early Presidents, then Board Chairs,
since the change first appeared in the 1991 By-laws.
The previous set of By-laws (in 1989) referred to
President, Vice-President and Second Vice-President.

These individuals reflect who we are as an organization
and embody our spirit, our passion and our dedication
to the stewardship of the CKC. With the appointment
of a new Chair in January, it seems fitting to pay tribute
to the position by looking back to September 27, 1888.
On that date, sixteen people were elected as the first
"officers" of the CKC and four of these went on to
become Presidents of the Club.

Mr. Richard Gibson was the first elected President and
he served from 1888 to 1890. In total, twenty-eight
individuals have taken the seat as President or Board
Chair with six of these individuals returning to the
position after some hiatus for yet another term!

Our first woman President of the CKC was Alva
McColl (1954-1956) and since then, four other
women have headed up the Club over the years,
including the unforgettable Hilda Pugh. As President
for 13 consecutive years, she will be remembered by
many long-time members for meeting with many of
the clubs in Ontario and virtually begging them for
money so that the Staff payroll could be met. Her
character and her legendary hats are easily brought to
mind across the country even today. The only person
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to preside longer was Mr. John Gowans Kent of
Toronto and he carried the gavel for 18 consecutive
years from 1898 -1916. On October 28th, 1898, the
first executive meeting under Mr. Kent’s leadership, a
committee was named to revise the Constitution and
By-laws. A motion was passed which arranged for
“any club sending the Canadian Kennel Club secretary
the names of ten members or over, accompanied with
a fee of $1.50 for each one, and an additional fee of
$5.00 to have representation on the executive committee
and such members to enjoy the full privileges of the
Canadian Kennel Club”. There was little take up of
this offering and history seems to indicate that it was
because of the missing Stud Book No. 2. There had
been promised one free registration, one copy of the
Kennel Gazette, and the stud book.

Apparently, the first two obligations were easily met,
but the stud book was a major expenditure calling
“for real money from a source where no such money
existed!” It would be safe to say that different
approaches, opinions and methods were held by each,
but assuredly all would agree that the position is both
difficult and rewarding. As an elected Zone representative,
our Chair volunteers his/her personal time, efforts
and energy because of his/her dedication to our Club
and our dogs.

We congratulate Mr. Dwain McLean, CKC Director
for Zone 2 on his election and return to the Chair for
the 2009-2011 term of this Board of Directors. If you
are able, please take the opportunity to join us at our
regular March meeting in Toronto or the Annual
General Meeting May 2 in Moncton, to introduce
your selves to the new Board.

We look forward with enthusiasm to beginning our
three-year term and serving the Membership of the
CKC.

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CKC Board of Directors Meeting Janvary 2009

SYNopsIs

T he following is a brief synopsis of the key items of business that were addressed at the January 10th Board

Orientation and January 11th, 2009 Board meeting held in Etobicoke, Ontario. Please note that rules and

policy changes shown below are paraphrased for the sake of brevity. In the event of dispute, the specific
wording of such changes should be taken from the official minutes of the Board meeting. The detailed minutes
of the January meeting will be formally approved at the next regular meeting of the Board.

1. A tour of the office was conducted.
2. An overview of the CKC was presented by Mr. Mauro, CEO.

3. Mr. Michael Watson, Gowling Lafleur Henderson, (CKC Legal Counsel) led a discussion on the
fiduciary responsibilities of the Board and the role played by the legal counsel.

4, Dr. David Sheridan, Shercon Associates, (CKC Strategic Planning Consultant) provided an
overview of the 2009-2011 strategic plan.

5. Ms. Ann McDonagh, Publisher, Apex Publishing led a discussion on the structure of Apex.
6. Mr. Mauro, CEO led a discussion on the structure of the CKC Foundation.

During the January 11th Board Meeting the following decisions were made:

1. Mr. McLean was elected Chair of the 2009-2011 Board of Directors.

2. Board of Directors’ meeting dates for the 2009-2011 term of the Board of Directors were
approved as follows:

i.  March 16-17, 2009; April 30 — May 2, 2009; September 19-20, 2009; December 9-10, 2009

6. A motion was passed forming a committee to explore the 2010 Purina National event.

Mr. Paquette, Mrs. Jones and Mr. Rowbotham were appointed to the Committee. The other
members of the committee are a Purina representative and the Director of Events & Operations.
