Overfeedinz Is possibly worse than underfeeding, as it up-
gats the dog's digestive organs, and causes general disoc-
ganization to the whole system. Injudicious feeding is the
commonest fault, but be it overfeeding, underfeeding or in- r
judicious feediniz, the dog suffers just the same, and the re-
zults will be just as fatal. Now let us pause for a moment
and study the case. For very young stud dogs, 1 advise 5
two good meals a day, chiefly composed of meat. 1 cannot
give the correct quantity here, as dogs differing in tempera-
ment will require a different amount of food, and also
those which take a lot of exercise can do with a bigger
meal than the dog who runs about in the garden limits,
Meat, however, should form the principal diet, and when a
dog is being used much, it is advisable to give an extra
ration of finely minced raw beef. There is a tremendous
amount of nourishment in raw beef—hence the dog gets a
likeral supply of nutrient substance in the smallest possibie
bulk. 1 do not believe in much dog biscuit, though it is
as well to mix one-third biscuit, soaked in good broth, to
two-thirds of meat for the two princi-
pal meals.

He
must be systematically fed on the
proper food, and one should always
remember that it s quality and not
guantity which will tell in the long
run, as regards the dog's condition

must be neither too fat nor too thin,

but in hard, irm condition, with well developed muscle and
abundant strength. A dog should be allowed to mate at
ten months, but afterwards only very occasionally, until
he has zained his full growth, say, at about 14 to 15 months.
The indiscriminate use of woung dogs lessens thelr subsze-
quent fertility, and on this account great care should be
taken for the first few months to see that stud work is not
over-done, It i3 a mistake to keep a dog from mating until
he is two or three years of age. Moderation is the golden
rule with regard to stud dogs. Extremes in any form sel-
dom pay. It is well to bear in mind the fact that the whole
growth of the dog will be made before he Is two years
of age, so that no time iz to be lost in his complete physical
development and the building up of a strong constitution,
both of which will surely suffer if he is not properly looked
after at an early age, and fed according to “Hoyle.” Per-
haps nothing plays so important a part in the life of an
embryo stud dog as correct feeding, coupled with judicious
exercise. I don’t think that the value of both can be over-
estimated.

A
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and vitality. Proper and regular ex-
ercise is equally as essential as good food, and no dog
will ever be a successful sire without i{t. He should bpe
taken out a couple of times daily for walking exercize.
Violent running about is harmful. It tends to lower his
vitality, and to decrease his potency as a sire. It is aot
sufficient to turn the dog loose into the garden to prowl
around at will. ‘The regular walking exercise develops
his muscles, and coupled with the proper food, shomld
keep him in firm, hard condition, which is what is wanted
for a successful sire. A stud dog should be kept right
away from bitches in heat, and it is mot advisable for him
to actually live with any bitch he may be required to
serve. He shounld have gentle exercise before being mated,
and should never be fed either directly before or directiy
after mating. The health of puppies entirely depends
upon the condition of their parents, so that physical fit-
ness is the great objective in the life of a stud dog, and
the wise owner will gee that it is not interfered with by
bad management, improper food or lack of proper ex-
ercise.

Edmonton is to be held in conjunction with the Agri-
cultural Exhibition, and I understand that the dogs are to
be benched under the new building specially erected by the
exhibition authorities for the holding of the dog show.
With Mr. Jack Fletcher judging, and so many valuable in-
ducements in the way of silver trophies and money specials,
this show ought to command a big entry. The Saskatoon
Kennel Club have not, up to the time of my writing my
monthly notes, decided on the judge, but as they have now
Mr. H. L. Jordan, the well-known breeder of Wire Fox
Terriers, Boston Terriers and Pekingese as secretary, it
can he taken for granted that a good judge will be appointed.
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The Regina show ends the circuit on the 27th, 28th and
20th. Mr. W. F. Livesay has been engaged to judge, and
the wealth of special prizes should be conducive in making
the entry thoroughly representative.

In a long, chatty letter I have received from Mr. H. L.
Jordan, telling me that he has been appointed secretary of
the Saskatoon Kennel Club, he also informs me that he has
been a very busy man, indeed, looking after his business
and also the arrangements for the forthcoming show, and
also having to superintend the kennel of Fox Terriers, Bos-
ton and Pekingese in the absence of Mrs. Jordan, who is
spending a few weeks in the States. Sales, I understand,
have been many, amongst them being several good young
Wires by Night Hawk, the successful son of International
Champion Ormsby Dark Boy.

To-day, one often hears the opinion expressed, that the
national breed, the British Bulldog, has gone back, and in

fact are not making the progress shown by other v:
This statement is hardly correct. Probably we have not the
outstanding dogs and bitches
we had in England before the
war, but in my opinion, col-
lectively, 1 believe the na-
tional breed have never been
as strong as they are to-day.
During the early part of the
vear I was judging continu-
ally all over the States, and I
was most agreeably surprised
at the all round quality of the
Bulldogs exhibited. It is an
open question whether we
have as good specimens to-
day as some of the old-time
celebrities, such as Boomer-
ang, Broadview Squire, Prince
Albert, Kitty Royal, Phul-
nana, Pressgang, Rival Stone
or British Stone, but I am
thoroughly convinced that
Bulldogs, to-day, are going
ahead, and that the all round
quality is better than before
the war. This remark applies
particularly to Canada, where
to-day more good and out-
standing specimens are being
produced than even in Eng-
land or the States.
The present-day
are certainly sounder
they used to be, but I think
breeders would be acting for the good of the breed if they
paid more attention to the facial properties of the Bulldog.
One sees far too many specimens with hook underjaws,
which are also far too narrow and decidedly wanting in turn
up, and a want of width and depth in cushion. After all, the
heal should be the map of the breed, and it would be a
calamity for the national breed if the counsels of some sel-
fish breeders, who happen to have wry-faced specimens in
their possession, should carry weight; a wry-faced specimen
has always been severely handicapped in the ring, and they
should be. The peculiar underjaw of the Bulldog is to en-
able the dog, when once he gets his hold, to hold on, and a
dog with a malformed underjaw would find it an utter im-
possibility to hold on. Some critics claim that because the
Bulldog to-day is not used for the purpose for which he was
bred, that the shovel-shaped underjaw is no longer a neces-
sity.

Hutchison's clever sketches of the perfect Bulldog, and I
would strongly advise all exhibitors and breeders to obtain
one of these sketches and take the specimen Hay Hutchi-
son has illustrated as a model to try and emulate.

Opinions have always, and I suppose will continue to be,
at variance with respect to the merits of different dogs, but
sometimes it is somewhat difficult for the novice to under-
stand why there should be such a difference of opinion. Be-
fore the late war, for many years I was the Bulldog corres-
pondent on the Illustrated Kennel News, and on account of
my position as critic and judge, 1 considered it good policy
not to exhibit, but 1 always have had, and still have, an
ambition to own a really outstandingly good Bulldog. Some
years ago I happened to be judging Chester Show, and in
the Bulldog classes 1 put up a dog then known as Norton
Sambur. At the closing of the show I approached the lady
who was exhibiting the dog and asked whether the dog was
for sale.

Sambur, it appeared, was somewhat unre-
liable in temper, and has attacked two people, and therefore
his owner and breeder decided that Sambur was not the
dog 1 would want to own. Norton Sambur was known in
the States as Champion Strathway Prince Arthur. I have
cited this story to show at times how wide is the difference
of opinion regarding the merits of dogs. Dr. Skeen was no
novice, but a well-known and successful breeder, and a
judge whose opinion I always valued.

I have often been asked the question as to what breed I
liked best. An all round judge should not have any favor-
ites, but I believe I have given the special for best dog in
the show more often to specimens of the national breed than
any other all round judge, and I must admit that I get more
“kick” out of judging a real good class of Bulldogs than any
other variety.
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My preference for Bulldogs once cansed my late wife to

All these dogs being win-
ners and producers it just is natural
for Ch. Sandy McNab to be a win-
ner and a producer of winners. No
doubt the bulldog world generally
would have heard more of this dog if
fortune had been more generous to his
owner than he has been, and in the
hands of a monied person the bulldog
world would be asked to “look him
over”. Yet, as it is, Mr. Cruickshank
is mighty proud of his dog, but his
modest means denies him the oppor-
tunity to show the world what he be-
lieves to be one of Canada's best
bulldogs.

Alsatian Shepherd Dog Club Specialty Show

The Alsatian Shepherd Dog Club
of Canada staged its first specialty
show under Canadian Kennel Club
rules at the Prince George Hotel, To-
ronto, on Saturday, June 9th, under
happy circumstances, which added
further prestige to dog showing in
Toronto. Sixty-nine dogs were bench-
ed, with representatives from Niagara
Falls, Cleveland and Detroit, and
thus the show was given quite an in-
ternational aspect, and, at the same
time, made the competition very in-
teresting. The award columns will
show how the judge, Mr. Raymond L.
Patterson, of Madison, N.J., sorted
the dogs out, and it is extremely grati-
fying to Canadian breeders who were
slow in warming up to the Shepherd
dog, to realize that a Canadian dog
was returned as best of breed. Mr.
Patterson was extremely exacting in
his work and conscientiously went
over his dogs most thoroughly. The
attendance was quite unexpectedly
good and representative fanciers of
different breeds spent much of the
day with the Shepherds.

After the close of the Show about
100 sat down to dinner together in an
atmosphere which was decidedly
doggy. Lt.-Col. G. F. McFarland, the
president of the Canadian Kennel
Club, was to have been the speaker of
the evening, but sickness at the
Colonel’'s home prevented his being
present. Mr. A, Loveridge, the Shep-
herd Dog Club president, took the
chair and welcomed the diners, giving
special attention to visitors from
across the border. Dr. J. R. Bolasny,
of Detroit, in a very happy speech of-
fered his congratulations to the elub
on the occasion of its first licensed
show. His good champion had been
beaten by a better dog in the judge’s
opinion, and he (Dr. Bolasny) was
well satisfied with everything and
everybody. Mr. Joseph Tomlinson,
Cleveland; Mr. H. M. Jackson, Mr.
Bert Swan and others talked enthusi-
astically and complimentary, and
their remarks were received as en-
couragement by the dfficers and mem-
bers of the club. .

The writer was called upon to pre-
sent the judge, Mr. Patterson, who,
by the way, is an Honorary President
of the Club, with an illuminated cre-
dential of membership, suitably fram-
ed. The honor of presenting this
token of the club's affection for its
Honorary President was deeply ap-
preciated by “Ye Editor.” Mr. Pat-
terson, upon accepting the gift, had
many words of wisdom and encour-
agement to offer to the club's officers

and members who had thus signally
honored him. The whole show had
been a pleasure to him, and he was
gratified to know that Canada was
to American Shepherds. And for this
very reason he hoped that the club
would select a representative lot of
the best dogs owned by its members
and send them and their owners or
handlers to the Shepherd Dog Club of
America Show at New York on Sep-
tember 25 and 26, towards which ob-
ject he was willing to share the ex-
pense involved very materially. Then,
there was the great American Ken-
nel Club Show at Philadelphia on
September 30th and October 1st and
2nd, which in itself was a great in-
ducement for the Canadian fanciers
to consider. Many of the dogs that
had come before him that day would
justify their being entered for these
shows. Mr. Patterson was assured
that his kind invitation would be con-
sidered, and, no doubt, aeccepted.
Those attending the dinner were
pleased to have several vocal contri-
butions from Mr. Jack Hubbard, one
of the club members, who is also one
of Toronto’s sweetest and most popu-
lar tenors, and if Mr. Hubbard’s dog
did not win for best dog in show, Mr.
Hubbard certain won for himself
many admirers, and he will be heard
at other meetings in the future when
the fanciers come together in a social
capacity. Mrs. A. Loveridge presided
with accéptance’ at the piano.

Mr. Earl Brown, who, the presi-
dent described as being “the George
Foley of Canada,” was perhaps the
happiest person at the dinner. An-
other splendid show had been held
‘and he had much to do with its sue-
cess, Mr. Brown having taken over
the superintending of the show as a
favor to the club. Mr. E. 0. Isard ap-
peared in his “first offence” as a show
secretary, and to his everlasting
credit he gave a display of energy
that amounted to a seasoned show
secretary’s best efforts.

CLUB OF CANADA.,

The benching was barely out of the
Prince George Hotel, Toronto, before
there was something new stirring in
the club. This latest activity has been
slowly developing for some time past
and only matured when at a well-at-
tended meeting, held at the Tecumseh
House, London, Ont,, a Western On-
tario branch of the club was declared
organized, for the definite object of im-
proving the general character of the
dogs in this district, and of giving the
public in general a better understand-
ing of this noted breed.

The meeting was the outcome of ef-
forts put forth by Ingersoll fanciers of
the dog for some time past. The new
division, which, by the way, is the only
existing branch or division of the par-
ent club to date, is,starting off with a
nice membership, and a clear cut policy
with which to proceed.

Training the Dogs.

Books on the training of the dogs,
written by Fred Kollet, a noted Ger-
man ‘trainer, are to be procured for
the members at once. When these
books are to hand, the members are to
start at once on the daily training of
their animals. This will proceed with
regard to the easier lessons, such as
lying down on command, giving voice
on command, heeling on and off the
leash, remaining at any desired spot for
a required period, retrieving and gen-
eral obedience. A period of from one
month to six weeks will be spent in
these preliminary lessons. Then the
members will gather with their dogs at
some central point and compare the
results. They will see just what has
been accomplished, and if all looks sat-
isfactory, they will then start upon the
second series of training. This will in-
clude refusing food offered by a stran-
ger, gnarding’ objects, jumping obsta-
cles of various heights, simple scenting
tests, such as following ‘handler’s
ground trail for distances up to 50
vards, and also general obedience and
demeanor.

Then a second meeting of the mem-
bers and their dogs will be held, these
meetings to be in the nature of field
trials. Strict attention will be given to
the willingness and obedience of the
dogs. Then the senior training will
commence. This will include all the
above tests, also searching for lost ob-
jects in any given direction, following
losse through groups of people with
dogs, retrieving hidden object at end
of trail 200 yards long, retrieving over
obstacle of minimum height of five feet,
dog to lay down while owner or hand-
ler removes to distance of 100 yards
and remains for five minutes, dog to

There
are proper methods by which all the
above exercises are taught, and it 18 so
that they may be generally understood
and practised that the association is
formed in this district.
