T h e i n c l i n a t i o n on the p a r t of the publ ic 
to possess d i m i n u t i v e s p e c i m e n s of c e r t a i n 
v a r i e t i e s , inf luences b r e e d e r s to m a t e t h e i r 
s m a l l e r females , m a n y of w h i c h a r e 
c r e t i n s , or a l together too s m a l l for b r e e d ­
ing purposes . T h i s w i l l s u r e l y result in 
trouble a t w h e l p i n g t ime, a n d i f the y o u n g 
s u r v i v e , t h e y w i l l be, even before m a ­
t u r i t y , t w i c e a a b ig a s t h e i r m o t h e r s , 
the p e n a l t y of neglect in f a i l i n g to c o n ­
s i d e r the c o n f o r m a t i o n of t h e i r a n c e s t r y 
for s e v e r a l g e n e r a t i o n s b a c k . T h e chief 
c o n t r i b u t o r to the c a u s e of d y s t o c i a Is 
t h i s u n n a t u r a l c o n f o r m a t i o n . 

T h e p h y s i c a l condit ion of the bi tch h a s 
a c o n s i d e r a b l e b e a r i n g on h e r a b i l i t y to 
s t a n d the ordeal of w h e l p i n g .

E x c e s s i v e e x p u l s i v e effort, the c o n ­
dit ion opposite to i n e r t i a u t e r i , m a y give 
r ise to d y s t o c i a , a n d s o m e t i m e s is seen 
in h y p e r e x c l t a b l e b i tches t h a t a r e In a 
state of tonic i ty d u r i n g p a r t u r i t i o n . 

I m m a t u r i t y Is a n o t h e r c a u s e of difficult 
b ir th in b i tches t h a t become p r e g n a n t 
w h i l e y e t undeveloped, a n d a t p a r t u r i t i o n 
the g e n i t a l c a n a l is not of sufficient size 
for the p a s s a g e of a n a d u l t fetus. T h i s 
is quite often seen a m o n g s t B o s t o n T e r ­
r i e r s . E n g l i s h B u l l d o g s a n d P e k i n g e s e , 
breeders of w h i c h a r e s t r o n g in the belief

A puppy located 
n e a r the end of the h o r n m a y be l y i n g 
j u s t in front of the pelv ic opening a n d 
inter fere w i t h one about to be del ivered , 
or two puppies m a y a r r i v e into the f u n d u s 
of the u t e r u s a t the s a m e t ime a n d pre ­
vent e a c h o t h e r ' s ex i t . 

W h e n there a r e only one or two fetuses 
present , w h i c h Is not a n o r m a l s ta te of 
p r e g n a n c y w i t h the dog f a m i l y , the bitch 
m a y r u n o v e r h e r t ime a n i l , o w i n g to a 
l a c k of sufficient s t i m u l i , there m a y be 
l i t t le or no l a b o r effort. I t is n a t u r a l 
to a s s u m e t h a t w h e r e only a s ingle fetus 
is present it w i l l be l a r g e r t h a n i f there 
w e r e f o u r o r Ave a n d t h a t difficult p a r ­
t u r i t i o n w i l l fol low. 

E x c e s s i v e a m o u n t s of fe ta l f luids, or 
the l a c k of them, reta ined p l a c e n t a , 
a b n o r m a l i t i e s s u c h a s h y d r o c e p h a l u s or 
a n a s a r c a a n d the exis tence of i n f e c t i o n — 
puppies r ig id w i t h r i g o r m o r t i s , or 
bloated w i t h e m p h y s e m a , w i l l a l l r e s t r i c t 
the process of p a r t u r i t i o n to s u c h a n 
extent that d y s t o c i a w i l l o c c u r a n d there 
m a y be a hysteroce le c o n t a i n i n g a fetus 
or two.

A s a rule 
y o u n g bitches a n d those t h a t a r e under ­
going t h e i r f irst w h e l p i n g experience , 
show some e x c i t e m e n t a n d c r y out w i t h 
p a i n , w h i l s t those w h i c h h a v e h a d s e v e r a l 
l i t ters m a y not e x h i b i t m u c h evidence 
or utter a sound before a puppy is born.

T h e u s u a l posit ion occupied by a bitch 
w h e n w h e l p i n g is l y i n g on h e r side.

A s c e r t a i n w h e n 
the first s i g n s of w h e l p i n g w e r e noticed, 
the extent of h e r efforts, w h e n l a s t fed, 
a n d w h e t h e r a n y v o m i t i n g h a s o c c u r r e d . 

A f t e r r e m o v i n g sufficient h a i r f rom the 
p a r t s , w a s h i n g a n d dis infect ing , a n i n ­
t e r n a l e x p l o r a t i o n is made w i t h a w e l l -
l u b r i c a t e d finger, to a s c e r t a i n condit ions 
in the v a g i n a a n d u t e r u s , w h e t h e r p a r ­
t u r i t i o n h a s c o m m e n c e d or not. a n d if so, 
the w h e r e a b o u t s a n d state of the fetus. 
I ' p o n complet ion of the e x a m i n a t i o n , i f 
it i s found t h a t the u t e r u s h a s di lated 
a n d a fetus is present a t the pe lv ic open­
ing, it i s n e c e s s a r y to m a k e up one's 
mind q u i c k l y a s to w h e t h e r the case c a l l s 
for i m m e d i a t e a c t i o n or a l l o w s for de lay . 
A t the s a m e t ime, w h i l s t one should not 
be too h a s t y in g i v i n g a final decis ion, 
there Is d a n g e r i n de lay , a n d it i s not 
a d v i s a b l e to l e a v e too m u c h to n a t u r e 
w h o h a s long s i n c e g iven up h e r interest 
in the domest ic dog. 

T h e r e is a l w a y s the remote possibi l i ty 
of the b i t c h be ing able to p a s s the pups, 
a n d m a n y h a v e been k n o w n to h a v e 
whelped n a t u r a l l y , i n spite of e v e r y 
impossible i n d i c a t i o n , but the r i s k i n 
w a i t i n g m a y not w a r r a n t a n y postpone­
ment of a c t i v e a s s i s t a n c e . H e r e , it Is 
w e l l to c o n s i d e r how long a fetus w i l l 
l ive a f t e r the m e m b r a n e s h a v e r u p t u r e d . 
I h a v e k n o w n t h e m to be v e r y m u c h 
a l i v e twelve h o u r s a f ter , a n d then only 
i n c a s e s w h e r e there h a s been no 
s t r a i n i n g . 

A s a r u l e , B o s t o n T e r r i e r F a n c i e r s do 
not w a i t v e r y long before seeking 
a s s i s t a n c e , b u t a F o x T e r r i e r o r Col l ie 
breeder, to w h o m d y s t o c i a is r a r e , m a y 
not seek a d v i c e for a d a y or so a f t e r 
it h a s set i n . 

W e m u s t b e a r i n m i n d t h a t a l ive , u n ­
i n j u r e d puppy is a v e r y p l e a s i n g s i g h t 
to a n o w n e r . B e s i d e s the prospect of it 
some d a y b e c o m i n g a c h a m p i o n , it i s a n 
index t h a t s k i l l a n d c a r e w e r e used to 
effect d e l i v e r y . O n see ing the helpless , 
del icate l i t t le a n i m a l s a f e l y born , the 
o w n e r receives the i m p r e s s i o n t h a t there 
could not h a v e been a n y h a r m done to 
the b i t c h , w h e r e a s , w i t h the e x h i b i t of 
a dead a n d m u t i l a t e d fetus , the v e r y 
opposite idea m a y be c r e a t e d , a n d i f a n y 
i l l r e s u l t s set in w i t h the b i t c h , someone 
is apt to s a y t h a t " t h e c a s e w a s not 
handled a s gent ly a s it m i g h t h a v e b e e n " . 

I t i s a d v i s a b l e , therefore , to c o n s i d e r 
w e l l the different methods of t r e a t m e n t 
before r e n d e r i n g a s s i s t a n c e . T h e y depend, 
of course , upon c i r c u m s t a n c e s , a n d m a y 
include m a n i p u l a t i o n s , m e d i c i n a l a g e n t s 

or ecbolics , the use of i n s t r u m e n t s , or 
C a e s a r e a n sect ion. A c o m b i n a t i o n of 
these methods , except ing hysterotomy, 
w i l l sometimes meet w i t h s u c c e s s . T h e 
e x t r a c t i o n , or s t r a i g h t e n i n g out of a m a l -
presentat ion w i t h forceps, w i t h p e r h a p s 
a dose or two of p l t u l t r l n , a n d a l i t t le 
a s s i s t a n c e b y m a n i p u l a t i o n s m a y be a l l 
that Is required to b r i n g about the 
n a t u r a l de l ivery of the r e m a i n i n g fetuses . 

I n c a s e s of belated p a r t u r i t i o n , the 
t e r m i n a t i o n of p r e g n a n c y c a n be b r o u g h t 
about by u s i n g p r e s s u r e w i t h the fore­
finger a g a i n s t the opening into the u t e r u s . 
I f there a r e no r e s u l t s in s ix h o u r s or 
so, a n o t h e r at tempt should be m a d e . A 
br isk l a x a t i v e or a n e n e m a w i l l help to 
s t a r t th ings . 

V e r y frequently , puppies c a n be de­
l ivered w i t h the h a n d , by i n t r o d u c i n g a 
finger into the geni ta l passage , a n d the 
a c t of m o v i n g it a r o u n d w i l l be the m e a n s 
of s t i m u l a t i n g l a b o u r pa ins . I f the fetus 
c a n be felt a n d made to move, s t r a i n i n g 
on the p a r t of the b i tch is l i k e l y to 
i n c r e a s e . T h i s , in Itself , i s f requent ly 
sufficient to begin labour . I n fact , a 
d r i v e a r o u n d the block in a n automobile 
or even h a v i n g the b i t c h r u n up a n d 
down s t a i r s , w i l l s t a r t the d e l a y e d b i r t h . 

B y p a l p a t i n g a n d m a s s a g i n g the 
a b d o m i n a l w a l l s it is possible to propel 
a fetus a long the uterine p a s s a g e a n d 
e v e n t u a l l y expel it. C a s e s f requent ly 
occur w h e r e a puppy i s held up a n d 
becomes s t a t i o n a r y w i t h i ts h e a d or h i n d 
legs p r o t r u d i n g f r o m the v u l v a , w h i c h 
often happens w i t h i m m a t u r e bi tches . 
D e l i v e r y i s made by the fingers, b y 
gent ly p u l l i n g the p r o t r u d i n g p a r t s a n d 
g r a d u a l l y w o r k i n g h i g h e r a n d higher , a t 
the s a m e time a s s i s t i n g t h r o u g h the bel ly 
w a l l s w i t h the free h a n d . W h e r e only 
one h i n d leg i s felt, the other should be 
secured , so a s to d is tr ibute the s t r a i n . 
I t i s of g r e a t help to h a v e s e v e r a l pieces 
of soft c loth a t h a n d w h i l e d e l i v e r i n g 
the puppies. W h e n It becomes necessary ' 
to g r a s p a fetus w i t h the h a n d it should 
be covered w i t h g a u z e so a s to obtain 
a firmer hold . 

A towel placed a r o u n d the body, j u s t 
posterior to the r ibs , a n d t w i s t e d u n t i l 
t ight , is of g r e a t a s s i s t a n c e i n a i d i n g the 
expuls ion of a fetus . 

Most puppies a r e k i l l e d i n d e l i v e r y b y 
dis location of the first c e r v i c a l Joint. T h i s 
c a n be g u a r d e d a g a i n s t b y s e c u r i n g a 
hold w i t h the finger a n d t h u m b on the 
s k i n of the neck , posterior to t h i s 
a r t i c u l a t i o n before a n y efforts to move It 
by p u l l i n g a r e commenced . A s i m i l a r 
dis location c a n occur w i t h a breech p r e ­
sentat ion w h e n the b a c k of the h e a d 
becomes fixed a g a i n s t the edge of the 
pelvic roof a n d t r a c t i o n Is cont inued . 
W h e n t h i s happens the c h i n should be 
ti lted u p w a r d s , a n d the h e a d forced 
through w i t h a n i n w a r d a n d b a c k w a r d 
pressure of the first two fingers of e a c h 
h a n d on e i ther side of the bel ly w a l l . 

M e d i c i n a l agents h a v e t h e i r p lace In 
d y s t o c i a ; they a r e p i t u i t r i n , p r e p a r a t i o n s 
of ergot of r y e , a n d quinine . E r g o t of 
r y e gives indifferent resul ts , none to speak 
of w e r e obtained b y the use of quinine , 
a n d p i t u i t r i n w a s found to be the most 
rel iable , a c t i n g q u i c k l y a n d effectively 
In some c a s e s . T h e i r use is i n d i c a t e d 
w h e r e the phenomenon of p a r t u r i t i o n h a s 
commenced a n d the p a s s a g e is c l e a r for 
b i r t h , s u c h a s uterine i n e r t i a , or i n p r o ­
tracted c a s e s w h e r e the expuls ive effort 
h a s become e x h a u s t e d . I f the desired 
effect is not obtained b y the use of t w o 
doses of p i t u i t r i n . a repetit ion does not 
a p p e a r to improve m a t t e r s , a n d t ime w i l l 
not permit of f u r t h e r dependence upon 
its use . Dif ferent t r e a t m e n t of a p o s i ­
t ive n a t u r e m u s t be t a k e n i m m e d i a t e l y 
if u n f o r t u n a t e r e s u l t s a r e to be a v o i d e d . 
Some few y e a r s ago, p i t u i t r i n w a s 
a c c l a i m e d by unprofess ional w r i t e r s In 
dog j o u r n a l s , a s the solution of a l l 
w h e l p i n g troubles . U n f o r t u n a t e l y , it h a s 
not by a n y m e a n s proved a complete 
solution. 

W h e n should we use i n s t r u m e n t s ? T h i s 
w i l l , of course , depend on the p r a c ­
t i t i o n e r ' s a b i l i t y , t ime a n d pat ience , a n d 

w h e t h e r he h a s long s lender fingers a n d 
a good a s s o r t m e n t of different s ized a n d 
s h a p e d forceps . I f he h a s n ' t these , he 
h a d better by f a r r e s o r t to h y s t e r o t o m y 
a s soon a s possible , in c a s e s w h e r e there 
would be a n y d a n g e r to the b i t c h o r to 
the pups . G e n e r a l l y s p e a k i n g , I n s t r u m e n t s 
a r e i n d i c a t e d w h e r e d y s t o c i a o c c u r s a f t e r 
b i r t h of s e v e r a l puppies , w h e n it i s k n o w n 
that dead puppies a r e present , a n d w h e r e 
it i s decided t h a t t h e i r use w o u l d be 
more a d v a n t a g e o u s to s a v e the b i t c h 
r a t h e r t h a n the progeny. 

B e f o r e d e l i v e r y is a t tempted w i t h i n ­
s t r u m e n t s , the h a i r should be cl ipped i n 
the a r e a s u r r o u n d i n g the region of the 
p e r i n e u m a n d t a i l , a n d the h i n d q u a r t e r s 
a n d bel ly t h o r o u g h l y w a s h e d a n d d i s ­
infected. I t i s a d v i s a b l e , a l s o , w h e r e v e r 
possible, to c o v e r the p a r t s w i t h a s ter i le 
c loth . T h e s t e r i l i z e d i n s t r u m e n t s should 
be p l a c e d in a m i l d a n t i s e p t i c solut ion, 
a n d two d i s h e s of the s a m e solut ion 
should be p r e p a r e d f o r the purpose of 
r i n s i n g the h a n d s . 

T h e b i t c h should be m a d e to s t a n d , a s 
a n y other posit ion w i l l h a v e a t e n d e n c y 
to c r o w d the a b d o m i n a l v i s c e r a onto the 
contents of the u t e r u s , except w h e n a n 
a n a e s t h e t i c is be ing used for t h i s method 
of d e l i v e r y . 

I h a v e tr ied a l l k i n d s of hooks , s n a r e s 
a n d forceps, but p r a c t i c a l l y the o n l y 
i n s t r u m e n t s I now use for d e l i v e r y a r e 
forceps, m y f a v o u r i t e s be ing the di f ­
f e r e n t l y - s h a p e d h u m a n p l a c e n t a ones. 

F o r the r e m o v a l of l ive puppies , I find 
the C o r e y forceps m o s t s a t i s f a c t o r y . T h e y 
a r e long enough for the big breeds , c a n 
be used s a f e l y for the l a r g e " T o y s " a n d 
for v e r y s m a l l b i tches I h a v e a p a i r of 
reduced s ize . T h e y h a v e the a d v a n t a g e 
of being s t r o n g , though l i g h t l y c o n ­
s t r u c t e d , w i t h smooth, t h i n , f lexible 
b lades w h i c h h a v e a good d i s t r i b u t i o n of 
p r e s s u r e . E a c h of the two sect ions be ing 
detachable , t h e y m u s t be p l a c e d on the 
fetus s e p a r a t e l y a n d jo ined together o r 
t a k e n a p a r t w h i l s t inside the u t e r u s . 

Most of the b i tch forceps a r e h e a v i l y 
made , p a r t i c u l a r l y those w i t h the i n s i d e 
s u r f a c e of the j a w s s e r r a t e d . T h e s e a r e 
more s e r v i c e a b l e in e x t r a c t i n g a d e a d 
puppy, a n d for the purpose I f a v o u r 
A s t o n ' s P i l e C l a m p s , e s p e c i a l l y w h e n tt 
Is found n e c e s s a r y to c r u s h a s k u l l o r 
to r e m o v e a fetus p i e c e m e a l . C a r e h a s 
to be t a k e n in t h e i r use . a s the s u r f a c e s 
of the j a w s a r e s h a r p a t the edges. 

T h e g r e a t point in w o r k i n g w i t h i n ­
s t r u m e n t s is to a c q u i r e the feel of t h i n g s 
inside w i t h t h e m , to k n o w b y t h e i r t o u c h , 
w h e t h e r t h e y a r e on a p a r t of the u t e r u s 
or fetus . I t Is - not a d v i s a b l e to a t t e m p t 
t h e i r use u n l e s s the puppy c a n be fe l t 
w i t h the finger, but w h e r e a fetus i s 
beyond the r e a c h of the finger a n d there 
Is p lenty of room, i t s h o u l d be t r i e d . 
T h e p o s s i b i l i t y of inf l ict ing i n j u r y to the 
b i t c h m u s t be uppermost i n the m i n d of 
the operator . B e f o r e e x e r t i n g p r e s s u r e 
w i t h the i n s t r u m e n t s , p r e c a u t i o n s s h o u l d 
be t a k e n to a s c e r t a i n t h a t no p a r t of the 
g e n i t a l w a l l i s i n c l u d e d i n t h e i r g r a s p . 

W h e n the h e a d a r r i v e s a t the b r i m of 
the pubes, the end of the finger should 
be p l a c e d u n d e r the c h i n to close the 
m o u t h . I f t h i s is not done the p r e s s u r e 
of the forceps w i l l c a u s e the puppy to 
open i ts m o u t h , a n d the l o w e r j a w w i l l 
become j a m m e d a g a i n s t the edge of the 
pelvis . I n the event of the h e a d b e c o m ­
ing lodged a t the e n t r a n c e of the p e l v i c 
funnel , a finger e x p l o r a t i o n t h r o u g h the 
bowel w i l l g ive some i d e a a s to w h e t h e r 
the s k u l l w i l l s a f e l y p a s s a long . 

I t i s a d v i s a b l e to t r y s e v e r a l forceps 
of different shapes , a n d somet imes a 
c h a n g e of operators w i l l meet w i t h i m ­
m e d i a t e s u c c e s s , a s the sense of touch 
is lost If the h a n d s t i re . 

W h e r e a condit ion of d r y n e s s e x i s t s o f 
both the fetus a n d m a t e r n a l m u c o s a 
w h i c h a r e u s u a l l y swol len a s w e l l , w e 
i n j e c t some mi ld ant isept ic l u b r i c a n t , a n d 
for the l a t t e r purpose a g r e a s e g u n , 
w h i c h w a s o r i g i n a l l y intended for p a c k ­
ing g a u z e into a c a v i t y , i s uaed. F l a x -
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seed tea , w h i c h c lose ly r e s e m b l e s the 
fetal f luids. Is a l s o very' efficacious. 

W h i l e I n s t r u m e n t s a r e on the h e a d 
there is a g r e a t p o s s i b i l i t y of the e a r 
be ing torn off, o r a n eye i n j u r e d , the 
l a t t e r e s p e c i a l l y i n the p r o m i n e n t eyed 
b r e e d s . 

W i t h a breevh p r e s e n t a t i o n , the forceps 
should be p laced on the fleshy p a r t of 
the leg i f possible , before a n y p r e s s u r e 
o r t r a c t i o n is m a d e , a s it i s bet ter ab le 
to s t a n d i n j u r y t h a n the other s t r u c t u r e s . 
I t Is a l w a y s a d v i s a b l e to a p p l y t r a c t i o n 
in c o n j u n c t i o n w i t h the efforts of the 
b i t c h a n d plenty of t i m e s h o u l d be t a k e n . 
A good a s s i s t a n t c a n help by m a n i p u l a t ­
i n g the fetus t h r o u g h the a b d o m i n a l 
w a l l s a n d w o r k i n g it a l o n g the p a s s a g e . 
B y s e i z i n g the s k i n w i t h a r t e r y forceps 
on e i t h e r side of the neck , or a s f a r up 
the b a c k a s possible i n a breech p r e s e n t a ­
tion, a better d i s t r i b u t i o n of the s t r a i n 
is m a d e , a n d is a very" effective w a y 
of e x t r a c t i n g a l ive puppy . 

W h e n it i s k n o w n t h a t a puppy is d e a d , 
e v e r y effort s h o u l d be m a d e to c r u s h i t 
a s m u c h a s possible before a t t e m p t i n g 
to w i t h d r a w it . W i t h s u c h c a s e s there i s 
d a n g e r of in fect ion a n d w e a l w a y s 
t h o r o u g h l y i r r i g a t e the u t e r u s b y u s i n g 
therapogen , p e r m a n g a n a t e of p o t a s h , o r 
s a l i n e so lut ions , w h i c h should be c o n ­
t inued i f infect ion is m a n i f e s t e d . 

T h e use of a g e n e r a l a n a e s t h e t i c in 
c o n j u n c t i o n w i t h forceps, often w o r k s 
w e l l . W e h a v e seen b i t c h e s expel a fetus 
w h i l e e ther w a s b e i n g a d m i n i s t e r e d f o r 
a C a e s a r i a n operat ion , p r i o r to w h i c h 
there h a d been no r e s u l t s f r o m t h e i r 
cont inued s t r a i n i n g . 

W h e n d e l i v e r i n g puppies , c a r e should 
be t a k e n to a l w a y s remove the p l a c e n t a 
a t the s a m e t ime . F o r c e f u l a n d a b r u p t 
t r a c t i o n a t t h i s point, i s apt to s e v e r the 
u m b i l i c a l c o r d , a n d i f the p l a c e n t a r e ­
m a i n s in the u t e r u s , it i s l i a b l e to impede 
the p a s s a g e of a fetus . T h e y should 
a l w a y s be counted . 

I n the e v e n t of a r e t a i n e d a f t e r b i r t h , 
it c a n be r e m o v e d w i t h a p l a c e n t a b u r r , 
w h i c h on being p a s s e d w e l l into the 
u t e r u s is gent ly t u r n e d a r o u n d to g a t h e r 
up the loose s h r e d s of the m e m b r a n e , 
u n t i l by the feel it i s k n o w n t h a t the 
w h o l e m a s s is w o u n d a r o u n d the 
i n s t r u m e n t . 

O n e s h o u l d a l w a y s c o n s i d e r the b i t c h 
i n respect to h e r suf fer ing or b e c o m i n g 
t i r e d , a n d if the operat ion is of long 
d u r a t i o n she s h o u l d h a v e frequent a n d 
a m p l e rests . Q u i t e often, d u r i n g these 
i n t e r v a l s , the f e t u s w i l l c h a n g e i ts p o s i -

I t ion a n d move into a more f a v o r a b l e 
|__site for d e l i v e r y . 

O n e c a n n o t but be I m p r e s s e d b y the 
m a n n e r i n w h i c h b i t c h e s s u b m i t to 
h a n d l i n g a n d p a r t i c u l a r l y the use of i n ­
s t r u m e n t s . Some y o u n g , n e r v o u s bi tches 
a r e a p t to resent a s s i s t a n c e , but i n a 
s h o r t w h i l e a l l r e s e n t m e n t c e a s e s , a n d 
t h e y b e h a v e a s i f t h e y r e a l i z e d t h a t help 
is be ing g iven . I t i s not c o m m o n to h a v e 
a b i t c h t h a t p e r s i s t s i n r e s i s t i n g i n s u c h 
a v io lent m a n n e r t h a n the use of i n ­
s t r u m e n t s is h i g h l y f r a u g h t w i t h d a n g e r 
to her . F o r s u c h u n c o n t r o l l a b l e i n ­
d i v i d u a l s , the only t r e a t m e n t is h y s t e r o ­
tomy. 

W h e n to d i s c o n t i n u e the use of i n ­
s t r u m e n t s a n d r e s o r t to the C a e s a r i a n 
sect ion is a step t h a t should be cons idered 
e a r l y , a s the prolonged use of the f o r m e r 
i n c r e a s e s the h a z a r d for the s u c c e s s f u l 
outcome of the l a t t e r . 

T h e r e r e m a i n s , f o r t u n a t e l y , the C a e s a ­
r i a n operat ion . Some y e a r s ago t h i s w a s 
c o n s i d e r e d a s a l a s t resort , but now i t i s 
recognized a s a p r a c t i c a l a n d h u m a n e 
method of effecting d e l i v e r y of puppies 
i n c a s e s of d y s t o c i a , w h i c h w o u l d o t h e r ­
w i s e r e s u l t i n d i s a s t e r to m o t h e r a n d 
offspring. T h e good r e s u l t s a t t e n d i n g t h i s 
scienti f ic method of c o u n t e r b a l a n c i n g the 
effects produced b y o u t r a g e d n a t u r e i n 
a r t i f i c i a l breeding , a s w e l l a s the c a u s e s , 
h a v e become so w e l l - k n o w n a m o n g 
b r e e d s t h a t i t i s n o w a r e g u l a r a n d 
recognized p h a s e of o r d i n a r y v e t e r i n a r y 

p r a c t i c e a n d a c o m m o n procedure w i t h 
b r e e d e r s of dogs prone to w h e l p i n g diffi­
cu l t ies . I n fact , they f requent ly a n t i c i ­
pate us , b y r e q u e s t i n g it . 

W e h a v e the fo l lowing i n s t r u m e n t s on 
h a n d : one s u r g i c a l k n i f e w i t h a c o n v e x 
c u t t i n g s u r f a c e , one b lunt pointed b i s ­
t o u r y , one p a i r of b l u n t pointed s c i s s o r s , 
f o u r a r t e r y forceps , h u m a n tongue for ­
ceps for ho lding u t e r u s , F o r e s t e r ' s sponge 
forceps for s e c u r i n g pups if n e c e s s a r y , 
needles a n d s u t u r i n g m a t e r i a l , 00 o r 0 
c a t g u t for the u t e r u s , N o s . 1, 2 or 3 
c h r o m i c c a t g u t for m u s c l e w a l l s , a n d 
w a x e d l i n e n t h r e a t for the s k i n . 

A l l dogs a r e p l a c e d In a l a t e r a l posit ion 
for a n a e s t h e s i a , w i t h the left side u p p e r ­
most , a s In t h i s posture the h e a r t a c t i o n 
m a y be observed a n d w o r k e d on i n c a s e 
of a c c i d e n t . 

W e find t h a t e t h e r is the m o s t s u i t a b l e 
agent , a s i n a n h o u r o r so a f t e r the 
operat ion is over the b i t c h u s u a l l y h a s 
recovered f r o m the effects a n d is r e a d y 
to look a f t e r h e r f a m i l y . 

I t Is o u r p r a c t i c e to a l w a y s a d m i n i s t e r 
p i t u i t r i n w h i l e the a n a e s t h e t i c i s being 
g i v e n for the f o l l o w i n g r e a s o n s : o v e r ­
c o m i n g shock , c o n t r a c t i n g the u t e r u s , 
c o n t r o l l i n g h e m o r r h a g e a n d s t i m u l a t i n g 
the flow of m i l k . 

T h e a b d o m i n a l c a v i t y is entered 
t h r o u g h the left f lank. O n the second 
o c c a s i o n the i n c i s i o n is m a d e i n the r i g h t 
side, a n d on the t h i r d i n the left f lank 
a g a i n . T h i s locat ion is s u p e r i o r to a n d 
h a s m a n y sound a d v a n t a g e s o v e r the 
m e d i a n l ine . T h e w o u n d h a s a better 
c h a n c e of u n i t i n g , a n d f r e q u e n t l y h e a l s 
w i t h o u t I n t e r r u p t i o n . I f d r a i n a g e i s 
r e q u i r e d , i t s posit ion is s u c h t h a t i t I s 
e a s i e r to c a r e for a n d m a y be c l e a n e d 
w h i l e the b i tch is l y i n g d o w n . T h e r e 
i s v e r y l i t t le l ike l ihood of h e r n i a , a n d 
the p a r t Is more out of r e a c h of the 
puppies , w h i c h s h o u l d be p laced w i t h 
the m o t h e r a s soon a s h e r m e n t a l c o n ­
dit ion a l l o w s . O b j e c t i o n s h a v e been 
r a i s e d t h a t a s c a r w i l l m o r e r e a d i l y be 
seen . T h i s is not so, a s in m o s t c a s e s 
one h a s to look c lose ly to see w h e t h e r 
a b i t c h h a s been operated on . 

I n the c a s e of the m e d i a n l ine e n t r a n c e , 
the m a m m a e a r e very' m u c h in the w a y , 
a n d o w i n g to a p a r t i c u l a r l y a c t i v e a n d 
s e n s i t i v e s tate a t the t i m e i n f l a m m a t o r y 
processes m a y e x t e n d into t h e m . A l s o , 
the posit ion of the w o u n d m a k e s c l e a n i n g 
difficult. T h e r e Is g r e a t e r w e i g h t to carry-
a s the a b d o m i n a l v i s c e r a a r e m o r e l i k e l y 
to come into c o n t a c t w i t h the region, 
a n d a h e r n i a m a y r e a d i l y o c c u r . T h e 
puppies , a l so , a r e a p t to i r r i t a t e the o p e n ­
i n g a n d a n n o y the m o t h e r . 

F o r a B o s t o n T e r r i e r a n a r e a 4 i n c h e s 
b y 6 i s s h a v e d a n d c l e a n e d . W h i l e the 
a n a e s t h e t i c is b e i n g a d m i n i s t e r e d , the 
operat ive a r e a is d is infected w i t h t i n c t u r e 
of iodine. W h e n completed , the b i t c h i s 
c a r r i e d into the o p e r a t i n g room. T h e 
a s s i s t a n t s s t a n d r e a d y to hold the p a t i e n t 
should she move a n d to h a n d l e a n d d r y 
the puppies a s t h e y a r e r e m o v e d . S t e r i l e 
c l o t h s a r e p laced on the b i t c h , l e a v i n g 
the s i te of the operat ion exposed to v i e w . 

I n m a k i n g the s k i n i n c i s i o n on a B o s t o n 
T e r r i e r the l a s t b u t one teat I s t a k e n a s 
a guide , the bottom of w h i c h s h o u l d be 
about two I n c h e s above the b o r d e r of 
the m a m m a e a n d m a d e v e r t i c a l l y , v a r y ­
i n g i n length f r o m 3 to 4 i n c h e s . N o 
p a r t i c u l a r a d v a n t a g e is to be g a i n e d b y 
o p e r a t i n g t h r o u g h a s m a l l opening , a s 
there is a l w a y s d a n g e r of t e a r i n g s o m e ­
t h i n g . S h o u l d a q u a n t i t y of fa t be found 
beneath the s k i n it i s r e m o v e d , the m u s ­
c u l a r t i s s u e s e levated w i t h a hook, a n d 
the i n c i s i o n c o n t i n u e d t h r o u g h the three 
l a y e r s u n t i l the a b d o m i n a l c a v i t y I s 
entered w i t h a n a p e r t u r e about a n i n c h 
l o n g ; w h i l e the m u s c l e s a r e s t i l l e l e v a t e d , 
the opening is e n l a r g e d w i t h a p a i r of 
b lunt pointed s c i s s o r s . A t t h i s point a 
s m a l l artery ' m a y be severed a n d s l ight 
h e m o r r h a g e e n c o u n t e r e d , w h i c h is c o n ­
tro l led w i t h the forceps . 

S e a r c h is now m a d e for the end of the 
uppermost h o r n a n d i ts o v a r i a n a t t a c h ­
ment , w h i c h is fol lowed d o w n u n t i l a 

fe tus Is located . I t w i l l depend now on 
the n u m b e r present a s to how m u c h of 
the u t e r u s w i l l be exposed. I f there a r e 
m a n y puppies , it w i l l be a d v i s a b l e to go 
a s n e a r the b i f u r c a t i o n a s possible so 
t h a t both h o r n s m a y be e v a c u a t e d w i t h 
the l e a s t effort. T h e use of d r y g a u z e 
a l l o w s a f irm g r i p to be t a k e n of the 
s l i p p e r y u t e r u s . I f it i s overdis tended 
w i t h fetal f luids, a s m a l l inc is ion t h r o u g h 
the uter ine w a l l w i l l a l l o w the fluids to 
escape a n d re l ieve the tens ion . 

T o open the w o m b , a s i te is selected 
t h a t is not v e r y v a s c u l a r or d i r e c t l y over 
the p l a c e n t a , a n d i n c i s i o n is m a d e in l ine 
w i t h the long a x i s of the o r g a n . I t 
should be of a m p l e s ize , for If the a p e r ­
ture Is too s m a l l a r ight angled t e a r 
is a p t to r e s u l t w h i l e w i t h d r a w i n g a 
fetus . F o r e s t e r ' s forceps a r e appl ied 
l i g h t l y to the u t e r u s Just above the orife , 
so t h a t a n a s s i s t a n t c a n hold it in s u c h 
a posit ion t h a t the fe ta l f luids w i l l drop 
c l e a r of the body, a n d not into the 
a b d o m i n a l c a v i t y . 

T h e pup a n d p l a c e n t a a r e e x t r a c t e d by 
a s t e a d y , gentle pul l ani l dropped into 
the h a n d s of a w a i t i n g a s s i s t a n t or some 
h e a t e d receptacle . W h e n it i s the l a t t e r , 
the pup is freed f r o m a n y c o v e r i n g s , a n d 
the m u c u s is dis lodged f r o m the nose 
a n d m o u t h b y s h a k i n g the h e a d . A f t e r ­
b i r t h s m a y be d e t a c h e d a t once o r a t a 
l a t e r t ime. W h e n there is a d e l a y , o r 
a l a r g e n u m b e r of puppies a r e to be 
t a k e n out n e c e s s i t a t i n g l e n g t h y exposure 
of the p a r t s , c o v e r i n g s of hot steri le 
c l o t h s s h o u l d be used . T h e y a i d m a ­
t e r i a l l y In c o n t r a c t i n g the u t e r u s a n d 
c h e c k i n g h e m o r r h a g e . O c c a s i o n a l l y bleed­
ing w i l l cont inue for a d a y o r so a n d 
c a u s e d e a t h . 

S o m e t i m e s a l l the puppies a r e c o n t a i n e d 
in the l o w e r h o r n , i n w h i c h case e n t r y 
is m a d e t h r o u g h the l o w e s t p a r t of the 
n o n - g r a v l d h o r n . A puppy m a y be so 
s i t u a t e d t h a t difficulty i s e x p e r i e n c e d in 
b r i n g i n g it to the operat ion opening, or, 
o w i n g to i ts s l i m y condit ion a f i rm hold 
c a n n o t be s e c u r e d w i t h the f inger. A i d 
m a y be g i v e n b y a n a s s i s t a n t p a s s i n g 
the flat of h i s h a n d u n d e r the b e l l y w a l l 
to p r e s s up the contents t o w a r d the open­
i n g . A very' use fu l i n s t r u m e n t for g r a s p ­
i n g a leg i s the h u m a n tongue forceps 
a n d it i s here t h a t the cheesecloth Is 
h a n d y . 

T h e w o m b m a y e x h i b i t quite a v a r i e t y 
of condit ions w i t h respect to i ts contents , 
s u c h a s l ive puppies a m o n g d e a d ones i n 
different s t a g e s of development a n d de­
composi t ion . P a r t s of the u t e r u s m a y 
be necrosed , p a r t i c u l a r l y w h e r e it Is in 
c o n t a c t w i t h a dead f e t u s ; p a r t i a l or c o m ­
plete e x c i s i o n of the u t e r u s w i l l be neces ­
s a r y w h e r e a n y necrosed a r e a s a r e found. 
P r o g n o s i s Is v e r y u n f a v o r a b l e , y e t It i s 
a s t o n i s h i n g how b i t c h e s w i l l s u r v i v e w h e n 
s h o w i n g s i g n s of be ing tox ic a n d u n ­
sat is factory ' condit ions p r e v a i l . W e never 
a t t e m p t to flush or i r r i g a t e w i t h d i s ­
i n f e c t a n t s ; a n y c l e a n s i n g t h a t i s done is 
confined to m o p p i n g w i t h d r y s ter i le 
s w a b s . 

O c c a s i o n a l l y a b i tch w i l l c o m m e n c e to 
v o m i t t o w a r d the t e r m i n a t i o n of the 
operat ion , a v e r y f r e q u e n t happening 
w i t h K n g l l s h B u l l d o g s . O p e r a t i o n s should 
cease unt i l the n a u s e a is over , c a r e being 
t a k e n to close the opening, a n d by u s i n g 
a f irm p r e s s u r e o v e r the s i te w i t h steri le 
c loths , p r e v e n t the a b d o m i n a l v i s c e r a 
being forced out. T h e a s s i s t a n t a d m i n i s ­
t e r i n g the e t h e r m u s t a t t e n d to the b i t c h , 
f ree ing the m o u t h a n d t h r o a t f r o m m u c u s 
a n d vomit , a s there i s a p o s s i b i l i t y of 
c h o k i n g or co l lapse . I n a f e w m i n u t e s , 
n o r m a l r e s p i r a t i o n w i l l c o m m e n c e a g a i n , 
a f t e r the p a r o x y s m s of v o m i t i n g a r e over . 

W h e n a l l the puppies w i t h t h e i r p l a ­
centae a r e r e m o v e d , the u t e r u s is closed 
b y m e a n s of a s ingle r o w c o n t i n u o u s 
s u t u r e , I n c l u d i n g o n l y the s e r o u s a n d 
m u s c l e l a y e r s , fine c a t g u t of the required 
s ize being used , a n d c a r e be ing t a k e n 
to t u r n in the c u t b o r d e r s so t h a t the 
s e r o u s c o a t s a r e b r o u g h t close together.

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New Obedience Tria l Rules 
O n J u l y 1st the new Obedience T r i a l 

Rules come i n t o effect and as our 
T r i a l s are judged on the same p r i n ­
c iple and w i t h the same Rules of the 
A m e r i c a n K e n n e l C l u b i t w i l l be neces­
sary for us to f o l l ow the changes f r o m 
the prev ious "Obedience T r i a l Rules" . 
For a concise resume of the new Rules 
as w r i t t e n b y Rober t N o e r r w e are 
indebted to " P o p u l a r Dogs" magazine, 
a n a t i o n a l p u b l i c a t i o n devoted to the 
interests of p u r e b r e d dogs. 

" B r i e f l y , there is a t i g h t e n i n g up of 
the scor ing procedures, a l though a hal f 
po in t is the smallest penal ty t h a t may 
be g iven . T h e judge must m a r k his 
book, s u b t o t a l i n g t h e i n d i v i d u a l w o r k 
before j u d g i n g t h e n e x t dog; the scores 
for the sits and downs are entered 
i m m e d i a t e l y a f ter these exercises. I n ­
d i v i d u a l score sheets m a y be used b u t 
they m u s t be compi led a f terwards . 

T w o new exercises, a d i rec t i ona l r e ­
tr ieve and direc ted j u m p i n g w i l l r e ­
place the seek-back and the h u r d l e 
and b a r k j u m p i n the u t i l i t y class. 
Dogs m u s t w i n the three " legs" under 
three d i f f e rent judges and m a y not 
show i n a n advanced class u n t i l o f f i ­
c ia l ly not i f ied b y the A . K . C . t h a t they 
have the prev ious r e q u i r e d degree; 
t h a t is, no dog m a y be shown i n the 
open classes u n t i l i t has its official C D . 
The same applies t o s h o w i n g i n the 
u t i l i t y class. 

T h e n u m b e r of entries to " c o u n t " 
for a q u a l i f y i n g leg is the same i n the 
novice and open classes, t h o u g h i t has 
been advanced f o r the u t i l i t y w o r k ; 
three r e q u i r e d n o w instead of t w o as 
f o r m e r l y . T h e previous " e x t r a dogs" 
that made u p the r e q u i r e d m i n i m u m 
i n novice a n d open classes, w h i c h 
caused confusion, have been e l iminated . 

The r i n g dimensions r e m a i n t h e 
same as before , t h o u g h t h e y m a y be 
w a i v e d i n the case of inc lement 
weather . W h e r e signals are to be 
used, t h e y m u s t be inaud ib le and t h e 
dog m a y not be touched except to give 
scent i n the d i s c r i m i n a t i o n exercise. 

I n hee l ing on leash i n the novice 
class the correct m a n n e r is described 
in the rules . A h a n d l e r m a y gent ly 
guide the dog w i t h the leash to a 
proper pos i t ion before s t a r t i n g a new 
part of t h e exercise. I n heel ing , a 
signal m a y be used i n place of a c o m ­
m a n d to s tar t off t h e dog. 

The s tand for e x a m i n a t i o n exercise is 
done as before, t h o u g h the judge is 
admonished t o t o u c h o n l y t h e head, 
shoulders and h i n d - q u a r t e r s of the dog. 
There is n o s i t at the end of th i s 
exercise. 

I n t h e reca l l , d irect ions f o r set t ing 
up and l eav ing t h e dog are g iven m u c h 
as t h e y w e r e i n the o r i g i n a l rules . 
Dogs m a y heel f r o m i n f r o n t o r a r o u n d 
the back as the hand le r prefers . 

I n the sits and downs , the judge 
starts t i m i n g w h e n he gives t h e c o m ­
m a n d t o leave the dogs and calls back 

the handlers at the e x p i r a t i o n of the 
t i m e l i m i t . Dogs i n the novice group 
w h i c h move o u t of pos i t ion , d o w n i n ­
stead of s i t t i n g o r v ice -versa , w i t h i n 
t h r e e - q u a r t e r s of the t i m e r e q u i r e m e n t 
shal l receive less t h a n f i f t y per cent 
of the m a x i m u m score. Open dogs 
must r e m a i n i n the correct pos i t ion 
u n t i l the handlers r e t u r n . 

A s w i t h the present rules , dogs m u s t 
earn at least f i f t y per cent of each 
exercise and 170 points of the m a x i ­
m u m 200 to receive a q u a l i f y i n g " l eg . " 

There is no on- leash hee l ing i n the 
open classes. T h e t w e n t y po ints f o r ­
m e r l y awarded th i s exercise are 
added to the of f - leash hee l ing a n d the 
drop on recal l exercises. T h e f o r m e r 
t o . c o u n t f o r t y points instead of t h i r t y ; 
and the la t ter t h i r t y instead of t w e n t y . 
No l e f t - a b o u t t u r n s are r e q u i r e d . (We 
are sorry f o r th is as we always l i k e d 
th is t u r n . ) T h e f igure e ight here has 
also been e l iminated . I n the d r o p on 
recal l , the judge m a y designate b y an 
inconspicuous object the po in t at w h i c h 
the dog is to " d o w n . " 

I n the r e t r i e v e on the flat, a dog 
w h i c h rushes to get the object before 
be ing sent is h e a v i l y penal ized a n d 
cannot receive fifty per cent of the 
exercise. A signal a n d / o r c ommand 
m a y be g iven i n t a k i n g the d u m b b e l l 
f r o m the dog's m o u t h . 

A m a x i m u m he ight is g iven i n the 
h i g h j u m p . This is three feet o r f our 
inches more t h a n the m i n i m u m of one 
and one -ha l f t imes the w i t h e r s ' he ight , 
wh i chever is less w i t h t h e usual e x ­
ceptions for the large heavy breeds. A 
dog w h i c h does not j u m p going b o t h 
ways and does not re t r i eve is m a r k e d 
zero. 

I n t h e broad j u m p , the hand le r faces 
the j u m p s as he calls the dog, t u r n i n g 
at r i g h t angles w h i l e the dog is i n m i d ­
a i r to be i n posit ion after the dog turns 
to come i n . The distance is described 
as tw i ce the he ight o f the h i g h j u m p . 
The " h a r d w a r e " is the same as p r e ­
v i ous ly used i n b o t h these j u m p s . 

The scent d i s c r i m i n a t i o n exercise has 
been b r o k e n d o w n to t h r e e exercises, 
each scor ing t w e n t y points , one for 
each object . A s before, t h e hand le r 
supplies fifteen objects; five of each of 
three k i n d s — w o o d , leather and m e t a l . 
The three selected b y the judge are le f t 
on the judge's tab le u n t i l t h e actual 
exercise begins and t h e n the hand le r 
takes one at a t i m e . The object at a l l 
t imes m u s t be i n sight of the j u d g e 
and cannot be p u t i n t h e pocket to get 
added scent. 

T h o u g h the dog is g i v e n ample t i m e 
t o select h i s " o w n ob jec t " he m u s t 
show t h a t he is r e a l l y scenting. F a i l ­
i n g to go t o the " p i l e " o r p i c k i n g u p 
the w r o n g object w i l l g ive t h e dog " O " 
f or the exercise. 

I n the proposed signal exercise the 
judge w i l l g ive the orders w h i c h he 

m a y convey b y signals i f he wishes. 
Instead of d r o p p i n g the dog at t h e 
handler ' s feet as n o w , t h e dog is 
dropped m i d w a y ; t h e n s ignal led to sit 
after w h i c h he is " w i g - w a g g e d " i n and 
f inished. 

The g r o u p e x a m i n a t i o n is unchanged . 
T h e d i r e c t i o n a l r e t r i e v e is t h e f i rs t o f 
the n e w exercises. Three gloves, p r o ­
v i d e d by the hand ler , shal l be placed 
b y the j u d g e o r s t e w a r d i n a l i n e 
para l l e l to and about t en feet f r o m one 
end of the r i n g . One w i l l be placed 
m i d w a y , the others about f o u r feet 
on each side. T h e h a n d l e r at the 
opposite side of the r i n g — t h i r t y - f i v e 
feet f r o m the objects. O n o r d e r f r o m 
the judge he directs his dog b y signals 
a n d / o r commands to r e t r i e v e one 
art i c l e w h i c h has been designated b y 
the judge . Dogs m u s t go d i r e c t l y to 
the proper ar t i c l e a n d r e t r i e v e i t a t a 
fast t r o t or gal lop. 

A d i re c t i ona l j u m p i n g exercise is t h e 
second a d d i t i o n to th i s class. T h e h i g h 
j u m p a n d t h e bar j u m p are placed at 
opposite sides o f the r i n g m i d w a y 
f r o m the ends. T h e h a n d l e r w i t h h is 
dog at heel pos i t ion stands t w e n t y feet 
a w a y f r o m b o t h j u m p s t o w a r d one end 
of the r i n g . The s t e w a r d places t h e 
dog's d u m b b e l l at the same pos i t i on at 
the other end of the r i n g . O n c o m m a n d 
the dog retr ieves the d u m b b e l l , b u t 
j u s t as he starts back, he is commanded 
to sit . T h e hand le r is t o l d b y the 
j u d g e w h i c h of t h e j u m p s his dog is 
to take on t h e re ca l l . H e commands 
a n d / o r signals t h e dog t o do t h i s ; t h e 
dog c a r r y i n g t h e d u m b b e l l , makes t h e 
proper j u m p a n d comes i n as i n t h e 
n o r m a l r e t r i eve . T h e exercise is r e ­
peated u s i n g t h e o ther j u m p . T h e 
hand le r does n o t move o u t of pos i t ion 
d u r i n g the e n t i r e exercise. 

N o C D . is to be r e q u i r e d f o r a dog 
t o take the t r a c k i n g test. B u t w i t h t h e 
e n t r y , t h e h a n d l e r m u s t send i n a 
signed statement b y a t r a c k i n g j u d g e 
t h a t he considers the dog qua l i f i ed to 
take the test. T h e o n l y change i n the 
procedure is t h a t the t r a c k layer w a l k s 
off the course i n a s t r a i g h t l i n e f o r at 
least fifty yards . " 
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D E S C R I P T I O N A N D S T A N D A R D O F P O I N T S 

The English Bulldog 
G e n e r a l A p p e a r a n c e . A t t i t u d e , E x p r e s ­

s ion . E t c . — T h e perfect B u l l d o g m u s t be 
of m e d i u m size a n d smooth c o a t ; w i t h 
h e a v y , t h i c k - s e t . l o w - s w u n g body, m a s ­
s ive s h o r t - f a c e d h e a d , w i d e s h o u l d e r s a n d 
s t u r d y l i m b s . 

T h e g e n e r a l a p p e a r a n c e a n d att i tude 
should suggest g r e a t s t a b i l i t y , v i g o u r a n d 
s t r e n g t h . 

T h e disposi t ion s h o u l d be equable a n d 
k i n d , resolute a n d c o u r a g e o u s (not 
v i c i o u s or a g g r e s s i v e ) , a n d d e m e a n o u r 
should be pacif ic a n d dignified. 

T h e s e a t t r i b u t e s should be c o u n t e n a n c e d 
b y the e x p r e s s i o n a n d b e h a v i o u r . 

G a i t : T h e s ty le a n d c a r r i a g e a r e 
p e c u l i a r , the g a i t be ing a loose-Jointed, 
shuffling, s i d e w i s e motion , g i v i n g the 
c h a r a c t e r i s t i c " r o l l " . T h e a c t i o n m u s t , 
h o w e v e r , be u n r e s t r a i n e d , free a n d 
v i g o r o u s . 

P r o p o r t i o n a n d S y m m e t r y : T h e " p o i n t s 
s h o u l d be w e l l d i s t r i b u t e d a n d b e a r good 
r e l a t i o n one to the other , no f e a t u r e be ing 
i n s u c h p r o m i n e n c e f r o m e i t h e r e x c e s s or 
l a c k of q u a l i t y t h a t the a n i m a l a p p e a r s 
deformed o r i l l y proport ioned. 

Inf luence of S e x : I n c o m p a r i s o n of 
s p e c i m e n s of different sex . due a l l o w a n c e 
s h o u l d be m a d e i n f a v o u r of the females , 
w h i c h do not b e a r the c h a r a c t e r i s t i c s of 
the breed to the s a m e degree o f p e r f e c ­
t ion a n d g r a n d e u r a s do the dogs. 

S i z e : T h e size for m a t u r e dogs i s about 
50 p o u n d s ; for m a t u r e f e m a l e s a b o u t 40 
pounds . 

C o a t : T h e c o a t s h o u l d be s t r a i g h t , 
short , flat, c lose, o f fine t e x t u r e , smooth 
a n d g lossy . ( N o fr inge , f e a t h e r or c u r l . ) 

C o l o u r of C o a t : T h e c o l o u r of c o a t 
s h o u l d be u n i f o r m , pure of i t s k i n d a n d 
b r i l l i a n t . T h e v a r i o u s c o l o u r s found i n 
the breed a r e to be p r e f e r r e d i n the 
fo l lowing o r d e r : 

( I ) R e d br indle , (2) a l l other b r i n d l e s , 
(3) sol id w h i t e , (4) sol id r e d . f a w n or 
f a l l o w , (5) p iebald , (6) i n f e r i o r q u a l i t i e s 
of a l l the foregoing. 

N o t e : A perfect p iebald i s pre ferable to 
a m u d d y b r i n d l e o r defect ive sol id co lour . 

S o l i d b l a c k i s v e r y u n d e s i r a b l e , b u t not 
so object ionable i f o c c u r r i n g to a m o d e r ­
ate degree i n piebald p a t c h e s . T h e 
b r i n d l e s to be perfect s h o u l d h a v e a fine, 
e v e n a n d e q u a l d i s t r i b u t i o n of the c o m ­
posite c o l o u r s . I n b r i n d l e s a n d solid 
co lours , a s m a l l w h i t e p a t c h on the chest 
i s not c o n s i d e r e d d e t r i m e n t a l . I n p ie ­
b a l d s the c o l o u r p a t c h e s s h o u l d be w e l l 
defined, of p u r e c o l o u r a n d s y m m e t r i c ­
a l l y d i s t r i b u t e d . 

S k i n : T h e s k i n s h o u l d be soft a n d loose, 
e s p e c i a l l y a t the h e a d , neck a n d s h o u l ­
d e r s . 

W r i n k l e s a n d D e w l a p : T h e h e a d a n d 
face s h o u l d be covered w i t h h e a v y 
w r i n k l e s , a n d a t the t h r o a t f r o m J a w to 
chest , there should be two loose pendulous 
folds, f o r m i n g the d e w l a p . 

S k u l l : T h e s k u l l s h o u l d be v e r y l a r g e , 
a n d i n c i r c u m f e r e n c e , i n front of the 
e a r s s h o u l d m e a s u r e a t l e a s t the height 
of the dog a t the s h o u l d e r s . V i e w e d f r o m 
the front , i t should a p p e a r v e r y h i g h from 
the c o r n e r of the l o w e r J a w to the a p e x 
of the s k u l l , a n d a l s o v e r y b r o a d a n d 
s q u a r e . V i e w e d a t the side, the h e a d 
s h o u l d a p p e a r v e r y h i g h , a n d v e r y short 
f r o m the point of the nose to occiput . T h e 
f o r e h e a d s h o u l d be flat (not rounded or 
" d o m e d " ) , n e i t h e r too p r o m i n e n t n o r 
o v e r - h a n g i n g the face . 

C h e e k s : T h e c h e e k s s h o u l d be w e l l 
r o u n d e d , p r o t r u d i n g s i d e w a y s a n d out ­
w a r d beyond the e y e s . 

S t o p : T h e t e m p l e s o r f r o n t a l bones 
s h o u l d be v e r y defined, b r o a d , s q u a r e a n d 
h i g h , c a u s i n g a hol low or groove between 

the eyes . T h i s i n d e n t a t i o n , or " s t o p " , 
s h o u l d be both b r o a d a n d deep a n d extend 
up the middle of the forehead , d i v i d i n g 
the h e a d v e r t i c a l l y , be ing t r a c e a b l e to 
the top of the s k u l l . 

E y e s a n d E y e l i d s : T h e eyes , seen from 
the front , s h o u l d be s i t u a t e d low d o w n i n 
the s k u l l , a s f a r f r o m the e a r s a s pos­
sible , a n d t h e i r c o r n e r s s h o u l d be i n a 
s t r a i g h t l ine a t r i g h t a n g l e s w i t h the stop. 
T h e y s h o u l d be quite i n front of the h e a d , 
a s wide a p a r t a s possible , p r o v i d e d t h e i r 
outer c o r n e r s a r e w i t h i n the outl ine of 
the c h e e k s w h e n v i e w e d f r o m the front . 
T h e y s h o u l d be quite r o u n d i n form, of 
moderate s ize , n e i t h e r s u n k e n n o r b u l g i n g , 
a n d be v e r y d a r k i n colour . T h e l i d s 
s h o u l d c o v e r the w h i t e of the e y e b a l l 
w h e n the dog is l o o k i n g d i r e c t l y f o r w a r d , 
a n d the l id s h o u l d show no " h a w " . 

E a r s : T h e e a r s should be set h i g h i n the 
h e a d , the front i n n e r edge of e a c h e a r 
Joining the o u t l i n e of the s k u l l a t the 
top b a c k c o r n e r , so a s to p lace t h e m a s 
wide a p a r t , a s h i g h , a n d a s f a r f r o m the 
e y e s a s possible . I n s ize , t h e y s h o u l d be 
s m a l l a n d t h i n . T h e shape t e r m e d " r o s e 
e a r " i s the m o s t d e s i r a b l e . T h e " r o s e 
e a r " folds i n w a r d a t i t s b a c k l o w e r edge, 
the upper front edge c u r v i n g o v e r , out ­
w a r d s a n d b a c k w a r d s , s h o w i n g p a r t of 
the ins ide of the b u r r . ( T h e e a r s should 
not be c a r r i e d erect , " p r i c k - e a r e d " , o r 
b u t t o n e d " , a n d should n e v e r be dropped) . 

F a c e : T h e face , m e a s u r e d f r o m the 
front of the cheek bone to the tip of the 
nose s h o u l d be e x t r e m e l y s h o r t , a n d the 
m u z z l e v e r y short , b r o a d , t u r n e d u p w a r d s 
a n d v e r y deep f r o m the c o r n e r of the 
eye to the c o r n e r of the m o u t h . 

N o s e : T h e nose should be l a r g e , b r o a d 
a n d b l a c k , i t s tip being set b a c k deeply 
between the eyes . 

T h e d i s t a n c e f r o m bottom of stop, be ­
t w e e n the eyes , to the tip of nose should 
be s h o r t a s possible a n d not e x c e e d the 
length f r o m the tip of nose to the edge of 
u n d e r l ip . T h e n o s t r i l s s h o u l d be w i d e , 
l a r g e a n d b l a c k , w i t h a wel l -de f ined l ine 
between t h e m . ( T h e p a r t i - c o l o u r o r 
" b u t t e r f l y n o s e " a n d the flesh-colour or 
" D u d l e y n o s e " a r e decidedly o b j e c t i o n ­
able , but do not d i s q u a l i f y for compe­
t i t i o n ) . A m e n d e d a t a s p e c i a l m e e t i n g o f 
T h e B u l l d o g C l u b of A m e r i c a in 1914, to 
r e a d , " A n y nose o t h e r t h a n b l a c k i s ob­
j e c t i o n a b l e a n d " D u d l e y " or flesh-
co loured nose a b s o l u t e l y d isqual i f ied f rom 
c o m p e t i t i o n . " 

C h o p s : T h e chops or " f l e w s " s h o u l d be 
t h i c k , b r o a d , p e n d a n t a n d v e r y deep, c o m ­
plete ly o v e r h a n g i n g the l o w e r J a w a t e a c h 
side. T h e y Join the u n d e r l ip i n front a n d 
a l m o s t or quite c o v e r the teeth, w h i c h 
s h o u l d be s c a r c e l y not iceable w h e n the 
m o u t h is c losed. 

J a w s : T h e j a w s s h o u l d be m a s s i v e , v e r y 
b r o a d , s q u a r e a n d " u n d e r s h o t " , the l o w e r 
j a w p r o j e c t i n g c o n s i d e r a b l y i n front of 
the upper j a w a n d t u r n i n g up. 

T e e t h : T h e teeth s h o u l d be l a r g e a n d 
s t r o n g , w i t h the c a n i n e teeth o r t u s k s 
w i d e a p a r t , a n d the s i x s m a l l teeth i n 
front between the c a n i n e s , i n a n e v e n , 
l e v e l r o w . 

N e c k : T h e n e c k s h o u l d be s h o r t , v e r y 
t h i c k , deep a n d s t r o n g a n d w e l l a r c h e d 
a t the b a c k . 

S h o u l d e r s : T h e s h o u l d e r s s h o u l d be 
m u s c u l a r , v e r y h e a v y , w i d e - s p r e a d a n d 
s l a n t i n g o u t w a r d , g i v i n g s t a b i l i t y a n d 
g r e a t p o w e r . 

C h e s t : T h e c h e s t should be v e r y b r o a d , 
deep a n d fu l l . 

B r i s k e t a n d B o d y : T h e b r i s k e t a n d body 
s h o u l d be v e r y c a p a c i o u s , w i t h f u l l s ides , 
w e l l r o u n d e d r i b s a n d v e r y deep f r o m the 
s h o u l d e r s d o w n to i ts l o w e s t p a r t , w h e r e it 
Joins the c h e s t . I t s h o u l d be w e l l let 
d o w n b e t w e e n the s h o u l d e r s a n d forelegs , 
g i v i n g the dog a b r o a d , low, short - legged 
a p p e a r a n c e . 

T h e body should be w e l l r ibbed up 
behind w i t h the bel ly t u c k e d up a n d not 
r o t u n d . 

B a c k : T h e b a c k s h o u l d be short a n d 
s t r o n g , v e r y b r o a d a t the s h o u l d e r s a n d 
c o m p a r a t i v e l y n a r r o w a t the lo ins . T h e r e 
s h o u l d be a s l i g h t f a l l i n the b a c k , close 
behind the s h o u l d e r s ( I ts l o w e s t p a r t ) , 
w h e n c e the spine s h o u l d r i s e to the lo ins 
(the top of w h i c h s h o u l d be h i g h e r t h a n 
the top of the s h o u l d e r s ) , thence c u r v i n g 
a g a i n m o r e s u d d e n l y to the t a i l , f o r m i n g 
a n a r c h ( a v e r y d i s t i n c t i v e f e a t u r e of the 
b r e e d ) , t e r m e d " r o a c h - b a c k " or, more 
c o r r e c t l y , " w h e e l - b a c k " . 

F o r e l e g s : T h e forelegs s h o u l d be short , 
v e r y stout , s t r a i g h t a n d m u s c u l a r , set 
w i d e a p a r t , w i t h w e l l developed c a l v e s , 
p r e s e n t i n g a bowed outl ine , but the bones 
of the legs s h o u l d not be c u r v e d nor 
b a n d y , n o r the feet b r o u g h t too close 
together . 

E l b o w s : T h e e lbows s h o u l d be l o w a n d 
s t a n d w e l l out a n d loose f r o m the body. 

H i n d l e g s : T h e h i n d l e g s s h o u l d be s trong 
a n d m u s c u l a r a n d l o n g e r t h a n the fore­
legs , so a s to e levate the l o i n s above the 
s h o u l d e r s . H o c k s s h o u l d be s l i g h t l y bent 
a n d w e l l let d o w n , so a s to g ive length 
a n d s t r e n g t h f r o m l o i n s to hock . 

T h e l o w e r leg s h o u l d be short , s t r a i g h t 
a n d s t r o n g , w i t h the stifles t u r n e d s l i g h t l y 
o u t w a r d a n d a w a y f r o m the body. T h e 
h o c k s a r e t h e r e b y m a d e to a p p r o a c h e a c h 
other , a n d the h i n d s e p a r a t e feet to t u r n 
o u t w a r d . 

F e e t : T h e feet should be m o d e r a t e in 
size , c o m p a c t a n d f i r m l y s e t ; the toes 
compact , w e l l sp l i t up, w i t h h i g h k n u c k l e s 
a n d w i t h s h o r t s t u b b y n a i l s . T h e front 
feet m a y be s t r a i g h t or s l i g h t l y out-
t u r n e d , but the h i n d feet s h o u l d be 
pointed w e l l o u t w a r d . 

T a i l : T h e t a i l m a y be e i t h e r s t r a i g h t or 
" s c r e w e d " (but n e v e r c u r v e d or c u r l y ) , 
a n d in a n y c a s e m u s t be short , h u n g low, 
w i t h decided d o w n w a r d c a r r i a g e , thick 
root a n d fine tip. I f s t r a i g h t , the tai l 
should be c y l i n d r i c a l a n d of u n i f o r m 
taper . I f " s c r e w e d " the bends o r k i n k s 
should be w e l l defined, a n d t h e y m a y be 
a b r u p t a n d even knotty , but no port ion of 
the m e m b e r s h o u l d be e levated above the 
base or root.

Know Your Breed 
As far as can be ascer ta ined , the Bulldog h a d its origin in the 

British Isles, where the Romans at the time of the invas ion ca l led 
it the "Br i t ish Hound that brings the Bull's fo rehead to the g r o u n d . " 

The a v e r a g e height of dogs at that time w a s said to h a v e been 
about 14 to 15 inches at the shoulder, with a weight of 45 to 50 
pounds, a n d as the superstit ious people be l ieved that meat w a s 
more tender if a bull w a s bai ted before being ki l led, the sport of 
bull bai t ing b e c a m e very popular It is quite natura l , then, that 
a dog wou ld h a v e to be well-built , ferocious in nature wi th 
indomitable cou rage in order to excel as a fighter. 

The s teadfas tness a n d courage of the breed did much to 
e n d e a r it as a compan ion , a n d w h e n bull bait ing w a s m a d e i l legal 
in Eng land in 1835, the breeders kept the type of the dog true a n d 
concent rated on scientif ically breeding a n a n i m a l so that the best 
a n d most des i rab le character is t ics r e m a i n e d . 

The mass ive h e a d , with the t remendous u p s w e e p of the lower 
j a w , a n d the nostril set far enough back that the dog could b reathe 
wh i le holding its prey, is held on a short, thick neck, ext remely 
strong to car ry the weight . The back is short a n d st rong, very 
b road at the shoulders a n d compara t i ve ly nar row at the loins. The 
legs, wh ich a re w ide ly-p laced on f i rmly-planted feet, g ive the 
impress ion of being b o w e d , but this is not so. The h indquar ters 
a re we l l d e v e l o p e d , with perfect b a l a n c e , so that the dog could 
mainta in a firm gr ip with the ground w h e n pul l ing the nose of the 
bull d o w n to ear th . The Bul ldog's style a n d c a r r i a g e is al l its own— 
a loose-jointed, shuffling motion full of vital i ty a n d known in dog 
l a n g u a g e as the " r o l l " . 

S t rangely enough, the ferocibusness wh ich h a d been bred in 
this breed for f ighting d i s a p p e a r e d with domest icat ion, g iv ing us 
a n a n i m a l wh ich is so s teadfas t a n d true that it h a s long been 
recognized as a symbol of Br i tain's cou rage .

Novices 
i n any breed w o u l d do w e l l to read th i s 
a r t i c l e over a n d over a n d f o l l o w the 
advice g iven . 

I sha l l never forget t r a v e l l i n g f r o m 
M o n t r e a l to T o r o n t o w i t h m y Eng l i sh 
I m p o r t e d I r i s h Setters. M r s . D r e w a n d 
the late M r . D r e w were the first to 
offer encouragement a n d advice. I 
have b r e d several l i t t e r s , since t h e n , 
a n d have been to m a n y shows, a n d have 
f o u n d t h a t the o ld breeders are a lways 
w i l l i n g to l e n d a h e l p i n g h a n d t o the 
youngsters . I have made t h e usua l 
mistakes of the novice breeder a n d e x ­
h i b i t o r , and the experience gained f r o m 
these mistakes I n o w pass on to o ther 
beginners. 

This a r t i c l e w i l l deal w i t h t w o v e r y 
i m p o r t a n t factors — choice of B r e e d i n g 
Stock and A d e q u a t e A c c o m m o d a t i o n . 

T h e novice , h a v i n g made u p his or 
her m i n d on a p a r t i c u l a r breed, s h o u l d 
v i s i t as m a n y kennels as possible of th i s 
breed. T h e dog shows are another 
source of va luab le i n f o r m a t i o n . W h e n 
approaching the breeder y o u have 
selected, lay y o u r cards on the table . 
Do not say y o u o n l y w a n t a pet ; t e l l 
h i m y o u i n t e n d to show and breed. I f 
he has three puppies y o u w i l l de f in i te ly 
get the best one. No kenne l interested 
i n i ts breed w a n t s a poor specimen 
shown. One cannot expect cooperation 
f r o m a breeder w h e n the l i t t l e f e l l o w 
of the l i t t e r t h a t was sold " j u s t f o r a 
p e t " t u r n s u p i n the n e x t bench at a 
dog show. 

A f t e r dec id ing on y o u r breed ing 
stock, m a k e sure y o u can accommodate 
n o t o n l y the dog a n d b i t c h , b u t also 
f u t u r e l i t t e r s . T h e accommodat ion m u s t 
be d r y , a i r y a n d d r a f t proof , w i t h ade ­
quate , outside exercise space. T h e r e is 
o n l y one r e s u l t of o v e r c r o w d i n g — 
disease a n d d i s c o u r a g e m e n t — w h i c h f o l ­
l o w w i t h the loss of t h a t i m p o r t a n t first 
l i t t e r . W h e n y o u are sure of a c c o m ­
m o d a t i o n , and have y o u r breed ing stock, 

y o u are ready to e m b a r k on a career 
or hobby t h a t w i l l be j u s t as y o u m a k e 
i t . Raise several pups of y o u r first 
l i t t e r a n d w a t c h t h e m g r o w . W a t c h i n g 
t h e m w i l l teach y o u to p i c k t h e good 
ones. Read y o u r breed books, l i s t en to 
advice of the o l d t i m e r s , a n d y o u w i l l 
raise the one t h a t w i l l go to t h e top . 
O n the o ther h a n d , i f y o u s t r i k e o u t 
on y o u r o w n a n d f r o m y o u r short e x ­
perience t h i n k y o u are above t a k i n g 
advice, y o u w i l l be j u s t another novice 
w h o fa i l ed .

T h e fo l lowing d a y a v i s i t s h o u l d be 
m a d e to remove the bottom s t i t c h for 
d r a i n a g e . I n s t r u c t i o n s a r e g i v e n to see 
t h a t t h i s Is kept open a n d c l e a n e d s e v e r a l 
t i m e s a d a y a n d to report i m m e d i a t e l y 
a n y c h a n g e i n the d ispos i t ion of the 
bi tch . I f u n f a v o r a b l e s y m p t o m s a r e 
noticed, s u c h a s loss of appetite , the 
t e m p e r a t u r e 103°F., or no interest s h o w n 
In the y o u n g , we a d v i s e t a k i n g the 
puppies off the b i t c h a n d p l a c i n g t h e m 
on a fos ter -mother , a c a t , or r e s o r t i n g 
to a r t i f i c i a l feeding. 

B r e e d e r s a r e e n c o u r a g e d to a d v i s e u s 
w h e n they h a v e f o s t e r - m o t h e r s a v a i l a b l e 

for n u r s i n g , of w h i c h a r e g i s t e r i s kept . 
Definite a r r a n g e m e n t s should a l w a y s be 
made beforehand between the o w n e r s of 
the b i t c h a n d the f o s t e r - m o t h e r w i t h 
r e g a r d to the fee for r e a r i n g the puppies. 
I t v a r i e s f r o m two to five d o l l a r s e a c h , 
a n d it m a y be a d v i s a b l e to b u y , o r h ire 
the f o s t e r - m o t h e r for the t ime being . 

C a u t i o n m u s t be used w h e n I n t r o d u c i n g 
s t r a n g e puppies to a f o s t e r - m o t h e r . I f 
she h a s some of h e r o w n , t h e y should 
be m i x e d together a n d w a t c h e d for a 
w h i l e , a s the s t r a n g e r s m a y not be 
welcomed a t f irst , b u t a s a g e n e r a l rule 
i f a b i t c h h a s p lenty of m i l k she w i l l 
be only too g l a d to n u r s e puppies . A 
c a r e f u l e x a m i n a t i o n of the f o s t e r - m o t h e r 
s h o u l d be m a d e to be s u r e she i s i n 
good h e a l t h , p a r t i c u l a r l y w i t h r e g a r d to 
the s k i n . 

T r e a t m e n t for the b i t c h Is a t t e n t i o n to 
the w o u n d w i t h o u t too m u c h t a m p e r i n g , 
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n of tonics a n d forced feed­
i n g . I n m a n y c a s e s the t e m p e r a t u r e 
drops to n o r m a l in a f e w d a y s a n d the 
b i tch soon g a i n s sufficient s t r e n g t h to 
n u r s e h e r o w n puppies , p r o v i d i n g s a t i s ­
factory' p r o g r e s s i s not be ing m a d e w i t h 
the f o s t e r - m o t h e r or b y the m e a n s of 
i i r t i f lc ia l feeding .

No 
one can imagine , as yet , t h e m i l l i o n s 
of do l lars w o r t h of des t ruc t i on w h i c h 
th i s flood has caused to bu i ld ings , 
f u r n i t u r e and l ivestock . 

" H a d a h u r r i e d ca l l t o L e i g h t o n 
A v e n u e . East K i l d o n a n , the o ther n ight , 
to p i c k u p a dog. T h e n came d o w n 
here ; t he dikes h a d b u r s t ; b e a u t i f u l 
homes w e r e s tand ing i n t w e n t y feet of 
water . N o t h i n g b u t the rooftops 
showed above w a t e r . Pianos a n d 
chesterfields floated a r o u n d ins ide ; and 
so i t is i n a v e r y large section o r 
sections of t h e c i t y . 

" T h e r e has been no rea l h u m a n 
suf fer ing , as the Red Cross a n d the 
d i f ferent C o m m u n i t y C l u b Centres are 
v e r y w e l l staffed and look af ter a l l 
t h e y possibly can. A l l m a n p o w e r has 
been v e r y w e l l organized, b y n o w , b u t 
nevertheless a l o t of people have lost 
t h e i r a l l . A l l t h e i r i l f e dreams have 
been swept away . Th ings t h e y have 
slaved and scratched f o r a l l t h e i r l ives 
have gone i n a f e w hours . M a n y h a d 
v e r y comfor tab le homes of w h i c h t h e y 
were p r o u d , b u t n o t h i n g remains . I t 
is a t e r r i b l e t ragedy . 

" H e r e , I a m a l r i g h t , so far . I have 
doge of d i f f e rent breeds and creeds, 
b u t t h a t does n o t m a t t e r . R e l i g i o n a n d 
co lour does n o t a m o u n t t o a r o w of 
beans, be i t h u m a n or a n i m a l , i n such 
a t i m e of need as t h i s has been. W e 
w h o are h i g h and d r y are h e l p i n g i n 
the best ways w e k n o w h o w u n t i l t h i s 
is over . "

" W e are g e t t i n g th ings sorted o u t 
s l ow ly , b u t i t is too soon t o g ive y o u 
a clear p i c t u r e . W e do k n o w , n o w , 
t h a t i t is more l i k e l y to be the smal l 
breeder w h o w i l l need he lp ; t h e B o a r d ­
i n g K e n n e l s seem t o be O.K., t h o u g h 
t h e y have a l l been d o i n g a good j o b .

I t is about a b l o c k a n d a 
ha l f f r o m our house, n o w , b u t unless 
one of the dykes go w e s h o u l d be 
a l r i g h t . 

" T w o of o u r o ld members w e n t to 
hospita l t h r o u g h t h e flood. B o t h have 
since been evacuated t o o u t of t o w n 
hospitals. One of t h e m has n i n e dogs 
out to board at f i f t y cents per dog per 
day. She is one w e w i l l need t o he lp , 
as her dogs are t h e mains tay of her 
l i v i n g . 

" M r s . Susan Borse is evacuated t o 
K e n o r a w i t h t w e n t y - t h r e e dogs a n d 
pups, so I h a r d l y t h i n k y o u w i l l be 
g e t t i n g M a n i t o b a Notes. 

" A g a i n , on behal f o f a l l our m e m ­
bers, " T h a n k y o u " f o r y o u r k i n d 
wishes a n d generous offer of he lp . W e 
w i l l n o t forget , and i f the need arises 
I shal l n o t hesitate t o l e t y o u k n o w . " 
Edi tor ' s Note : 

M r s . Susan Borse d i d w r i t e her 
M a n i t o b a Notes, w h i l e her husband 
w a i t e d i n a boat to evacuate her a n d 
the dogs to safety.

THE HONORABLE

legal adviser to the Club in 1908. He was 
elected President in 1926. which office he 
held unti l 1930. He withdrew in 1931. but 
returned again as President in 1932 and 
held this position until his appointment 
to the Supreme Court in 1934. It was im­
possible for him to hold an official position 
with our Club after this appointment, and 
in appreciation of his many years of un­
tiring assistance he was made Honorary 
President. 

As legal adviser and President, Mr. 
McFarland piloted the Canadian Kennel 
Club from almost obscurity to one of the 
largest organizations of purebred animals 
in Canada. That Mr. McFarland never 
lost interest in the Club was apparent 
from the encouraging letters we received 
from him when an article in the magazine 
attracted his attention. 

The " F r a n k l i n " Bull Terrier prefix was 
known a l l over the world and many 
Champions emanated from this Kennel. 
It was Mr. McFarland's intention, just the 
week before his death, to transfer the 
registered kennel name lo his sons, John 
and Wi l l i am, whom he hoped would enjoy 
the hobby of breeding good dogs. 

The Board of Directors of the Canadian 
Kennel Club and the Staff, attended the 
funeral service at St. Paul's Church, To­
ronto. In the crowded church we noticed. 
Captain Dudley Waters, M.C.. and W i l ­
l iam Stockdale, former Directors of the 
Canadian Kennel Club; Dr. J. A . Campbell, 
Mrs. Beatrice Grimshaw, and many other 
old friends of Mr. McFarland. 

T h e Ta l i sker S k y e T e r r i e r s o w n e d b y 
M r s . R. Percy A d a m s (see a d v e r t i s e ­
m e n t th i s issue) are b r i n g i n g m o r e 
fame to Canada t h r o u g h t h e i r ach ieve ­
ments at the A m e r i c a n dog shows. 
" K a r i n " was a w a r d e d F o u r t h i n the 
T e r r i e r G r o u p i n B a l t i m o r e , one of the 
largest at tended shows i n t h e U n i t e d 
States. F i v e T a l i s k e r Skyes are n o w 
be ing campaigned on the A m e r i c a n 
c i r c u i t . W e have no d o u b t t h a t t h e y 
w i l l w i n m a n y more honours f o r 
C a n a d i a n - b r e d dogs. 

I t is some t i m e since Miss Josephine 
Z. R ine w r o t e f o r Dogs i n Canada, a n d 
we are h a p p y t o announce t h a t her 
art ic les w i l l be appear ing r e g u l a r l y 
again. " M i l k is an I m p o r t a n t Accessory 
Food for Dogs of A l l Ages " a n d " W h e n 
the Puppies P l a y O u t of Doors " , 
pub l i shed i n o u r last issue, w e r e w r i t ­
t e n by Miss Rine , w h o is the E d i t o r 
f o r the Orange J u d d P u b l i s h i n g C o m ­
pany , N e w Y o r k , a n d a u t h o r of some 
of t h e most w i d e l y read dog p u b l i c a ­
t ions. One of her most o u t s t a n d i n g 
books was the 455 page " D o g Owner ' s 
M a n u a l " , w h i c h we u n d e r s t a n d is b e i n g 
b r o u g h t out i n a new 1950 e d i t i o n due 
to popu lar demand . B u t perhaps the 
most w i d e l y read by dog show e x ­
h i b i t o r s is the leaflet on the m e t h o d 
of c onduc t ing a dog show, d i s t r i b u t e d 
by the Fo ley D o g Show organ izat i on .

W e have erected some of our 
Dog Show bench ing to keep dogs above 
water i n some locations. T h e r i v e r has 
not moved u p any more d u r i n g t h e 
last 48 hours , a n d w e have h a d the 
wors t , I t h i n k , o n l y the w a t e r w i l l 
r e m a i n h i g h for some t i m e . So m u c h 
of the l a n d south of us is flooded. N o 
one can imagine , as yet , t h e m i l l i o n s 
of do l lars w o r t h of d e s t r u c t i o n w h i c h 
th is flood has caused t o b u i l d i n g s , 
f u r n i t u r e a n d l ivestock . 

" H a d a h u r r i e d ca l l to L e i g h t o n 
A v e n u e . East K i l d o n a n , t h e o ther n ight , 
to p i ck u p a dog. T h e n came d o w n 
here ; t he d ikes h a d b u r s t ; b e a u t i f u l 
homes w e r e s t a n d i n g i n t w e n t y feet o f 
water . N o t h i n g b u t t h e rooftops 
showed above w a t e r . Pianos a n d 
chesterfields floated a r o u n d ins ide ; a n d 
so i t is i n a v e r y large section or 
sections of t h e c i t y . 

" T h e r e has been no rea l h u m a n 
suf fer ing , as the Red Cross a n d t h e 
d i f ferent C o m m u n i t y C l u b Centres are 
v e r y w e l l staffed a n d look a f ter a l l 
t h e y possibly can. A l l m a n p o w e r has 
been v e r y w e l l organized, b y n o w , b u t 
nevertheless a l o t of people have lost 
t h e i r a l l . A l l t h e i r i l f e dreams have 
been swept a w a y . T h i n g s t h e y have 
slaved and scratched f o r a l l t h e i r l ives 
have gone i n a f e w hours . M a n y h a d 
v e r y c omfor tab l e homes of w h i c h t h e y 
were p r o u d , b u t n o t h i n g remains . I t 
is a t e r r i b l e t ragedy . 

" H e r e , I a m a l r i g h t , so far . I have 
doge of d i f f e rent breeds a n d creeds, 
b u t t h a t does n o t m a t t e r . R e l i g i o n a n d 
co lour does n o t a m o u n t t o a r o w of 
beans, be i t h u m a n or a n i m a l , i n such 
a t i m e of need as t h i s has been. W e 
w h o are h i g h a n d d r y are h e l p i n g i n 
the best ways w e k n o w h o w u n t i l t h i s 
is over . " 

O n M a y 19th t h e f o l l o w i n g l e t t e r 
was rece ived f r o m M r s . J . Gove, i n 
response t o our offer of he lp . 

" W e are g e t t i n g t h i n g s sorted o u t 
s l owly , b u t i t is too soon t o g ive y o u 
a clear p i c t u r e . We do k n o w , n o w , 
that i t is m o r e l i k e l y t o be t h e smal l 
breeder w h o w i l l need he lp ; t h e B o a r d ­
i n g K e n n e l s seem to be O.K. , t h o u g h 
t h e y have a l l been d o i n g a good j o b . 
T w o o r t h r e e are t a k i n g dogs w i t h o u t 

charge; others j u s t for the dogs' feed: 
others make a charge. I n d i v i d u a l 
breeders ( the l i t t l e g u y ) are t h e ones 
w h o w i l l f i n d t h e go ing t o u g h . T h e y 
have had t h e i r homes flooded a n d 
Kenne l s , too. A l t h o u g h the M a n i t o b a 
F lood F u n d w i l l , i n most cases, t a k e 
care of homes, there w i l l no t be any 
money le f t over f or Kenne l s . T h e r e 
w i l l be none for repairs o r r e b u i l d i n g , 
and w h i l e t h i s is go ing o n t h e y are 
p a y i n g board somewhere. 

"Dogs have h a d t o be des t royed— 
not a l l of t h e m o w n e d b y C.K.C. m e m ­
b e r s — b u t a l l of t h e m be long ing to dog 
lovers and fanciers. The F o r t G a r r y 
K e n n e l C l u b loaned some of t h e i r 
bench ing t o t h e H u m a n e Society. I 
w e n t over there to see the set u p . T h e y 
had every t y p e of dog, p u r e b r e d a n d 
mongre l , f r o m t i n y pups to w e a r y , o l d 
fe l lows, w h i c h , maybe , w o u l d be be t te r 
p u t to sleep. B u t t h e y are feeding a n d 
c a r i n g f or t h e m , i n most cases not 
k n o w i n g , even, w h o t h e owners are . 

" T h e r e are dozens of h u m a n interest 
stories here , s h o w i n g t h e generous he lp 
of some, t h e callousness o f others . I 
almost feel ashamed at the v e r y l i t t l e 
t r oub le M r . Grove and I are h a v i n g . O f 
course, i t is not ye t over ; t h e r i v e r is 
r i s i n g again. I t is about a b l o c k a n d a 
ha l f f r o m our house, n o w , b u t unless 
one of t h e dykes go w e shou ld be 
a l r i g h t . 

" T w o of o u r o l d members w e n t to 
hospi ta l t h r o u g h t h e flood. B o t h have 
since been evacuated t o o u t of t o w n 
hospitals. One of t h e m has n i n e dogs 
out to b o a r d at f i f t y cents per dog per 
day. She is one w e w i l l need t o he lp , 
as her dogs are t h e m a i n s t a y of her 
l i v i n g . 

" M r s . Susan Borse is evacuated t o 
K e n o r a w i t h t w e n t y - t h r e e dogs a n d 
pups, so I h a r d l y t h i n k y o u w i l l be 
g e t t i n g M a n i t o b a Notes. 

" A g a i n , on beha l f o f a l l our m e m ­
bers, " T h a n k y o u " f o r y o u r k i n d 
wishes a n d generous of fer of he lp . W e 
w i l l n o t forget , a n d i f the need arises 
I shal l no t hesitate t o l e t y o u k n o w . " 
Edi tor ' s Note : 

M r s . Susan Borse d i d w r i t e her 
M a n i t o b a Notes, w h i l e her husband 
w a i t e d i n a boat to evacuate her a n d 
the dogs to safety. We hope the occa­
sion w i l l never arise again w h e n a 
correspondent goes to such ex t reme 
measures i n order that her readers 
w i l l not be d e p r i v e d of t h e i r news. 

Perhaps the hardest order to obey 
was t h a t g i v e n over the rad io to c i t i ­
zens i n the f looded areas to leave t h e i r 
doors and w i n d o w s open w h e n e v a c u ­
a t i n g t h e i r homes, so t h a t the f l ood 
waters cou ld pass t h r o u g h . T h i s was 
done to prevent t h e houses f r o m 
f l oa t ing d o w n the r i v e r a n d a d d i n g 
ye t another hazard to an a l ready 
dangerous s i tuat i on .

' I *HE people i n M a n i t o b a are desperate. 
A T h e flood has forced a l l residents of 

St. V i t a l to evacuate, t a k i n g n o t h i n g b u t 
c l o th ing , a f e w b lankets a n d food. T h e r e 
w e r e about 15,000 people i n t h a t area. 
Mos t of N o r w o o d a n d St . Boni face is 
evacuated, as w e l l as some spots i n 
W i n n i p e g proper . T h i s is t h e w o r s t 
flood since 1832. T h e A r m y has t a k e n 
charge a n d appealed to a l l c it izens to 
evacuate w o m e n a n d c h i l d r e n outs ide 
of flood areas. T h a t means w e have to 
leave w i t h o u r Pekes today o r t o m o r ­
r o w . I n spite of o u r p l i g h t here , people 
i n M a n i t o b a feel a great concern f o r the 
homeless v i c t i m s at the R i m o u s k i f i r e 
disaster. 

H e r e are a f e w l ines I feel I m u s t 
send i n , a l t h o u g h i t is the f u r t h e s t 
t h i n g f r o m m y m i n d . 

W e had a v e r y successful three day 
show at W i n n i p e g o n M a y first, second 
a n d t h i r d . I t was nice to see so m a n y

U p u n t i l th i s t i m e m y m o r t a l i t y ra te 
was one pup t h a t d i ed f r o m ptomaine 
poisoning; i t got h o l d of a n o l d decayed 
bone. M y a n x i e t y was g r e a t l y re l i eved 
on the 12th day w h e n t h e y s tar ted to 
get u p on t h e i r h i n d legs and open t h e i r 
eyes on the 13th a n d 14th day. A t three 
weeks I s tarted t o feed w a r m m i l k 
w i t h the y o k e of a n egg; at f o u r weeks 
I added P a b l u m and f o u r w h o l e eggs for 
six pups; at five weeks I gave t h e m f o u r 
feedings a day, one feeding of stewed 
lean sh in beef and w h o l e b r o w n bread . 
A t s ix weeks , t w o meals of meat w i t h 
canned baby spinach and t w o meals of 
P a b l u m and eggs. T h i s d ie t w i t h r a w 
meat can be car r i ed on f or the n e x t 
t w o months . I don ' t see h o w a n y p e r ­
son can sell pups f o r $25.00 a n d give 
t h e m t h e s t a r t i n l i f e t h a t t h e y are 
e n t i t l e d to . I find t h a t the feed b i l l 
f o r t h e first t h r e e months alone is 
$25.00.

T h i s d i s ­
t i n c t i v e - a p p e a r i n g dog, h a i l i n g f r o m 
G e r m a n y , has w o n t h e a t t e n t i o n of 
thousands of breeders a n d t r a i n e r s a n d 
captured the hearts of m a n y thousands 
of dog owners . 

H e r e i n th i s 3 r d E d i t i o n complete ly 
revised, the no ted breeder, show j u d g e 
and e x h i b i t o r of w i n n i n g dogs, D a n M .

M a c V A N N E L : " A t the m o m e n t 
nose p r i n t i n g w i l l not be accepted for

P R E S I D E N T : " H a v e y o u a n y t h i n g 
f u r t h e r to s a y M r . M a c V a n n e l ? " 

M R . M a c V A N N E L : " I a m a t y o u r s e r ­
v ice i f w e c a n be of a n y help or a s s i s ­
t a n c e . " 
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P R E S I D E N T : " H a s M r . M c M u l l e n a n y ­
t h i n g to s a y ? " 

M R . M c M U L L E N : " I feel t h a t I have 
little to a d d to w h a t M r . M a c V a n n e l h a s 
s a i d . I w o u l d l ike to s a y this , that in our 
Held of w o r k in the l a s t two or three 
m o n t h s w e h a v e h a d a n opportunity to 
become a c q u a i n t e d w i t h y o u r a s s o c i a t i o n . 
I w a s v e r y h a p p y to m a k e the a c q u a i n ­
t a n c e s h i p of M r . B r o w n a n d one or two 
others of the officials of y o u r a s s o c i a t i o n 
on the o c c a s i o n of being a s k e d to c o ­
operate i n the c o n d u c t i n g of these nose 
p r i n t i n g t r i a l s . 

I t w a s r e f e r r e d to me a n d I delegated 
one of the r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s of o u r staff, 
M r . H a n n a , a n d I feel sure t h a t M r . 
H a n n a w a s i n t e n s e l y interested a s I w a s 
l i k e w i s e i n t e r e s t e d . I hope that y o u feel 
that M r . H a n n a took hold of t h a t m a t t e r . 
H e w a s on the g r o u n d floor w o r k i n g w i t h 
y o u r r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s .

V o u h a v e a n o t h e r factor 
c o m i n g in there . I t i s f u n d a m e n t a l that 
we a l l w a n t these r e g i s t r a t i o n s to be a s 
economica l a s possible . I h a v e to go to a 
meeting on T h u r s d a y . I h a v e been told to 
be p r e p a r e d to a n s w e r t h i s quest ion . 
H i t c h m a n w i l l h a v e to a n s w e r the s a m e 
quest ion. T h i s whole c o n t r o v e r s y h a s 
added to the c o s t s not only of y o u r o w n 
breeding a s s o c i a t i o n but to e v e r y breed 
a s s o c i a t i o n . I t i s a definite complaint 
from the other breeds now t h a t y o u r 
f a i l u r e to d e a l w i t h t h i s s i t u a t i o n is r a i s ­
ing costs a l l r o u n d . H i t c h m a n h a s some 
70 people there a n d he h a s to put t h i s 
w o r k to t h e m a n d i t i s holding up a l l 
other w o r k . L e t u s be f a i r . Y o u r s u g ­
gestion, f r o m m y f r i e n d , i s t h i s . Y o u a r e 
r a i s i n g the c o s t s there w i t h these a c c u m -
m u l a t i o n of i d e a s . W e a r e e v a d i n g the 
issue . W e in the D e p a r t m e n t h a v e evaded 
our r e s p o n s i b i l i t y ; w e h a v e been too 
lenient , too lenient , a n d a s I see the whole 
s i tuat ion it i s a m a t t e r of a c c e p t i n g , of 
y o u r a s s o c i a t i o n to h a n d l e t h i s t h i n g . T h e 
time t h a t w e h a v e w a s t e d w i t h let ters 
that h a v e been sent in to the D e p a r t m e n t 
l a s t y e a r h a s been m a r v e l l o u s a n d r i d i c u ­
lous, a b s o l u t e l y m a r v e l l o u s a n d r i d i c u l o u s . 
M a y I suggest , m y opinion a g a i n , t h a t the 
B r e e d e r s , a g r e a t m a n y breeders a c r o s s 
C a n a d a , a r e a f r a i d to ident i fy t h e i r dogs. 
I t h r o w t h a t out a s a c h a l l e n g e to you. 
I t costs t h i s c o u n t r y quite a l itt le bit of 
money to a s s i s t y o u r o r g a n i z a t i o n , a lot 
of money, a n d to j u s t i f y o u r s e l v e s in 
getting t h a t e x p e n d i t u r e t h r o u g h the 
House , t h i s i s a n o t h e r th ing . A s for nose 
p r i n t i n g , w h e n y o u c a n show u s t h a t y o u 
c a n ident i fy a dog b y nose p r i n t i n g , the 
D e p a r t m e n t w i l l g ive it c o n s i d e r a t i o n ; 
w h e n it i s possible a n d p r a c t i c a l ; w h e n it 
is proven t h a t y o u c a n ident i fy a d o g . "

SUBJECT: IDENTIFICATION 
A t the a n n u a l general meet ing h e l d on M a r c h 29th, 1950, 

a C o m m i t t e e (composed of the President , M r . D a v i d F i n g a r d , 
a n d M r . Peter S m i t h ) was elected to i n t e r v i e w t h e M i n ­
ister o f A g r i c u l t u r e f o r the purpose of o b t a i n i n g c l a r i f i c a ­
t i o n of the Club 's pos i t i on i n respect t o shows, t r i a l s , etc., 
a n d also f or the purpose of o b t a i n i n g the Min i s te r ' s approva l 
of n o s e p r i n t i n g as a means of ident i f i ca t i on . 

T h e C o m m i t t e e m e t w i t h the M i n i s t e r i m m e d i a t e l y on 
his r e t u r n to O t t a w a f r o m Western Canada on A p r i l 17th. 
The C o m m i t t e e discussed the a forement ioned matters w i t h 
the M i n i s t e r , the D e p u t y M i n i s t e r and the D i r e c t o r of P r o ­
d u c t i o n Services i n the D e p a r t m e n t of A g r i c u l t u r e . 

The members of t h e C o m m i t t e e repor ted back to the 
B o a r d of D i r e c t o r s w h e n the B o a r d m e t on M a y 2nd. F o l ­
l o w i n g discussion M r . F i n g a r d suggested t h a t a f u r t h e r 
m e e t i n g w i t h the M i n i s t e r be arranged so as to finalize t h e 
understandings reached at the first meet ing . H e r e p o r t e d 
t h a t he h a d spoken to Senator Salter H a y d e n about the 
d i f f i cu l ty o f g e t t i n g t h i n g s t h r o u g h w i t h t h e G o v e r n m e n t 
and t h a t Senator H a y d e n had v e r y k i n d l y agreed to he lp 
w i t h o u t charge f or h is services. The B o a r d appo inted a 
C o m m i t t e e composed of M r . D a v i d F i n g a r d , M r . J . J . F a r m e r 
and the Secretary to i n t e r v i e w the M i n i s t e r , a n d t h a t m e e t ­
i n g took place on M a y 4 t h . T h e C o m m i t t e e r e p o r t e d t o 
t h e B o a r d o n M a y 10th as f o l l ows : 

" D u r i n g breakfast M r . F i n g a r d and t h e Secretary h a d a 
discussion w i t h Senator Salter H a y d e n at w h i c h t i m e t h e 
Senator agreed t h a t t h e 1947 C o n s t i t u t i o n shou ld be t h e 
basis of the discussion a n d w o u l d , i n his op in i on , be accept ­
able t o t h e D e p a r t m e n t . 

"Senator H a y d e n i n v i t e d the C o m m i t t e e to meet i n his 
Senate office at 1.15 P . M . M r . F i n g a r d t h e r e discussed the 
s i t u a t i o n f u r t h e r w i t h Senator H a y d e n . Senator H a y d e n 
cal led the M i n i s t e r ' s office a n d was advised to come i n at 
2.15 P . M . 

A t 2.17 P . M . the C o m m i t t e e m e t w i t h t h e M i n i s t e r of 
A g r i c u l t u r e i n the M i n i s t e r ' s office. Those present i n c l u d e d 
D r . J . G. Taggart , the D e p u t y M i n i s t e r , Senator H a y d e n , 
D a v i d F i n g a r d , J . J . F a r m e r and the Secretary . 

" A f t e r i n t r o d u c t i o n s , Senator H a y d e n opened the i n t e r ­
v i e w b y m e n t i o n i n g t h a t the C o n s t i t u t i o n as pub l i shed i n 
the Club 's 1947 B o o k of Rules h a d been approved b y the 
D e p a r t m e n t , a n d t h i s C o n s t i t u t i o n car r i ed those objects 
w h i c h the C l u b was v e r y desirous of r e t a i n i n g . M r . F i n g a r d 
po inted o u t t h a t at t h e last m e e t i n g w i t h the M i n i s t e r 
(a t tended b y t h e Pres ident a n d M r . S m i t h ) t h a t M r . 
G a r d i n e r h a d agreed t h a t t h e r e was no reason w h y w e 
should n o t c a r r y on w i t h the same objects a n d act iv i t ies . 
Senator H a y d e n proceeded to e x p l a i n t h a t cer ta in parts of 
the present C o n s t i t u t i o n , n a m e l y Disc ip l ine , w e r e c o n t r a r y 
to the A c t b u t he f e l t t h a t the A c t took precedence, and 
that f o r a l l purposes such sections cou ld be considered as 
h a v i n g no legal s tand ing a n d the l a w w o u l d t a k e care o f 
i t to w h i c h M r . G a r d i n e r r e p l i e d i n effect t h a t t h a t was 
correct . 

" T h e n Senator H a y d e n proceeded to e x p l a i n the second 
purpose f o r w h i c h th i s C o m m i t t e e cal led u p o n t h e M i n i s t e r , 
n a m e l y t h a t there was dissat is fact ion on t h e p a r t of the 
D i r e c t o r s a n d members of t h e C l u b because of the h o l d u p 
i n the issuance of r e g i s t r a t i o n papers w h i c h was a p p a r e n t l y 

due to alleged lack of adequate ident i f i ca t i on . Senator 
H a y d e n t h e n proceeded to e x p l a i n t h a t the members w e r e 
desirous of h a v i n g n o s e p r i n t i n g added to the present methods 
of i dent i f i ca t i on , n a m e l y color and m a r k i n g s a n d t a t t o o i n g . 
Senator H a y d e n w e n t on to e x p l a i n t h a t t a t t o o i n g was n o t 
acceptable to the m a j o r i t y of breeders a n d members w h o 
attended the a n n u a l meet ing , a n d t h e y w i s h e d t o have 
nosepr in t ing as an a l t e r n a t i v e to t h e present methods . M r . 
G a r d i n e r v e r y k i n d l y proceeded to say t h a t once any m e t h o d 
of i dent i f i ca t i on is accepted b y his D e p a r t m e n t i t became 
l a w , a n d i f w e gave h i m o n l y one m e t h o d M r . H i t c h m a n 
w o u l d have to accept i t a f ter i t became l a w . M r . G a r d i n e r 
stated t h a t i f more t h a n one m e t h o d was s u b m i t t e d a n d 
approved by his D e p a r t m e n t t h e n M r . H i t c h m a n h a d t h e 
pr iv i l ege of accepting the one w h i c h he t h o u g h t most su i t ed 
f or his purpose. A t w h i c h t i m e M r . F i n g a r d suggested t h a t 
a n i m m e d i a t e B o a r d of D i rec to rs m e e t i n g s h o u l d take place 
f o r the purpose of adv i s ing t h e B o a r d of M r . Gard iner ' s 
o p i n i o n a n d t h a t of Senator Hayden 's , a n d to a c cord ing ly 
advise t h e M i n i s t e r w h i c h of the t w o systems is p r e f e r r e d ; 
of course i t is o u r o p i n i o n t h a t w e are fighting f or a n 
a l t e r n a t i v e to ta t too ing w h i c h obv ious ly is n o s e p r i n t i n g . A t 
th i s p o i n t M r . F a r m e r doubted w h e t h e r the D i r e c t o r s had 
t h e legal a u t h o r i t y to act on behal f of the members i n t h i s 
capacity. M r . F i n g a r d stated t h a t t h e r e was a l e t ter to t h e 
K e n n e l C l u b f r o m the Club 's so l i c i tor to the effect t h a t the 
D i r e c t o r s are b o u n d to act reasonably and i n t e l l i g e n t l y i n 
s i tuat ions of th i s k i n d . M r . G a r d i n e r r e p l i e d t h a t i t is n o t 
w h a t the Club 's legal adviser wishes t o have b u t w h a t the 
D e p a r t m e n t of Just ice w o u l d consider t o be legal . 

" M r . F i n g a r d t h e n r e f e r r e d to t h e Secretary 's e x p e r i ­
m e n t on n o s e p r i n t i n g a n d m a t c h i n g u p of p r i n t s . H e said 
t h a t i n a n e x p e r i m e n t the Secretary was able to d i s t i n g u i s h 
one nosepr int f r o m another a n d p r o p e r l y m a t c h t h e m , a n d 
i n fact exp la ined f u r t h e r t h a t he proposed an educat ional 
p l a n so t h a t the i n d i v i d u a l breeder c o u l d be educated i n the 
use of noseprints f o r purposes w i t h i n h is o w n k e n n e l . T h e 
Secretary r e f e r r e d to an ar t i c l e w r i t t e n b y Professor W. E. 
Peterson, pub l i shed i n t h e M a y 1922 issues of the J o u r n a l 
o f D a i r y Science, w h i c h substant iated the Committee ' s c l a i m 
t h a t n o s e p r i n t i n g is b o t h effective a n d prac t i ca l . 

" D r . Taggart suggested t h a t the D e p a r t m e n t cou ld o n l y 
deal w i t h a request f o r a p p r o v a l of n o s e p r i n t i n g w h e n the 
b y - l a w s are s u b m i t t e d a n d he f or his p a r t w o u l d give t h e m 
his e a r l y a t t e n t i o n as soon as the D e p a r t m e n t is satisfied 
t h a t n o s e p r i n t i n g is a prac t i ca l a n d effective m e t h o d of 
ident i f i ca t i on . D r . Taggar t stated t h a t he h a d arranged f o r 
M r . Petersen, head of the L i v e Stock a n d P o u l t r y D i v i s i o n , 
t o conduct a f u r t h e r inves t iga t i on i n t o the p r a c t i c a b i l i t y of 
nosepr in t ing . H e h a d suggested t h a t the C o m m i t t e e go over 
and have a chat w i t h M r . Petersen. D r . Taggar t stated t h a t 
M r . H i t c h m a n was b o u n d to be governed b y the b y - l a w s of 
a n association. 

" M r . F i n g a r d and the Secretary t h e n v i s i t ed M r . Petersen 
w h o ind i ca ted t h a t D r . Taggar t h a d arranged w i t h h i m t h a t 
m o r n i n g f or f u r t h e r tests to be conducted o n nosepr in t ing . 
M r . F i n g a r d s t r o n g l y u r g e d M r . Petersen to have his r e p o r t 
prepared a n d s u b m i t t e d to D r . Taggart as soon as possible 
f or a n ear ly decision on th i s m a t t e r was i m p e r a t i v e . 

" T h e Secretary a n d M r . F i n g a r d t h e n proceeded to t h e 
L i b r a r y i n the P a r l i a m e n t B u i l d i n g s w i t h a v i e w to d e t e r ­
m i n i n g w h e t h e r or n o t t h e l i b r a r y contained t w o p a r t i c u l a r 
books w h i c h w e r e be l i eved t o conta in i n f o r m a t i o n on nose­
p r i n t i n g . T h e C o m m i t t e e members w e r e r e f e r r e d to Miss 
C u m m i n g s , l i b r a r i a n at t h e D e p a r t m e n t of A g r i c u l t u r e 
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l i b r a r y , and af ter a te lephone conversat ion w i t h Miss C u m -
mings , M r . F i n g a r d a r ranged for Miss C u m m i n g s to send 
to the Secretary those books w h i c h are be l ieved to conta in 
the desired i n f o r m a t i o n . " 

I t w i l l be noted t h a t the M i n i s t e r po inted o u t t h a t i f 
more t h a n one m e t h o d of i d e n t i f i c a t i o n was avai lab le t o 
breeders, t h e n i t was the p r i v i l e g e of the D i r e c t o r of t h e 
Canadian N a t i o n a l L i v e Stock Records to accept the one 
w h i c h he t h o u g h t most su i tab le f o r i d e n t i f i c a t i o n purposes, 
b u t i f o n l y the one m e t h o d was avai lab le to breeders, t h e n 
the D i r e c t o r of the L i v e Stock Records w o u l d be ob l iged 
to accept i t once t h a t one m e t h o d had been approved b y 
the M i n i s t e r . 

I n the discussion w h i c h f o l l o w e d the Committee ' s r epor t 
M r . F i n g a r d expressed the v i e w t h a t the M i n i s t e r ' s reference 
to one m e t h o d was i n t e n d e d as a cue to t h e course of ac t ion 
w h i c h the C l u b m i g h t f o l l o w i n order t h a t the m a t t e r m i g h t 
be comple te ly sett led . 

The m a t t e r was t h e n t h o r o u g h l y discussed as to t h e 
proper procedure to adopt so as to ensure f a proper a n d 
satis factory so lu t i on to the present p r o b l e m fac ing those 
w h o do not w i s h to tat too m a r k dogs for r e g i s t r a t i o n and 
ident i f i ca t i on purposes. I t appeared to the B o a r d t h a t the 
M i n i s t e r was of the o p i n i o n t h a t one m e t h o d of i dent i f i ca t i on 
be adopted, a n d i f h is D e p a r t m e n t , i n c l u d i n g h imsel f , was 
satisfied t h a t n o s e - p r i n t i n g was a proper means of i d e n t i f i ­
cat ion , he w o u l d t h e n accord ing ly g r a n t h is approva l . 

T h e m a t t e r was discussed at l e n g t h i n v i e w of the fact 
t h a t t h e B y - l a w s of t h e C l u b n o w p r o v i d e f o r t w o o ther 
methods of i d e n t i f i c a t i o n . I t was the u n a n i m o u s fee l ing of 
the meet ing t h a t n o s e - p r i n t i n g w o u l d be of f a r greater 
va lue t h a n e i ther of the o ther means of i dent i f i ca t i on , and 
i t was u n a n i m o u s l y agreed t h a t i t was the sense of the 
a n n u a l m e e t i n g t h a t n o s e - p r i n t i n g shou ld be adopted at a l l 
costs as a means of ident i f i ca t i on . I t was dec ided there fore 
t h a t i f the o n l y means of secur ing n o s e - p r i n t i n g f or i d e n ­
t i f i ca t i on purposes was b y p r o v i d i n g that i t shou ld be t h e 
sole m e t h o d t h e n the necessary steps s h o u l d be t a k e n . 

I t was also considered t h a t t h e reso lu t i on , passed at the 
last a n n u a l general m e e t i n g of the C l u b , as f o l l ows : 

" T H A T the B o a r d of D i r e c t o r s be empowered , as a 
r e su l t of any negot iat ions w h i c h t h e y m a y have w i t h the 
D e p a r t m e n t a l officials, t o take such ac t i on as the B o a r d 
sees fit i n the event t h a t any A r t i c l e does n o t meet w i t h 
D e p a r t m e n t a l a p p r o v a l , a n d the B o a r d i n p r e p a r i n g these 
have the p o w e r t o r e - n u m b e r or r e - w o r d paragraphs as 
l o n g as i t does not change the p r i n c i p l e as w e have adopted 
i t t o - d a y . " 

empowered the D i r e c t o r s to adopt n o s e - p r i n t i n g as the sole 
m e t h o d of i d e n t i f i c a t i o n , a n d t h a t such procedure w o u l d not 
of fend any p r i n c i p l e of t h e m o t i o n adopted b y the a n n u a l 
meet ing , a n d accord ing ly i t was m o v e d b y D i r e c t o r M r . 
Spra t t , seconded by D i r e c t o r M r s . B r o w n , a n d u n a n i m o u s l y 
adopted: 

" T H A T , ident i f i ca t i on b y tattoo m a r k i n g s a n d i d e n t i f i c a ­
t i o n b y co lour o r colours be abandoned as i d e n t i f i c a t i o n r e ­
q u i r e m e n t s for reg i s t ra t i on , a n d t h a t n o s e - p r i n t i n g be 
adopted as the sole m e t h o d of i d e n t i f i c a t i o n f o r r e g i s t r a t i o n 
a n d o ther purposes of the C l u b ; a n d t h a t A r t i c l e 24, 
I D E N T I F I C A T I O N , of the C o n s t i t u t i o n of t h e C l u b be 
amended b y de le t ing clauses 1 a n d 2, a n d s u b s t i t u t i n g 
there for t h e f o l l o w i n g : 

' A breeder o r o w n e r , i n o rder to i d e n t i f y h is o r her 
dog o r dogs, sha l l use the m e t h o d k n o w n as n o s e - p r i n t ­
i n g , a n d i n so d o i n g sha l l be governed b y regu lat i ons 
a n d ru les adopted b y the B o a r d of D i r e c t o r s f r o m t i m e 
t o t i m e . ' 

T h e f o l l o w i n g w e r e present w h e n th is m a t t e r was d i s ­
cussed: T h e Pres ident , V i c e - P r e s i d e n t Riedel , D i r e c t o r s 
M r s . B r o w n a n d C. S. Spra t t , M r . F r a n k W i l k i n s o n , K . C . ( the 
Club 's s o l i c i t o r ) , M r . F i n g a r d a n d M r . Peter S m i t h . 

I n a l e t ter to the M i n i s t e r of A g r i c u l t u r e dated M a y 
12th app l i ca t i on was made for the approva l of n o s e p r i n t i n g 
as the sole means of ident i f i ca t i on . O n M a y 20 the Secre ­
t a r y received the f o l l o w i n g l e t ter f r o m D r . J . G. Taggar t , 
D e p u t y M i n i s t e r of A g r i c u l t u r e : 

" Y o u r l e t ter of M a y 12th, addressed to the M i n i s t e r of 
A g r i c u l t u r e , has j u s t come to m y desk today . I presume 
t h a t , o w i n g to pressure of P a r l i a m e n t a r y business, t h e 
M i n i s t e r was unable to deal w i t h y o u r l e t t e r a t a n ear l i e r 
date. H o w e v e r I a m r e f e r r i n g i t i m m e d i a t e l y to the Chie f 
Reg i s t ra t i on Officer w i t h the request t h a t he s tudy the p r o ­
posed amendments and , i f necessary, have t h e m considered 
by the D e p a r t m e n t of Just ice . 

" I real ize the a n x i e t y of y o u r C l u b to have these 
amendments dealt w i t h p r o m p t l y i n o r d e r t h a t f u r t h e r 
de lay i n r e g i s t r a t i o n m a y be avoided. Consequent ly I w a n t 
to assure y o u t h a t we w i l l do e v e r y t h i n g possible t o expedite 
p r o m p t cons iderat ion a n d decision. 

" M a y I p o i n t out t h a t a h u r r i e d r e a d i n g of y o u r l e t t e r , 
and p a r t i c u l a r l y of the r e s o l u t i o n passed a t the A n n u a l 
M e e t i n g on M a r c h 29th, 1950, suggests to me t h a t t h e B o a r d 
of D i rec to rs w e r e empowered to adopt n o s e p r i n t i n g as a 
method of ident i f i ca t i on , b u t i t w o u l d not appear t h a t t h e y 
w e r e empowered to adopt n o s e p r i n t i n g as the o n l y m e t h o d . 
There fore , even i f n o s e p r i n t i n g is accepted as "a prac t i ca l 
and effective system of i d e n t i f i c a t i o n " , i t m a y be necessary 
to accept i t o n l y as a n a l t e r n a t i v e to present ly accepted 
methods. 

" A g a i n assuming t h a t nose p r i n t i n g is accepted, i t w o u l d 
seem desirable to p r o v i d e i n the B y l a w s t h a t the dog 
breeders w o u l d have the op t i on of adopt ing i t or any o ther 
method set f o r t h i n the B y l a w s a n d approved by the D e p a r t ­
ment . 

" I t m u s t be recognized, of course, t h a t w h a t e v e r m e t h o d of 
i dent i f i ca t i on m a y be used b y the dog breeder , the evidence 
of i d e n t i f i c a t i o n s u b m i t t e d w i t h the app l i ca t i on f or r e g i s t r a ­
t i o n m u s t be clear a n d legible . I n o ther words , i f nose p r i n t ­
i n g is adopted a n d the breeder concerned makes a b a d j o b 
of his nose p r i n t i n g a n d submits a smear instead of a p r i n t , 
i t w i l l have to be r e t u r n e d for correc t i on . T h e same p r i n ­
c iple , of course, w o u l d app ly to any o ther e r r o r or inadequacy 
i n the evidence s u b m i t t e d i n suppor t of a n app l i ca t i on . 

" I a m ra i s ing these po ints n o w not to settle t h e m de f in i t e ly 
b u t to ind i cate t h a t we do w i s h to get th i s m a t t e r sett led 
de f in i te ly a n d avo id f u r t h e r m i s u n d e r s t a n d i n g over w h a t 
ought to be established as r o u t i n e procedure . " 

O n M a y 25th I addressed the f o l l o w i n g l e t ter to D r . 
Taggart i n r e p l y to D r . Taggart 's l e t ter , to the Secretary, of 
M a y 18: 

" Y o u r l e t ter of M a y 18th, addressed to M r . N . F . B r o w n , 
S e c r e t a r y - T r e a s u r e r of the C l u b , has been r e f e r r e d to me 
for a t t e n t i o n . T h e promptness w i t h w h i c h y o u dealt w i t h t h e 
Secretary 's l e t t e r once i t was b r o u g h t to y o u r a t t e n t i o n , 
a n d t h e assurance set o u t i n the second p a r a g r a p h of y o u r 
l e t ter are deeply apprec iated f or I cannot he lp b u t feel t h a t 
any pro longed c o n t i n u a t i o n of the s i t u a t i o n t h a t n o w exists 
w i l l u l t i m a t e l y prove disastrous to the K e n n e l C l u b . S t a t i s ­
t ics w h i c h I enclose t e l l t h e i r o w n s tory . 

" I a m sure t h a t y o u are w e l l i n f o r m e d on a l l developments 
t h a t have t a k e n place since representat ives of th i s C l u b m e t 
w i t h M r . Y o u n g i n O t t a w a on October 31st, b u t i f y o u feel 
t h a t y o u w i s h deta i led i n f o r m a t i o n on any aspect of o u r 
ac t iv i t i es since t h a t t i m e I hope y o u w i l l no t hesitate to ask 
for any i n f o r m a t i o n t h a t y o u r e q u i r e . 

" A s y o u p r o b a b l y k n o w , the B o a r d of D i r e c t o r s presented 
new b y - l a w s to o u r a n n u a l general m e e t i n g a n d also a p l a n 
r e g a r d i n g separat ion of the Canad ian K e n n e l C l u b f r o m a l l 
ac t iv i t i es i n respect to shows, t r i a l s a n d o ther c o m p e t i t i v e 
events f or p u r e - b r e d dogs, t h i s at the suggestion of t h e 
D e p a r t m e n t . T h e members at the general m e e t i n g ind i ca ted 
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t h a t t h e y h a d no ob jec t ion to the incorpora t i on of a new 
body, b u t ind i ca ted t h a t they wished the B o a r d of D i rec tors 
of th i s C l u b to admin i s t e r its affairs. A commit tee was 
appo inted to i n t e r v i e w the M i n i s t e r on th is m a t t e r ( a n d 
also i n respect to ident i f i ca t i on ) w i t h the resul t , I bel ieve, 
that i t is understood that we w i l l ca r ry on under our present 
C o n s t i t u t i o n subject , of course, to the provis ions of The L i v e 
Stock Pedigree A c t , 1949. 

" T h e e x i s t i n g C o n s t i t u t i o n , as approved by the M i n i s t e r , 
prov ides f or t w o methods of ident i f i ca t i on ; namely , color or 
colors, a n d tat too m a r k i n g s . A t the annua l meet ing of o u r 
B o a r d of D i rec to rs h e l d last M a r c h , M r . M a c V a n n e l c lear ly 
ind icated t h a t a f ter our a n n u a l general meet ing on M a r c h 
29th he w o u l d not approve any certificates w h e r e i d e n t i f i c a ­
t i o n was based solely on the color method . I bel ieve y o u 
w i l l agree that there are occasions w h e n a breeder cou ld 
pos i t ive ly i d e n t i f i y a dog by a t h o r o u g h descr ipt ion of i ts 
colors a n d m a r k i n g s . 

" T h e n , too, w e have to consider the Min i s te r ' s v i e w t h a t 
the D i r e c t o r of Canadian N a t i o n a l L i v e Stock Records has 
the r i g h t , w h e r e t w o o r more methods of ident i f i ca t i on are 
p r o v i d e d i n the C o n s t i t u t i o n o r b y - l a w s of a n association, 
to choose the one most su i ted to his purposes. A s I reca l l 
i t , the M i n i s t e r stated t h a t w h e r e o n l y one m e t h o d of 
i dent i f i ca t i on is p r o v i d e d the D i r e c t o r of L i v e Stock Records 
w o u l d be ob l iged to accept t h a t one method . 

" T h e B o a r d of D i rec tors , and I a m sure the members also, 
w o u l d have no ob jec t i on to "color o r Co lors " be ing e l i m i ­
nated f r o m t h e C o n s t i t u t i o n as a means of ident i f i ca t i on , b u t 
i n discussing t h i s m a t t e r on M a y 10th the B o a r d cou ld 
o n l y conclude t h a t i f the M i n i s t e r approved of n o s e - p r i n t i n g 
as a means of ident i f i ca t i on , we m a y w e l l be no f u r t h e r 
ahead i n finding a so lu t i on satisfactory to our members so 
l o n g as i t r e m a i n e d , r i g h t l y o r o therwise , f o r e i ther (or b o t h ) 
the Chie f Reg is t rat ion Officer or D i r e c t o r of L i v e Stock 
Records to choose the m e t h o d of ident i f i ca t i on most su i ted 
to his purposes. T h i s t h e n led the B o a r d to qu i te s incerely 
and q u i t e conscient iously decide t h a t the best course of 
act ion to pursue w o u l d be to adopt the one m e t h o d of 
i dent i f i ca t i on w h i c h i t be l ieved to be acceptable to the wishes 
of the greater p r o p o r t i o n of o u r membersh ip . The Secre­
tary ' s l e t t e r to the M i n i s t e r of M a y 12th reflects the decision 
w h i c h t h e y reached. 

" T h r o u g h o u t m y years o n the B o a r d I have a lways been 
under the impress ion t h a t the Canadian N a t i o n a l L i v e Stock 
Records was m e r e l y the agent of th is C l u b i n the processing 
of certif icates a n d records of p u r e - b r e d dogs, a n d t h a t the 
D i r e c t o r of L i v e Stock Records was b o u n d to be governed 
by o u r C o n s t i t u t i o n as approved b y the M i n i s t e r . I n r e a d ­
i n g the r e p o r t of the C o m m i t t e e w h i c h m e t w i t h the M i n i s t e r 
and yourse l f on M a y 4 th , I have reason to bel ieve t h a t t h a t is 
y o u r v i e w also. T h a t u n d e r s t a n d i n g and m y last t w o t e l e ­
phone conversations w i t h y o u leads me to bel ieve t h a t 
we need o n l y resolve the f o l l o w i n g points to b r i n g th is l ong 
s tanding issue to a head : 

(1) A n u n d e r s t a n d i n g w i t h the D e p a r t m e n t as to the 
m e t h o d o r methods to be avai lable to breeders and 
owners . I bel ieve that there w o u l d be less confusion 
i n the m i n d s of breeders i f ' color or colors ' was e l i m i ­
nated as a m e t h o d of ident i f i ca t i on . I also bel ieve t h a t 
the B o a r d and the members w o u l d have no ob jec t ion to 
ta t too m a r k i n g s be ing an a l t e r n a t i v e m e t h o d of i d e n t i -
ficataion p r o v i d i n g t h a t no one has the r i g h t to decide 
t h a t a breeder (or o w n e r ) m u s t use any other m e t h o d 
of ident i f i ca t i on t h a n the one he has selected, a s su m ­
i n g of course t h a t the selected m e t h o d is one set out 
i n the approved C o n s t i t u t i o n ; 

(2) T h e l a y i n g d o w n of specific regulat ions g o v e r n i n g the 
use of any m e t h o d b y each breeder or o w n e r . A s an 
example of w h a t I have i n m i n d I enclose copy 
d r a f t e d b y the Secretary ; 

(3) T h e type of i dent i f i ca t i on records t h a t each breeder 
or o w n e r m u s t keep for a l l dogs i n his possession. 

" S h o u l d i t become necessary for the L i v e Stock Records 
to r e t u r n appl icat ions w h e r e , i n the o p i n i o n of the Chie f 
Reg is trat ion Officer or Registrar , s u b m i t t e d n o s e - p r i n t s are 
not suf f ic iently c lear a n d legible to j u s t i f y t h e i r acceptance, 
I believe that o u r Secretary s h o u l d be p r o v i d e d w i t h a copy 
of the not ice ( w h i c h c ou ld be p r i n t e d or m i m e o g r a p h e d ) 
sent to the appl i cant , a n d also the noseprints w h i c h have 
been re jected. I n t h a t w a y o u r Secretary w o u l d have 
knowledge of these cases and, w h e r e necessary, c ou ld f o l l ow 
t h e m u p . 

" T h e B o a r d , w h e n i t last met , a d j o u r n e d to reconvene 
at m y ca l l so t h a t , i f necessary, i m m e d i a t e a t t e n t i o n cou ld 
be g i v e n to f u r t h e r developments on th i s subject . I do, 
however , hope t h a t the m a t t e r w i l l soon be finalized, a n d t h a t 
dog breeders t h r o u g h o u t Canada w i l l have a c l e a r - c u t 
system of i dent i f i ca t i on a n d w i l l n o t again experience , w i t h ­
out w a r n i n g , a b r e a k d o w n i n the r e g i s t r a t i o n system. E a r l y 
sett lement w i l l enable m a n y breeders to c o m p l y w i t h the 
requ i rements of the A c t a n d o u r C o n s t i t u t i o n r e g a r d i n g the 
d e l i v e r y of certif icates of r e g i s t r a t i o n f or dogs t h a t have 
been sold a n d de l ivered . 

' ' A n y t h i n g t h a t y o u can do to expedi te p r o m p t cons ider ­
a t i o n and decision w i l l be apprec iated . " 

O n M a y 29th I received the f o l l o w i n g l e t t e r f r o m D r . 
Taggart : 

" I have y o u r l e t ter of M a y 25th w i t h enclosed d r a f t of 
proposed regulat ions concern ing ta t too m a r k i n g a n d nose­
p r i n t i n g for i d e n t i f y i n g dogs for r e g i s t r a t i o n purposes. I 
have not a t t empted to examine y o u r suggestions i n d e t a i l 
b u t a m r e f e r r i n g the w h o l e m a t t e r t o the Chie f R e g i s t r a ­
t i o n Officer w i t h the request t h a t he m a k e a n i m m e d i a t e 
s tudy of y o u r proposals. Consequent ly , I shal l w i t h h o l d a n y 
def inite r e p l y u n t i l t h a t s tudy is completed . 

" M e a n t i m e I again assure y o u t h a t w e are conduc t ing 
tests on n o s e p r i n t i n g and are s t u d y i n g the ava i lab le evidence 
w i t h a v i e w to reach ing a decision as t o w h e t h e r i t can be 
accepted as a suitable method of i dent i f i ca t i on . I expect to 
have e i ther M r . Petersen o r D r . Les l ie , o r perhaps b o t h of 
t h e m i f t h e y can be spared f r o m t h e i r w o r k here , go to 
N e w Y o r k n e x t week to discuss w i t h officials of the A m e r i ­
can K e n n e l C l u b , and others, c e r t a i n pr inc ip les o f nose­
p r i n t i n g and the app l i ca t i on of th i s m e t h o d of i dent i f i ca t i on . 
W i t h the comple t i on of t h a t s tudy a n d t h e e x a m i n a t i o n of 
the legal pos i t ion I hope t h a t w e w i l l s h o r t l y be i n a pos i t i on 
to give approva l to amendments to y o u r b y l a w s w h i c h w i l l 
p e r m i t r e g i s t r a t i o n to proceed w i t h the m i n i m u m of de lay . " 

O n M a y 30th I addressed the f o l l o w i n g l e t t e r to D r . 
Taggart : 

" I have y o u r l e t t e r of M a y 27th a n d note t h a t y o u expect 
to have e i ther or perhaps b o t h M r . Peterson and D r . Lesl ie 
discuss n o s e - p r i n t i n g w i t h officials of the A m e r i c a n K e n n e l 
C l u b . 

" Y o u w i l l find t h a t A m e r i c a n K e n n e l C l u b certificates o f 
r eg i s t ra t i on conta in t h e br ie fest possible descr ipt ion of the 
color or colors of a dog. I be l ieve t h a t t h e y feel t h a t there 
has not yet been devised any m e t h o d of ident i f i ca t i on t h a t 
can supp lant the i n t e g r i t y of the i n d i v i d u a l s igning the 
app l i cat ion f o r r e g i s t r a t i o n f o r m . 

" A s a m a t t e r of fact I k n o w of no k e n n e l c l u b i n the 
w o r l d w h i c h requires m o r e t h a n a s tatement of the color o r 
colors of a dog for r e g i s t r a t i o n purposes." 

I w i s h to assure a l l members t h a t as soon as def inite 
w o r d is received f r o m the D e p a r t m e n t of A g r i c u l t u r e r e ­
g a r d i n g the m e t h o d or methods of ident i f i ca t ion to be a v a i l ­
able to those desirous of r eg i s te r ing dogs, f u l l par t i cu lars 
w i l l be sent t o a l l members a n d others w h o have w r i t t e n 
the C l u b r e g a r d i n g r e g i s t r a t i o n and ident i f i cat ion .
