T h e d o g s u f f e r e d s e v e r e l y , a n d i t s o w n e r w r o t e b i t t e r l y t h a t s u r e l y s o m e 
p r o t e c t i o n m u s t b e a f f o r d e d o w n e r s a g a i n s t s i m i l a r e x p e r i e n c e s . T h e r e is . 
T h e r e c e n t l y r e v i s e d O n t a r i o V e t e r i n a r i a n s A c t has b e e n d e s i g n e d f o r t h i s 
v e r y p u r p o s e . I n a n i n t e r v i e w w i t h E. B. J o l i f f e , s o l i c i t o r f o r t h e O V A , w e 
l e a r n e d s u c h p r o t e c t i o n has b e e n m a d e a n a c t o f p a r l i a m e n t . 

Q, Is it true, a.s many believe, tliat veterinarians in Ontario, cannot 
crop ears? 

A. White most do not approve of ear cropping or any other unneces­
sary pain, it has always been legal for them to do so in Ontario, based on 
the premise that if it is allowable, then it should at least be done pro­
fessionally. 

Q. May an owner crop his own dog's ears? 
A. Yes, legally. But unless he is experienced as to instruments, anaes­

thetic and stopping of blood, he should never attempt it. 
Q. Can anyone other than the owner or veterinarian crop ears or do 

any other surgical work on one's dogs? 
A. I'll explain the Act first; in it the word animal means a living being 

other than a human being. In reference to a registered veterinarian 
means registered under this Act. The Act itself reads: 
"veterinary science means the application of medicine or surgery to any 
animal, and includes diagnosing, prescribing, treating, manipulating and 
operatitig for the prevention, alleviation or correction of any disease, injury, 
pain, deficiency, deformity, defect, lesion, disorder or physical condition of 
or in any aninuil, with or without the use of instruments, appliances, medi­
cine, drugs, anaesthetic, or antibiotic or biologic preparations, and also in­
cludes the giving of advice in resj>ect of anything mentioned in this clause 
with a view to obtaining a fee or other remuneration." 

No one except a veterinarian is permitted to treat your aninuds for a 
fee or other remuneration. 

Q. How does this affect help in whelping? 
A. As long as the whelping is going alonn normally, any non-profes­

sional can help. It is not legal, however, for an outsider to treat the matron 
for remuneration, or to use drugs such as petruitin. 

Q. Could an experienced member of one ' s household or kennel treat 
dogs or work under supervision? 

A. Certainly. 
Q. What about first aid or temporary assistance in emergency? 
A. Nothing in the Act prevents this. 
Q. How does it affect giving medicine, i.e. worming or inoculations? 
A. You an inoculate your own dogs, hut it is strictly inadvisable 

without a thorough knowledge of the purchase and use of biologies. You 
must not vaccinate animals you do not own. 

Q. Who is considered eligibte for registration in Ontario? 
A. A graduate in Veterinary Science of the Ontario Veterinary Col­

lege or the University of Toronto, or of a veterinary college or university 
recognized by the Ontario Council. 

Q. Is there a fine for disregarding this Act? 
A. Yes—not less than $ 1 0 0 for the first offence, and for subsequent of­

fences, up to $ 5 0 0 o r three months imprisonment or both.

HUNGARIAN DOGS 
JUDGING THE PULI 
by MRS. ELIZABETH CSENGERI 

T H E "ideal Puli" , as called for in the Hungarian Standard, 
has not changed much either in his exterior or character 
since he made his first European appearance over 1 0 0 0 

years ago. He is a pure Asiatic dog with the common char­
acteristics of the dogs of Tibet — heavy coat, which all have 
as a protection from the rigors of the climate and carrying 
the tail curled up over his back. His characteristics, to a 
large extent, were governed by weather and living conditions 
and being a working dog he was developed for a serious, 
useful purpose. This is not a dog to be owned as a display, 
a spectacular possession or exhibit. There is not sham in him 

and he will not respond to it in man. Without human com­
panionship he is not complete. His sensitive nature prohibits 
harsh treatment. He is easily trained because of the unique 
understanding and comradeship that exist between the Puli 
and his people. 

Having chosen a working breed, the name implies "Util ity," 
I sincerely feel that we, as breeders and judges have an obli­
gation to maintain our wonderful breed fully in both conform­
ation and in the purpose for which he was bred. Ptdis in Israel 
and Hungary still carry the herding instinct to a high degree 
and, I feel, make more stable companions, are more intelligent 
ind more easily trained for shows and obedience. 

Judging the Puli in Israel and Europe is according to the 
Hungarian Standard which is very explicit in describing the 
ideal Specimen of Puli. This "ideal Specimen" and the fate 
and future of the breed, the judge should always carry in

C o v ­
e r e d a l l a r o u n d b y l o n g h a i r . H i n d q u a r t e r s s h o u l d b e w e l l 
d e v e l o p e d , m o d e r a t e l y b r o a d t h r o u g h t h e s t i f l e w h i c h is w e l l 
b e n t a n d m u s c u l a r . W e l l d e v e l o p e d h o c k s , a l so c o v e r e d w i t h 
l o n g h a i r . T a i l c a r r i e d o v e r b a c k . T h e f e e t a r e s t r o n g , r o u n d 
a n d c o m p a c t ( c a t ' s p a w s ) w e l l f u r n i s h e d w i t h h a i r b e t w e e n 
toes , s t r o n g b l a c k n a i l s . G a i t i n g is v e r y i m p o r t a n t a n d s h o w s 
u p a n y weaknesses . I t s h o u l d b e g a y a n d b o u n c y . T h e P u l i 
is c a p a b l e o f g r e a t s p e e d a n d s h o w s g r e a t s t a m i n a . S o u n d n e s s 
i s o f g r e a t e s t i m p o r t a n c e a n d a b s o l u t e l y n e c e s s a r y f o r t h e 
p r o p e r f u l f i l m e n t of h i s c e n t u r i e s o l d t a sk . C o l o u r , b l a c k , g r e y s 
a n d w h i t e . T h e b l a c k w i t h P u l i s is n o t a d e e p p u r e b l a c k b u t 
a r e d d i s h o r g r e y i s h b l a c k . C o l o u r s s h o u l d a p p e a r s o l i d 
t h o u g h t h e g r e y s a r e m o s t l y m i x e d w i t h b l a c k a n d w h i t e h a i r 
b u t s t i l l l o o k e i t h e r a l l d a r k g r e y o r a l l l i g h t g r e y . P r o n o u n c e d 
s h a d i n g s ( d a r k g r e y b o d y r u n n i n g i n t o l i g h t g r e y l e g s ) a r e 
v e r y u n d e s i r a b l e . W h e n b o r n , t h e p u p p i e s a r e n e a r l y , w i t h ­
o u t e x c e p t i o n , j e t b l a c k a n d a c q u i r e l a t e r t h e m e n t i o n e d 
c o l o u r s . 

T h e P u l i is u n u s u a l b y t y p i c a l c o a t o f m a t t e d h a i r ( d o u b l e 
c o a t ) a n d w i l l a l w a y s b e a s t r i k i n g e x h i b i t a t t h e s h o w a n d 
e a s i l y r e m e m b e r e d . 

W e find d i f f e r e n t w a y s i n t o w h i c h t h e t u f t e d h a i r g r o w s 
n a t u r a l l y , g i v i n g t h e c o a t a s o m e w h a t " c o r d e d " a p p e a r a n c e 
t h o u g h c o m p l e t e l y d i f f e r e n t f r o m t h e c o r d e d c o a t o f «i P o o d l e . 
T h e r e a re t h e t i e d c o r d s w h i c h a r e r o u n d a n d t h e h a l f - o p e n flat 
s t r a n d . S o m e t i m e s t h e h a i r o n t h e b a c k o f a t i e d c o r d e d P u l i 
i s s o m e w h a t o p e n a n d c o n t i n u e s o n i n c o r d s . A l l t h o s e 

coa t s s h o u l d b e l o n g a n d c o v e r t h e w h o l e b o d y . P u l i i n t h e i r 
y o u t h , b e f o r e t h e u n d e r w o o l a p p e a r s , h a v e m o r e o r less p r o ­
n o u n c e d t u f t e d h a i r as d e m o n s t r a t e d o n t h e p h o t o s h o w i n g a 
t w o m o n t h s o l d p u p p y . T h e f o r m a t i o n o f t h e P u s z t a c o a t 
t akes about t h r e e y ea r s t o a c h i e v e p e r f e c t i o n . 

T h e t e x t u r e o f t h e c o a t is v e r y i m p o r t a n t . A s m e n t i o n e d 
b e f o r e i t is a d o u b l e c o a t . T h e u n d e r c o a t , r e s e m b l i n g w o o l , 
i s s o f t a n d d e n s e a n d w h i l e g r o w i n g o u t t a n g l e s w i t h t h e 
o u t e r c o a t w h i c h is o f s o m e w h a t c o a r s e t e x t u r e , n o t s t r a i g h t , 
n o t s i l k y a n d f r e e o f c u r l s . T h r o u g h t h i s e n t a n g l e m e n t , w h i c h 
c o n t i n u e s e v e n w h e n b r u s h i n g t h e c o a t , t h e c o r d s o r h a l f - o p e n 
m a t s f o r m n a t u r a l l y . T h e c o a t s h o u l d a p p e a r d u l l . S h o r t 
o p e n s i l k y h a i r i s a s e r i o u s f a u l t . T h e t e x t u r e o f t h e c o a t 
s h o u l d b e t h e s a m e a l l o v e r t h e b o d y . 
(editor's note—Mrs. Csengeri is president of the Israel Puli arul 
Tibetterrier Circle, outstanding breeder and judge and hon­
orary members and adciser of the Associated All Hungarian 
Breed Club of North America). 

K O M O N D O R 
E u r o p e a n a u t h o r i t i e s o n s h e p h e r d d o g s say t h a t d i e K o m ­

o n d o r ( f o r w h i c h t h e p l u r a l is K o m o n d o r o k ) is t h e k i n g o f 
t h e w o r l d ' s s h e p h e r d d o g s . 

I t is b e l i e v e d t h a t t h e K o m o n d o r w a s b r o u g h t i n t o E u r o p e 
b y t h e M a g y a r i n v a s i o n , a b o u t a t h o u s a n d y e a r s a g o . A f e w 
w r i t e r s , h o w e v e r , s t a t e t h a t t h e H u n s f o u n d K o m o n d o r o k o n 
t h e s t e p p e s o f B u s s i a a n d b r o u g h t t h e m a l o n g i n t o E u r o p e . 
T h e s e w r i t e r s s t a t e t h a t t h e K o m o n d o r is a d e s c e n d e n t o f a 
s h e p h e r d d o g c a l l e d t h e A f t s c h a r k a . 

W h a t e v e r t h e t r u t h o f h i s o r i g i n , t h e K o m o n d o r has b e e n 
a d i s t i n c t t y p e o f d o g f o r a t l eas t a t h o u s a n d y e a r s . S h e p h e r d s 
i n t h e H o r t o b a g y a r ea o f H u n g a r y , i n p a r t i c u l a r , a p p e a r t o 
h a v e k e p t t h e b r e e d p u r e , g u a r d i n g t h e b r e e d m u c h as t h e 
i n d i v i d u a l d o g s g u a r d e d t h e flocks o n t h e p l a i n s a n d s lopes . 

B y 1 9 3 5 a f e w K o m o n d o r o k b e g a n t o a p p e a r i n t h e 
U n i t e d S t a tes , c o m i n g c h i e f l y f r o m G e r m a n y . H o w e v e r , a 
f e w c a m e f r o m H u n g a r y a n d a t l eas t o n e f r o m I t a l y . I n 
N o v e m b e r , 1 9 3 7 t h e A m e r i c a n K e n n e l C l u b r e c o g n i z e d t h e 
b r e e d a n d a s t a n d a r d w a s a d o p t e d f o r i t . 

T l i e d o g s g r o w t o i m m e n s e s ize , w i t h s o m e o f t h e m r e a c h ­
i n g 3 0 " a t t h e s h o u l d e r a n d w e i g h i n g i n excess o f 1 0 0 p o u n d s . 
E v e n so, t h e y a r e b e l i e v e d t o b e s o m e w h a t s m a l l e r t h a n t h e 
d o g s o f 1 0 0 0 y e a r s a g o . T h e y a r e a l l w h i t e , o t h e r c o l o u r s a r e 
b a r r e d . 

I n t h e i r n a t i v e c o u n t r y , o n t h e p u s z t a , t h e c o a t g r o w s o v e r 
t h e eyes a n d is a l w a y s l o n g a n d h e a v i l y m a t t e d ( l i k e t h a t o f 
t h e P u l i ) . T h e s h e e p o f t h e a r ea a r e s e m i - w i l d a n d t h e 
m a t t e d w o o l ac ts as a d i s g u i s e . 

A s a r e m a n y s h e e p d o g s , w h i c h s p e n d t h e i r l i v e s i n t h e 
o p e n a n d w h i c h a r e d e s c e n d e n t s o f s u c h d o g s , t h e K o m o n d o r 
t e n d t o b e d i s t r u s t f u l o f s t r a n g e r s . Y e t t h e y a r e l o y a l f r i e n d s 
t o t h o s e w h o m t h e y k n o w a n d t h e y h a v e a c h a r m i n g d i s ­
p o s i t i o n . 

T H E K U V A S Z 
P r o b a b l y t h e b e s t k n o w n o f a l l t h e H u n g a r i a n a n d B a l k a n 

d o g s is t h e K u v a s z . H i s n a m e is r e a l l y T u r k i s h a n d m a y b e 
f r e e l y t r a n s l a t e d " g u a r d i a n o f t h e N o b l e s " , o r t h e " a r m e d 
guard o f t h e n o b i l i t y " . 

I t w a s s a i d t h a t t h e K u v a s z w a s i m p o r t e d f r o m T i b e t ( t h e 
c r a d l e o f so m a n y l a r g e d o g s ) b y t h e H u n s . O t h e r s b e l i e v e 
t h a t t h e M a g y a r s b r o u g h t h i m i n t o E u r o p e . A n o t h e r s t o r y 
t e l l s t h a t t h e H u n g a r i a n n o b l e s b r o u g h t t h e m i n f r o m A s i a . 

I t is a l so c e r t a i n t h a t K i n g M a t h i a s d i d a g r e a t d e a l t o ­
w a r d s p e r p e t u a t i n g a s p l e n d i d s t r a i n o f t h e b r e e d . O n l y i n 
r a r e o c c a s i o n s s u r p l u s p u p p i e s w e r e p r e s e n t e d t o s o m e o f b i s 
f a v o r i t e n o b l e m e n a n d v i s i t i n g d i g n i t a r i e s . 

I n K i n g M a t h i a s ' t i m e s o m e o f t h e K u v a s z h a d a y e l l o w 
s a d d l e ac ross t h e i r b a c k . F o r b r e e d i n g p u r e w h i t e n e s s , t h e 
K i n g e l i m i n a t e d t h e s e t w o - t o n e d o g s . O c c a s i o n a l l y , e v e n t o ­
d a y , a y e l l o w s a d d l e d t h r o w b a c k p u p is b o r n a n d i n b r e e d i n g 
a n d s h o w c i r c l e s t h i s is c o n s i d e r e d a f a u l t . 
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O n e o f t h e least e x c i t a b l e o f a l l d o g s , 
as w e l l as o n e o f t h e m o s t i n t r i n s i c a l l y 
p e a c e f u l , t h e K u v a s z a d j u s t s a d m i r a b l y 
t o a l l c l i m a t e s a n d c o n d i t i o n s . F o r m e r ­
l y t h e K u v a s z w a s u s e d f o r t h e d e f e n d ­
i n g o f l i v e s t o c k a g a i n s t c a r n i v o r o u s a n i ­
m a l s , l a t e r o n h e b e c a m e a w a t c h d o g 
w i t h spec i a l c a p a c i t i e s i n v i l l a g e s a n d o n 
f a r m s . 

T h e K u v a s z b e c a m e so f a m o u s t h a t 
p e o p l e o f o t h e r c o u n t r i e s b e c a m e i n t e r ­
e s t ed i n a n d a d o p t e d t h i s b r e e d . ! t 
b e c a m e w e l l e s t a b l i s h e d , e s p e c i a l l y i n 
G e r m a n y , a n d h e w a s a d o p t e d i n c i t i e s 
as w e l l as i n t h e c o u n t r y . T h e K u v a s z 
is odo r l e s s a n t l is n o t a p t t o w a n d e r f a r 
f r o m h o m e a n d w i t h o u t t e a c h i n g a p ­
p o i n t s h i m s e l f as e v e r p r e s e n t g u a r d i a n . 

Te s t s i n G e r m a n y a lso p r o v e d t h a t he 
m a k e s a n e x c e l l e n t see ing-eye d o g . T h e y 
a r e e x c e l l e n t f o r h e r d i n g l a r g e o r s m a l l 
l i v e s t o c k a n d t h e y m a k e s u p e r i o r t r a v e l 
c o m p a n i o n s a n d g u a r d i a n s f o r r a ce o r 
s h o w horses i n t r a n s i t o r a t t h e f a r m . 
D e e p l y d e v o t e d t o h i s m a s t e r h e is a 
n e v e r t i r e d g u a r d i a n o f t h e h o m e a n d 
children. 

N o w t h e r e a r e v e r y f e w K u v a s z K e n ­
ne ls i n H u n g a r y d u e t o t h e s e c o n d W o r l d 
W a r a n d t h e r e v o l u t i o n . G e r m a n y n o w 
has t h e l a r g e s t n u m b e r o f K u v a s z as w e l l 
as P u l i k a n d K o m o n d o r o k , b u t t h e r e a re 
a t l eas t 1 0 0 t o 1 5 0 K u v a s z i n t h e 
U n i t e d S ta tes .

O n e o f t h e o l d e s t h u n t i n g d o g s , w i t h 
o v e r 1 ,000 y e a r s o f r e c o r d e d h i s t o r y , 
t h e V i z s l a is s t r i k i n g i n a p p e a r a n c e , has 
a n e x c e p t i o n a l l y g o o d d i s p o s i t i o n , is r o ­
b u s t b u t l i g h t - w e i g h t , s l i m a n d a g i l e . 
I n a c t i o n t h e V i z s l a is v e r y f a s t , y e t 
h i s m o v e m e n t s a r e s m o o t h a n d so g r a c e ­
f u l as t o a p p e a r e f f o r t l e s s . 

H i s h u n t i n g t e c h n i q u e v a r i e s c o n s i d ­
e r a b l y f r o m t h a t o f A m e r i c a n g u n d o g s .

O n some o f t h e l a r g e r s h e e p r a n c h e s 
i n E u r o p e a n d t h e U n i t e d S ta tes o n e 
P u b w i l l h a n d l e flocks o f u p t o 1 0 0 0 
sheep , n o t o n l y s a v i n g i n m a n u a l l a b o r 
b u t d o i n g a m o r e e f f i c i e n t j o b t h a n a 
m a n c a n d o .

W e w e r e d e t e r m i n e d 
t o m a k e a success t h r o u g h g o o d o r g a n i ­
z a t i o n , a s t r i c t e n f o r c e m e n t o f s c h e d u l e , 
h a p p y c o n t e s t a n t s ( n o c o m p l a i n t s ) a n d 
a h i g h p e r c e n t a g e o f p a s s i n g d o g s . W e 
c o u l d n ' t t r a i n t h e d o g s o r c o n t r o l t h e 
w e a t h e r b u t w e c o u l d l a y o u t g o o d t r a c k s 
a n d t r a i n a t r a c k l a y e r i n t h e w a y s o f 
w i n d s a n d scen t .

I d o s t r o n g l y a d v i s e f i l i n g t h e n a i l s , as 
i f d o n e c o r r e c t l y t h e r e is v e r y m u c h less 
c h a n c e o f c a u s i n g d i s c o m f o r t a n d p o s ­
s i b l y e v e n l a m e n e s s , b y g e t t i n g t o o 
c lose t o t h e q u i c k ; s o m e t h i n g w h i c h c a n 
eas i l y h a p p e n w h e n u s i n g n a i l c l i p p e r s . 
T h e t w o m i d d l e n a i l s o n t h e f r o n t f e e t 
a re t h e ones t h a t w i l l r e q u i r e t h e m o s t 
a t t e n t i o n , a n d t h e o u t e r s h e l l o f these 
m u s t b e f i l e d d o w n o n c e a w e e k . I n s o m e 
cases n o o t h e r n a i l s w i l l h a v e t o b e 
t o u c h e d a t a l l ; b u t t o say t h a t i f a d o g 
has s u f f i c i e n t e x e r c i s e o v e r r o u g h g r o u n d 
o r o n c o n c r e t e r o a d s h e w i l l n o t r e q u i r e 
t o h a v e h i s n a i l s t o u c h e d is , a las, n o n ­
sense.

t h e b o u n d a r y o f t h e o u t l i n e m u s t b e u s e d 
t o g a i n t h a t c o m p a c t a p p e a r a n c e . T h e 
p o i n t s o f t h e scissors o n l y m u s t b e u s e d 
o t h e r w i s e a sc i sso red o r c l i p p e r e d e f f e c t

Private Breeding Records 

The Live Stock Pedigree Act, a federal statute, reads 
(in part) as follows: 
" 5 . The B y - l a w s of an association shall set forth or p r o ­
vide for 

(o) the keeping by its members of private breeding 
records , and the manner in which these shall be kept; 

(q) authority to conduct an inspection, on behalf of the 
association, of private breeding records , of the ade 
quacy of the system of identification prescribed by the 
association and of the manner in which such system of 
identification is being pract ised;" 

Art ic le X X I I (Private Breeding and Identification 
Records) of the C l u b ' s B y - l a w s reads as follows: 
" 1. There shall be kept by each breeder a private record 
which shall contain full particulars of his breeding opera­
tions and identification of all dogs in his possession by 
reason of ownership, lease or agreement. These records 
shall be kept in the form as set forth in "Canadian Kennel 
Club Private Breeding Record" or in some other suitable 
form that wil l contain the same information. 

2. When and if, as a result of any charge or c o m ­
plaint laid by any person, the Board feels that an inspection 
of the defendant's breeding and/or identification records is 
advisable, the Board shall have the power to conduct an 
inspection, on behalf of the Club, of the private breeding 
records kept by the defendant, of the adequacy of the s y s ­
tem of identification practiced by such defendant and of the 
manner in which such system of identification is being 
practiced by the defendant. Such inspection may be made 
by a person or committee appol nted for the purpose by 
the B o a r d . "

The Special Committee on Dachshunds has reached a 
stage in its work where it feels it is desirable to report to 
and seek the views of those Interested in Dachshunds.

tr immed to the eyeballs, the Kerry is 
also a n i g g e d d o g w h i c h harbours no 
fear of a scrap. 

There are those ( n o t K e r r y owners) 
who ' l l te l l you this breed is a m i t e on 
the bell igerent side. B u t that's just the 
evidence of the Kerry's true I r i sh t em­
perament. H e ' l l love you to death if 
he likes you — or chase you over the 
fence i f he doesn't. 

Fortunately, most w e l l - b r e d Kerries 
have the same sense to k n o w w h o should 
be loved and w h o should be chased. 

The or ig in of the breed is as roman­
tic and f u l l of b larney as most things 
of Gaelic ancestry. The yarn we l ike 
best gives credit for the Kerry breed 
to some Poodles w h i c h swam ashore 
f rom the Spanish A r m a d a w h e n i t was 
whipped by the Engl ish i n that famous 
sea batt le . 

These L a t i n Poodles got together w i t l i 
some native canine colleens and, begorra 
or earamba, the K e r r y resulted, com­
plete w i t h the looks and volati le tem­
perament that you m i g h t expect of a 
Spanish-Irish m a t i n g . 

There's a d u l l , unromant ic version 
that attributes the Kerry to a grey m u ­
tation appearing i n l i t ters of the reddish 
Irish Terr ier . Far as we're concerned, 
anyone w h o prefers that story has no 
soul. 

Whatever its origins, the American 
Kerry of today is a h igh ly finished dog. 
steadily i m p r o v i n g i n appearance and 
temperament and m o v i n g ever closer 
toward its standard of perfect ion. 

Probably the best Kerries b r e d today 
are products of Canada's Tai l teann Ken­
nels, w h i c h is current ly supply ing an 
increasing number of California 's top-
w i n n i n g Kerries. Cross-breeding T a i l -
teanns w i t h local Kerries is long over­
due. 

Kerries are dogs of convenient size, 
being neither small or u n d u l y hefty . 
They range i n the neighbourhood of 
40 pounds, give or take a few, b u t art-
stronger than their size suggests. 

A real sales point for Kerrys is no dog 
for a lazy man. T o get the most satisfac­
tion out of h i m , y o u ' l l have to keep h i m 
properly brushed and t r i m m e d , a t ime-
consuming task. Otherwise he' l l look-
like a b u m . 

But i f you're w i l l i n g to spend the 
time, and have a taste for the classy, 
then the Kerry — we l iken h i m to a 
sort of T h u n d e r b i r d sports car of d o g -
dom — is the d o g for you .

THE GREAT BULL A N D TERRIER DOG 
Because f e w people i n Canada can 

describe the physical and temperamental 
attributes of the Staffordshire Terrier , 
we present here a descript ion by the 
Staffordshire Terr ier C l u b of America , 
sent by M r . and M r s . J. S. U p l i n g e r of 
Erie, Pa. I t should lx- stated that on 
this cont inent the correct name is Staf­
fordshire Terr ier (no t Staffordshire Bul l 
Terrier as in E n g l a n d ) and is a breed 
c o m p l e t e l y dist inct f r o m the B u l l Terrier . 

" T h e Staffordshire Terr ier is by no 
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means a new breed, having been referred 
to for years as the American ( P i t ) Bul l 
Terrier or Yankee Terrier . They are 
among the oldest terriers, having had 
their or ig in i n the early part of the 
1800's as the result of crosses between 
the Bul ldog of that time and the Game 
Terrier . W e can say that our breed is 
t ru ly American, and in recent years is 
being developed i n accordance w i t h our 
present standards. 

The Staffordshire runs in all colours— 
brindles, par t i , patched or any combina­
t ion of colours. I n this breed, i t is easy 
to find a colour that suits your fancy. 
Their appearance is flashy, and they 
immediately w i n the admirat ion of on­
lookers. A glance at one of these dogs 
w i l l convince anyone that he has strength 
unusual for his size. 

The breed has many likeable charac­
teristics. They w i l l hunt , go to the 
ground w i t h the same zest as any other 
terrier, make excellent guard dogs, good 
farm dogs, are not too large for the 
apartment — and the surprising part is 
that they seem almost immune to al l 
the t r iv ia l dog ailments, having excep­
tionally strong constitutions, because the 
breed has never been a pampered one, 
and has always been " a l l d o g . " 

The breed's unswerving loyalty to 
masters and households is sufficient w i t h ­
i n itself to gain the admirat ion of the 
most demanding. They crave their mas­
ter's attention and ask no better place 
than to be by his side. They thr ive on 
affection and return i t f o u r f o l d . 

W h i l e their determination of purpose 
never wavers, they have no competitor 
as pal or guardian for chi ldren. They 
are unbelievably tolerant and dependable 
in this respect. They are large enough 
and strong enough so that a c h i l d can't 
p u l l them apart. W i t h chi ldren they 
relish being part of the f u n , and want 
to be considered a companion to absorb 
the child's overflow of animation. They 
can bear the brunt of short tempers 
wi thout having their spirits broken, and 
w i l l always come back to l ick the ad­
ministrative h a n d . "

LOOK FOR THE LAKELAND 

One of the oldest k n o w n w o r k i n g 
breeds i n existence today, the 

Lakeland terrier i n the past few years 
has been attract ing increasing attention 
in major shows. 

The l i t t l e Lakeland is always gett ing 
second glances on the street — people 
don't k n o w whether he is a small A i r e ­
dale, a f o r m of I r ish Terrier , or a black 
and tan Wirehair . He is none of these. 

Whereas an I r i sh Terrier , for example, 
weighs approximately 27 pounds, the 
Lakeland is ten pounds less. A l t h o u g h 
there is some similar i ty i n the over-all 
pattern of the above-mentioned terriers 
this small, courageous hunter (some have 
had to be blasted out of their quarry's 
lair days later) is a completely i n d i v i d ­
ual breed. 

I n order to help readers observe this 
breed more knowledgeably , the official 
standard is presented. This yardstick 
was f inal ly approved and adopted by 
the English Kennel C l u b December 19, 
1949. 
General Appearance 

Smart and w o r k m a n l i k e , w i t h gay 
and fearless demeanour. 

Head & Skull 
W e l l balanced. Skul l flat and re­
fined. The jaws p o w e r f u l and the 
muzzle should be broad, b u t not 
too long . The length of the head 
f r o m the stop to the t i p of the 
nose should not exceed that f r o m 
the occiput to the stop. Nose 
black. 

Eyes 
Eyes should be dark or hazel. 

Ears 
Moderately small , V shaped, and 
alert ly carr ied. T h e y should not 
be placed too h i g h or too l o w . 

Mouth 
Teeth even, closing scissor fa 
shion, i.e. top teeth f i t t i n g closely 
over lower. 

\eck 
Reachy. 

Forequarters 
Shoulders w e l l l a id back, Fore­
legs straight and w e l l boned. 

Body 
Chest reasonably narrow. Back 
strong, moderately short, w e l l 
coupled. 

Hindquarters 
Strong and muscular, thighs long 
and p o w e r f u l , w e l l turned stifles, 
hocks l o w to ground and straight. 

Feet 
Small , compact, round and w e l l 
padded. 

Tail 
W e l l set on, and carried gaily, 
but not to cur l over the back. 

Coat 
Dense and weather resisting, 
harsh, w i t h good undercoat. 

Colour 
Black and T a n , Blue and Tan , 
Red, Wheaten , Red Grizzle , L i v e r , 
Blue, or Black. Mahogany or deep 
tan is not typ ica l . 

Height & Size 
The average weight of dogs is 17 
lbs., Bitches, 15 lbs. T h e height 
should not exceed 14K inches at 
shoulder. 

Faults 
A true Lakeland Terr ier expres­
sion is determined by the head, 
ears and eyes. Too long a head, 
ears set on top of the head and 
slanting eyes are faults.

Your E d i t o r Says: 

N o w that the excitement of Christ ­
mas and N e w Years has subsided and 
we are gradual ly ge t t ing back to nor­
mal , i t m i g h t very w e l l be a g(xxl t ime 
to take stock of our obedience posi t ion 
and do a l i t t l e analyzing. There must 
be many things that happened d u r i n g 
the past year i n our t r a i n i n g , our h a n d l ­
i n g i n the obedience ring and o u r r u n ­
n i n g of trials that were not q u i t e up to 
par and therefore require improvements . 
There must have been many mistakes 
made d u r i n g the year 1959 i n al l of 
these phases of obedience, w h i c h require 
correct ion lest they happen again. N o w 
is the t ime to sit d o w n i n a quiet corner 
and make an analysis of the s i tuation 
w i t h the thought i n m i n d that our short­
comings of the past w i l l not be repeated 
i n the f u t u r e . F r a n k l y , there is no bet­
ter t ime to do a job of this k i n d than 
r i g h t n o w . A f t e r a l l , there are not too 
many trials t ak ing place at this t i m e 
of year so we should a l l have a certain 
amount of t i m e on our hands. Everyone 
connected w i t h obedience has a definite 
responsibil i ty to p e r f o r m — to improve 
and f u r t h e r the sport. 

For example, i f an i n d i v i d u a l has en­
countered d i f f i cu l ty w i t h a certain obedi ­
ence exercise, and that exercise has been 
responsible for the handler ( a n d d o g ) 
f a i l i n g a t r i a l , then they should make a 
point of d o i n g every th ing i n their power 
to rec t i fy the s i tuation. There is no t ime 
l ike the present for , as we a l l k n o w , 
t ime marches on. T h e n there is the mat­
ter of a l l those w h o are responsible for 
conduct ing t r a i n i n g classes. Perhaps i f 
you f a l l in to this category you are aware 
of certain things you should have done, 
but , d i d n ' t , or of other things w h i c h re­
quire i m p r o v i n g . You w i l l undoubtedly 
then w i s h to make a note of such items 
so that they w o n ' t be forgotten i n f u t u r e , 
or that you w i l l improve your t r a i n i n g 
methods f o r the benefit of your pupi ls . 
T r a i n i n g class instructors must always 
keep i n m i n d that they are usually the 
ones w h o start the handlers off on the 
road to obedience trials . I t is a great 
responsibi l i ty and one w h i c h cannot be 
treated l i g h t l y . 

Clubs r u n n i n g obedience trials should 
also take stock of themselves. There 
must be something that r e q u i r e s i m ­
provement over the efforts of last year. 
Perhaps the equipment is i n need of re­
pair or replacement. I f such is the case, 
then n o w is the t i m e to do i t , not the 
day before the t r ia l or on the day of 
the t r i a l . There is n o t h i n g more exasper­
a t ing for a judge than to have to w o r k 
w i t h f a u l t y or infer ior ring equipment , 
to say n o t h i n g of the \vxn d o g and 
handler . One i t e m that should be kept 
i n m i n d is to have available for the 
judges, the score sheets w h i c h can be ob­
ta ined f r o m certain companies free of 
charge. Most judges come e q u i p p e d , b u t . 
i f for some reason one of y o u r judges 
requires such mater ia l t r y and have i t 
available, for after all i t doesn't cost you 
a n y t h i n g . 

Judges too should make an appraisal 
of themselves. T h e y should be c o n t i n u ­
ously r e v i e w i n g the rules to make abso­
lute ly certain that they are on top of 
the subject at a l l times. There is no th­
i n g l ike r e v i e w i n g a subject to i m p r o v e 
one's unders tanding of i t . Since judges 
are only h u m a n ( n o d o u b t some exhibi t ­
ors w i l l disagree) there may be certain 
points or rules w h i c h they w o u l d l ike 
c lar i f ied. I f such is the case, then there 
is absolutely n o t h i n g w r o n g or a n y t h i n g 
to be ashamed about in asking a f e l ­
l o w judge for his in terpreta t ion or under­
standing of the p o i n t i n question. T h e 
i m p o r t a n t point to remember is, i f you 
are not sure about something, i t is your 
d u t y as a judge to f i n d out about i t 
before your next j u d g i n g assignment. 
T a l k these points out w i t h your fe l low 
judges—it w i l l i m p r o v e your j u d g i n g . 

Yes, w e shoidd a l l take stock of our­
selves and there is no better t ime to do 
i t than at the b e g i n n i n g of the new year. 
Trainers , trainees, obedience clubs and 
judges a l l have definite responsibilities to 
p e r f o r m i n the obedience w o r l d . W e 
must al l ensure that we w i l l carry out 
our jobs to the best of our a b i l i t y . I f 
this is done, then w e w i l l i m p r o v e the 
status of d o g obedience and automatic­
a l ly fur ther the sport. 

C o m i n g Tr ia ls 
Advance i n f o r m a t i o n reaches this de­

partment p o i n t i n g out the fact that the 
M o u n t a i n C i t y Obedience C l u b w i l l be 
h o l d i n g their A n n u a l Obedience Trials 
on the estate of Commander and Mrs . 
F . W . R. Angus at Senneville, P.Q., on 
M a y 28 and 29, 1960, w i t h three judges 
d o i n g the scoring. These trials w i l l afford 
all enthusiasts w i t h i n t rave l l ing distance 
of the Montrea l suburb a w o n d e r f u l ap-
p o r t u n i t y to part ic ipate i n these annual 
outdoor affairs. M o r e news and i n f o r m a -
at ion w i l l be available shortly.

Beagle F i e l d Trials-Packs: 

Last m o n t h , we t r i e d to give you some 
idea h o w a Beagle F ie ld T r i a l was con­
ducted b y the brace m e t h o d . This 
m o n t h , we w i l l deal w i t h the pack 
method of r u n n i n g Beagle F ie ld Trials. 

I n Canada, the game used as a quarry 
is the V a r y i n g Hare , or, as he is better 
k n o w n , the Snowshoe Rabbit . H e is a 
t rue member of the hare f a m i l y , since 
the y o u n g are b o r n f u l l y f u r r e d , and 
w i t h the ir eyes open. T h e snowshoe 
has the unusual a b i l i t y of be ing able 
to change the colour of his coat w i t h 
the season. I n the Summer, his f u r is a 
b r o w n colour w i t h some grey hair . I n the 
late F a l l , w h i t e f u r appears i n spots 
among the b r o w n , and by the t ime W i n ­
ter arrives, he is en t i re ly W h i t e except 
for his eyes and the t ips of his ears, 
w h i c h are dark b r o w n or black. A t 
this season, the hair between the toes 
on the h i n d foot grows very t h i c k and 
often interlaces. F r o m this strange phen­
omenon, he gets his name the "Snow-
shoe". This extra f u r on his h i n d feet 
tends to spread the toes l ike a man 
made snowshoes, so that he is able to 
r u n over the t o p of very deep snow. 

As i n brace trials, most Clubs accept 
the entries on the day of the t r i a l . A f t e r 
you have made y o u r entry w i t h the 
F i e l d T r i a l Secretary, you w i l l have to 
have your h o u n d measured to be sure 
that he does not exceed the he ight l i m ­
i tat ions for the class i n w h i c h he is 
r u n n i n g . A f t e r he has been "measured 
i n " , you w i l l take h i m over to another 
g r o u p of the F i e l d T r i a l Commit tee , 
w h o w i l l paint a numl>er on his side 
for ident i f i ca t ion . This number is pa in t ­
ed on b o t h sides of the dog , and gener­
al ly i n a ye l low colour. A special mark­
i n g pa int has been developed that is 
easily removed f r o m the dog's coat ( i t 
says on the labe l ) at the conclusion of 
the t r i a l . The F i e l d T r i a l Rules and 
Regulations specify the size and place­
ment of the ident i f icat ion letters. The 
paint is a l lowed to d r y before the 
hounds are cast. 

U n l i k e the brace trials, where the 
hounds are compared i n pairs, i n the 
pack t r i a l the hounds are r u n i n a large 
pack. N o r m a l l y the pack is made u p 
of al l the hounds entered i n that par­
t icular class. T h e hounds are j u d g e d 
on their h u n t i n g a b i l i t y and par t icular ly 
on their c o n t r i b u t i o n to the overal l w o r k 
of the entire pack. I n a pack t r i a l , he 
is not an i n d i v i d u a l , b u t rather a member 
of a smooth w o r k i n g team. As i n a l l 
team sports, certain i n d i v i d u a l s are 
b o u n d to excell i n their w o r k to a point 
that they are outs tanding. A pack of 
hounds are no di f ferent i n this respect. 
G r a d u a l l y some of the hounds, b y their 
superior hound w o r k , w i l l exert this mas-

on hand at each field to be sure to keep 
the handler and his charge off and i n 
case the judges hadn' t arr ived. The 
judges travel led by car f r o m field to field 
w i t h the t r i a l superintendent, and ar­
r ived i n each spot approximately five 
minutes before the scheduled t ime so 
that dog, handler, and judge were al l 
ready to start "at the drop of a hat" . 
No dog or handler was a l lowed to watch 
the previous dog and handler w o r k i n g , 
b u t after they had done their t racking 
they could f o l l o w along. This had the 
advantage of not having too many cars 
and people b lock ing the road, and also 
i t a l lowed us to use the same type of 
plot for each field. 

R ichmond is a distr ict on L u l u Island, 
at the m o u t h of the Fraser River, four 
feet below sea level and subject to ter­
rif ic winds . A l l roads are di tched, and 
most fields have ditches between, so i t 
was a case of designing a p lo t so that 
we could get the track layer off each 
field easily. A l l the fields had a br idge 
access to get on but i t meant that i f 
he used the same br idge to get off again 
the start and finish of the track w o u l d 
mingle together; hence we used a square 
U style track w i t h the br idge at the 
start and he j u m p e d or waded through 
the d i t c h to get back to the road to 
his assistant w a i t i n g for h i m w i t h a car 
to take h i m to the next field. The dis­
tance between the fields varied f rom 
)i mile to as far as 4 miles. I f ( a n d there-
are always lots of ' i fs ' in t rack ing) the 
weather had done what i t should have, 
we w o u l d have been able to have the 
fields closer, but the oat crop had not 
been cut and our oat stubble fields 
w h i c h we had planned to use were out. 
So w e were reduced to pasture land and 
w i t h the co-operation of fanners, l ive­
stock was kept off for a week to ten days

ahead. However , three of our fields, 
w h i c h had been d r a w n , were occupied 
w i t h cattle when our track-layer arr ived 
on the scene. Extra fields had been ar­
ranged for, and p lo t ted , so i t just meant 
someone catching up w i t h the track 
layer and get t ing h i m to use the extra 
fields. 

The weather the day before the test 
for the q u a l i f y i n g dogs was terr ible — 
d r y , w i t h an exceptionally strong w i n d 
that carried scent f r o m one side of a 
field practical ly to the other, b u t on the 
great day itself, i t was perfect — sl ight ly 
damp and overcast, w i t h a very sl ight 
breeze. As i t turned out he had only 
eight dogs so that by noon or thereabouts 
we were finished and lucky i t was as 
our last dog was w o r k i n g under bad 
conditions, insofar as i t was d r y i n g 
rapid ly and a strong w i n d coming u p . 
W e were very glad that i n our square 
U's we had kept the turns f r o m 125 
yards to 150 yards or more apart, as 
the winds out here on the perfect ly 
flat land can be disasterous, especially 
to a dog that has not coped w i t h the 
condi t ion before. I believe that I neglec­
ted to mention that each field used was 
at least six acres and of course they 
were w e l l syncronated by the use of 
cars to get back and f o r t h . 

W e feel that a l l this forethought paid 
off as we had six out of e ight dogs pass, 
w h i c h is an average of 75%, and w e 
feel qui te a good percentage.
