. . . Recently it came to the attention of 
the Cerman Shepherd Dog Club that 
amendment $180 to By-Law $127 in the 
Township of Ernestown permits the licen­
sing of German Shepherd dogs only at 
an exorbitant cost to the owner. While 
all other breeds are licensed for $2.00 for 
each male or spayed female and $3.00 for 
each female, the fees for a German Shep­
herd are $10.00 for each male or spayed 
female and $20.00 for each additional male 
or spayed female and $20.00 for each fe­
male an d $30.00 for each additional fe­
male. 

It seems hard to believe that in this day 
of justice and equality for all there should 
be such discrimination shown one particu­
lar breed of dog. We have no knowledge 
of what circumstances could warrant such 
an amendment to be approved by Council 
and have asked that a full investigation 
and report be made available. We have 
requested the support of all our cluh 
members in bringing our disfavor of this 
by-law to the attention of the Council 
members and many have already written 
asking that this by-law be rescinded. We 
would appreciate it if all German Shep­
herd owners would join us in this fight 
against this injustire for if this condition 
is allowed to continue it will not be long 
before other Townships may attempt to 
make similar discriminations to our or to 
other breeds.

It is also necessary to have 

a health certificate issued by a recognized 

veterinarian two days before shipping. 

Q. W h a t is E c l a m p s i a ? 

A. Variously called "nursing fits", 

"milk fever" among other similar names, 

this- illness is usually associated with tin-

weeks following whelping. It can, how­

ever, occur during the week or two prior 

to delivery. The actual condition is due 

to Uie calcium drain made on the mother 

while the babies are growing inside her 

arul later by the )>roduction of milk. If 

she does not have a sufficient amount of 

calcium in her system she will reach a 

certain low level and he prostrated hy 

calcium deficiency shock or eclampsia. 

It is important to check the calcium re-

ipiircments with your veterinarian. 

Q. W h a t s h o u l d I use t o w i p e ou t the 

p a r t i c l e s i n m y dog ' s eyes? 

A. Use only a piece of clean tissue or 

cotton to wipe out this discharge. Un­

less you have specific instructions from 

your veteriiuirian, do not bathe your 

dog's eyes regularly with boric acid or 

any other solution. 

Q. M y d o g o c c a s i o n a l l y r u b s against 

f r e s h p a i n t . Is t u r p e n t i n e sa fe t o use 

as a r e m o v e r ? W i l l i t b u r n h i s sk in? 

A. Turpentine can be used, but must 

be used carefully to prevent burninc. 

Ether is much safer. Best of all is to 

spread on a soapy lather while the paint 

is wet. 

Q. W h a t causes a n an ima l ' s un­

p l e a s a n t b r e a t h ? Is t h e r e a n y t h i n g I can 

d o f o r a n o c c a s i o n a l b r e a t h o d o r ? 

A. There are many contributing fac­

tors. A really bad one is a sign of 

something very wrong. Some breeds with 

a loose lower mouth are apt to develop 

a bad breath at times. Here the bacteria 

grows in the absence of air. This area 

should be cleaned out by your veterina­

rian if the smell i s really had. Un­

pleasant odor can be caused by a kidney 

disorder, especially in an older dog who 

is not exercising much. 

Q. H o w o f t e n s h o u l d t h e a n a l glands 

b e s q u e e z e d ? I s i t s o m e t i m e s a n indica­

t i o n t h i s n eed s d o i n g w h e n a d o g drags 

h i s r e a r a l o n g t h e g r o u n d ? 

A. In a healthy dog the substance 

is usually expelled with the stool. Some 

Toy breeds and old dogs do not possess 

glands that function as well. The fact of 

a dog "dragging his bottom" could in­

dicate need for attention to the anal 

glands, migration of tapeworm segments, 

eczema or soiling. When you take your 

dog in for a check-up or other treatment, 

the glands could be squeezed at the same 

time.

A L A S K A N M A L A M U T E 

G E N E R A L A P P E A R A N C E AND C H A R A C T E R I S T I C S 

The Alaskan Malamute is a powerful and substantially built dog with 
deep chest and strong, compact body, not too short coupled, with a 
thick, coarse guard coat of sufficient length to protect a dense, wooliv 
undercoat, from 1 to 2 inches in depth when dog is in full coat. Stands 
well over pads, and this stance gives the appearance of much activity, 
showing interest and curiosity. The head is broad, ears wedge shaped 
and erect when alerted. The muzzle is bulky with only slight diminish­
ing in width and depth from root to nose, not pointed or long, but not 
stubby. The Malamute moves with a proud carr iage, head erect and 
eyes alert. Face markings are a distinguishing feature. These consist 
of either cap over head and rest of face solid color, usually greyish 
white, or face marked with the appearance of a mask. Combinations of 
cap and mask are not unusual. The tail is plumed and carr ied over the 
back, not like a fox brush, or tightly curled, more like a plume waving. 

Malamutcs are of various colors, but are usually wolfish grey or 
black and white. The i r feet are of the "snow shoe" type, tight and deep, 
with well-cushioned pads, giving a f irm and compact appearance. Front 
legs are straight with big bone. Hind legs are broad and powerful, 
moderately bent at st i f les, and without cowhocks. The back is straight, 
gently sloping from shoulders to hips. The loin should not be so short 
or tight as to interfere with easy t i re less movement. Endurance and 
intelligence are shown in body and expression. The eyes have a "wolf-
like 1' appearance by their position, but the expression is soft and indi­
cates an affectionate disposition. 

T E M P E R A M E N T 

The Alaskan Malamute is an affectionate, friendly dog, not a 'one-
man' dog. He is a loyal, devoted companion, playful on invitation, but 
generally impressive by his dignity after maturity. 

HEAD 

The head should indicate a high degree of intelligence, and is broad 
and powerful as compared with other "natural" breeds, but should be in 
proportion to the s ize of the dog so as not to make the dog appear 
clumsy or coarse . 

S K U L L 

The skull should be broad between the ea rs , gradually narrowing to 
eyes, moderately rounded between ears , flattening on top as it approaches 
the eyes, rounding off to cheeks, which should be moderately flat. There 
should be a slight furrow between the eyes; the top line of skull and top 
line of the muzzle showing but little break downward from a straight line 
a3 they join. 

M U Z Z L E 

The muzzle should be large and bulky in proportion to size of skull , 
diminishing but little in width and depth from junction with skull to nose; 
lips close fitting; nose black; upper and lower jaws broad with large 
teeth, front teeth meeting with a sc i s so r s grip but never overshot or 
undershot. 

E Y E S 

Brown, almond shaped, moderately large for this shape of eye, set 
obliquely in skull . Dark eyes preferred. 

EARS 

T h e e a r s 8 n o u l c l be of medium s ize , but smal l in proportion to head. 
The upper halves of the ears are triangular in shape, slightly rounded at 
tips set wide apart on outside back edges of the skull with the lower part 
ol the ear joining the skull on a line with the upper corner of the eye, 
giving the tips of the ears the appearance, when erect, of standing off 
Jrom the skull . When erect, the ears point slightly forward, but when 
the dog is at work the ears are sometimes folded against the skull . High 
set ears are a fault. 

NECK 

The neck should be strong and moderately arched. 

BODY 

The chest should be strong and deep; body should be strong and com­
pactly built but not short coupled. The back should be straight and 
gently sloping to the hips. The loins should be well muscled and not so 
short as to interfere with easy, rhythmic movement with powerful drive 
from the hindquarters. A long loin which weakens the back is also a 
fault. No excess weight. 

SHOULDERS. L E G S AND F E E T 

Shoulders should be moderately sloping; forelegs heavily boned and 
muscled, straight to pasterns, which should be short and strong and 
almost vert ical as viewed fronwthe side. The feet should be large and 
compact, toes tight-fitting and well arched, pads thick and tough, toe 
nails short and strong. There should be a protective growth of hair 
between toes. Hind legs must be broad and powerfully muscled through 
thighs; stifles moderately bent, hock joints broad and strong, moderately 
bent and well let down. As viewed from behind, the hind legs should not 
appear bowed in bone, but stand and move true, in line with movement 
of the front legs, ami not too close or too wide. The legs of the Mala­
mute must indicate unusual strength and temendous propelling power. 
Any Indication of unsoundness in legs or feet, standing or moving, is to 
be considered a serious fault. Dewclaws on the hind logs are undesirable 
and should lie removed shortly after pups are whelped. 

T A I L 

Moderately set and following the line of the spine at the start, well-
furred and carr ied over the back when not working, not tightly curled to 
rest on back, or short-furred and carr ied like a fox brush, a waving 
plume appearance, instead. 

COAT 

The Malamute should have a thick, coarse, guard coat, not long and 
soft. The undercoat is dense, from 1 to 2 inches in depth, oily and 
woolly. The coarse guard coat stands out, and there is a thick fur 
around the neck. The guard coat var ies in length as does the undercoat, 
however, in general, the coat is moderately short to medium along the 
sides of the body with the length of the coat increasing somewhat around 
the shoulders and neck, down the back and over the rump, as well as in 
the breeching and plume. Malamutes usually have shorter and less 
dense coats when shed out during the summer months. 

COLOR AND MARKINGS 

The usual colors range from light grey through the intermediate 
shadings to black, always with white on underbodies, parts of legs, feet 
and part of mask markings. Markings should be either cap-like and/or 
mask-like on face. A white blaze on forehead and/or col lar or spot on 
nape is attractive and acceptable, but broken color extending over the 
body in spots or uneven splashings i s undesirable. One should dist in­
guish between mantled dogs and splash-coated dogs. The only solid 
color allowable is the all-white. 

S I ZE 

There is a natural range in s ize in the breed. The desirable freight­
ing s izes are: 

MALES : 25 inches at the shoulders - 85 pounds 
F E M A L E S : 23 inches at the shoulders - 75 pounds 

However, s ize consideration should not outweigh that of type, .proportion 
and functional attributes, such as shoulders, chest, legs, feet and 
movement. When dogs are judged equal in type, proportion and function­
al attributes, the dog nearest the desirable freighting size is to be 
preferred. 

IMPORTANT In judging Alaskan Malamutcs their function as a sledge 
dog lor heavy freighting must be given consideration above al l e lse . 

The judge must bear in mind that this breed is designed pr imar i ly as the 
working sledge dog of the North for hauling heavy freight, and therefore, 
he should be a heavy-boned, powerfully built, compact dog with sound 
legs, good feet, deep chest, powerful shoulders, steady, balanced, 
t i re less gait, and the other physical equipment necessary for the eff i ­
cient performance of his job. He i sn ' t intended as a racing sled dog 
designed to compete in speed tr ia ls with the smal ler Northern breeds. 
The Malamute as a sledge dog for heavy freighting is designed for 
strength and endurance and any characterist ic of the individual specimen, 
including temperament, which interferes with the accomplishment of this 
purpose are to be considered the most serious of faults. Faults under 
this provision would be splay-footedness, any indication of unsoundness 
or weakness in legs, cowhocks, bad pasterns, straight shoulders, lack 
of angulation, stilted gaits or any gait which isn ' t balanced, strong and 
steady; ranginess, shallowness, ponderousness, lightness of bone, poor 
over-all proportion and s imi lar character is t ics .

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

Delete the paragraph in the present standard designated "Height", 
and substitute in its place the following Scale of Points: 

V A R I E T I E S - there shall be two varieties: 
Thirteen Inch - which shall be for hounds not exceeding thirteen 

inches in height, 
Fifteen Inch — which shall be for hounds over thirteen but not

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

The "Distinctive Character is t ics" of the Groenendael have been 
amended to read as follows: 

Long -haired 
COLOR 

(a) Black. Some white hairs on the chest and hind feet are allowed. 
Long, smooth, straight and flat over the entire surface of the body, 
except on the head, the outside of the ears and the lower part of the 
legs, where it is short. The opening of the ear is protected by tufts 
of hair . The neck is adorned with long and abundant hair, like a 
collarette. The back of the forearm is ornamented with a fringe of 
long hair from the elbow to the level of the knee. The hindquarters 
are trimmed with long, abundant hair forming what is known as the 

B O U V I E R D E S F L A N D R E S 

The Bouvier des Flandres is a rough-coated dog of notably rugged 
appearance as befitting an erstwhile cattle driver and farmers ' helper 
of Flandres, and later an ambulance dog and messenger in World War I. 
He is a compact-bodied, powerfully built dog of upstanding carr iage and 
alert , intelligent expression. 

HEAD 

The head is medium long, with the skull slightly longer than the 
muzzle. 

S K U L L 

Almost flat on top, moderately wide between the ea rs , and sloping 
slightly toward the muzzle. The brow is noticeably arched over the 
eyes. The stop is shallow, and the under-eye fill-in good. 

EARS 

Rough-coated, set high on the head and cropped to a triangular 
contour. They stand erect and are carr ied straight up. 

E Y E S 

Neither protruding nor sunken, the eyes are set a trifle obliquely in 
the skull and not too far apart. They are of medium size and very 
nearly oval. Preferred color, a dark nut-brown. Black eyes, although 
not considered faulty, are less desirable as contributing to a somber 
expression. Light-colored eyes, and staring or wild expression are 
faulty. 

M U Z Z L E 

Wide, deep and well filled out, the width narrowing gradually towards 
the tip of the nose. Cheeks are clean or flat-sided, the jaws powerful, 
and the lips dry and tight-fitting. A narrow muzzle, suggestive of 
wepkeness, is faulty. 

T E E T H 

Strong and white, with the canines set well apart, the teeth meet in 
a sc i ssors bite. 

NOSE 

Black and well developed, the nostri ls wide open. Across the top 
the contour is a trifle rounded as opposed to flat. Brown, pink and 
spotted noses are faulty. 

NECK AND SHOULDERS 

The neck is well rounded, slightly arched, and carr ied almost 
upright, its thickness gradually increasing as it fits gracefully into the 
shoulders. Clean and dry at the throat. The shoulders are long and 
sloping. 

BODY AND T A I L 

The brisket is deep, extending down at least to the point of the 
elbows, and of moderate width. 

BACK 

Short, strong and straight. 

LOINS 

Short, taut and slightly arched in top line, while the rump is broad 
and square rather than sloping. Ribs are deep and well sprung. As 
advantageous for breeding purposes, slightly greater length o f loin is 
permissible in bitches. 

T A I L 

Set high, carr ied up, and docked to about 4 inches. 
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L E G S AND F E E T CHEST 

The leg bones, although only moderate in girth, are made to appear 
heavy because of their covering with thick, rough hair. 

FOREJLEGS 

Straight as viewed from the front or side, with elbows turned neither 
in nor out. 

HINDLEGS 

Hindquarters are f irm and well muscled, with large, powerful hams. 
Legs are strong and sturdy, with hocks well let down and wide apart. 
They are slightly angulated at stifle and hock joints. Viewed from the 
back they are absolutely paral lel . 

F E E T 

Round, compact, with toes arched and close. The nails are black, 
the pads thick and tough. 

COAT 

Rough, touseled and unkempt in appearance, the coat is capable of 
withstanding the hardest work in the most inclement weather. 

TOPCOAT 

Harsh, rough and wiry, and so thick that when separated by the hand 
the skin is hardly visible. 

UNDERCOAT 

Fine and soft in texture, and thicker in winter. On the skull the hair 
is shorter and almost smooth. On the brows it is longer, thus forming 
eyebrows. Longer growth on muzzle and underjaw form mustache and 
beard. On the legs it is thick and rough, on the feet rather short. Soft 
silky or woolly topcoats are faulty. 

COLOR 

The chest should be broad when viewed from in front, and there 
should be great depth from withers to brisket, so that the latter is 
nearer the ground than the belly. 

BODY 

The body should be well rounded with marked spring of r ib , the 
back shouid be short and strong. The back ribs deep. Slightly arched 
over the lotn. The shoulders should be strong and muscular but with­
out heaviness. The shoulder blades should be wide and flat and there 
should be a very pronounced backward slope from the bottom edge of 
the blade to the top edge. Behind the shoulders there should be no 
slackness or dip at the withers. The underline from the brisket to the 
belly should form a graceful upward curve. 

L E G S 

The legs should be big boned but not to the point of coarseness; the 
forelegs should be of moderate length, perfectly straight, and the dog 
must stand f irmly upon them. The elbows must turn neither in nor 
out, and the pasterns should be strong and upright. The hindlegs should 
be paral lel viewed from behind. The thighs very muscular with hocks 
well let down. Hind pasterns short and upright. The stifle joint should 
be well bent with a well developed second thigh. 

F E E T 

The feet round and compact with well arched toes like a cat . 

T A I L 

The tail should be short, set on low, fine, and ideally should be 
carr ied horizontally. It should be thick where it joins the body, and 
should taper to a fine point. 

COAT 

The coat shouid be short, flat, harsh to the touch and with a fine 
g loss . The dog1 s skin should fit it tightly. 

From fawn to black; pepper and salt , gray and brindle. A white 
star on the chest is allowed. Chocolate brown with white spots is faulty. 

HEIGHT 

Dogs from 23-1/2 inches to 27-1/2 inches; bitches a minimum of 
22-3/4 inches.

B U L L T E R R I E R ( W H I T E ) 

The Bull T e r r i e r must be strongly built, muscular, symmetrical 
and active, with a keen determined and intelligent expression, full of 
fire but of sweet disposition and amenable to discipl ine. 

HEAD 

The head should be long, strong and deep right to the end of the 
muzzle, but not coarse . Ful l face it should be oval in outline and be 
filled completely up giving the impression of fullness with a surface 
devoid of hollows or indentations, i . e . , egg shaped. In profile it 
should curve gently downwards from the top of the skull to the tip of 
the nose. The forehead should be flat across from ear to ear . The 
distance from the tip of the nose to the eyes should be perceptibly 
greater than that from the eyes to the top of the sku l l . The underjaw 
should be deep and well defined. 

LIPS 

The lips should be clean and tight. 

T E E T H 

The teeth should meet in either a level or in a sc i ssor bite. In 
the sc issors bite the top teeth should fit in front of and closely 
against the lower teeth, and they should be sound, strong and per ­
fectly regular. 

EARS 

The ears should be sma l l , thin and placed close together. They 
should be capable of being held stiffly erect , when they should point 
upwards. 

E Y E S 

The eyes should be well sunken and as dark as possible, with a 
piercing glint and they should be sma l l , triangular and obliquely 
placed; set near together and high up on the dog's head. 

NOSE 

The nose should be black, with well developed nostri ls bent down­
wards at the tip. 

NECK 

The neck should be very muscular, long, arched and clean, taper­
ing from the shoulders to the head and it should be free from loose 
skin. 

COLOR 

The color should be pure white, though markings on the head are 
permiss ib le . Any markings elsewhere on the coat shall disqualify. 

MOVEMENT 

The dog shall move smoothly, covering the ground with f ree , easy 
s tr ides , fore and hindlegs should mo've paral lel each to each when 
viewed from in front or Dehind. The forelegs reaching out well 
and the hindlegs moving smoothly at the hip and flexing well at the 
stifle and hock. The dog should move compactly and in one piece 
but with a typical jaunty a ir that suggests agility and power. 

F A U L T S 

Any departure from the foregoing points shall be considered 
a fault, and the seriousness of the fault shall be in exact propor­
tion to its degree, i . e . A very crooked front is a very bad fault; 
a rather crooked front is a rather bad fault; and a slightly crooked 
front is a slight fault. 

B U L L T E R R I E R ( C O L O R E D ) 

The Standard for the Colored Variety is the same as for the 
White except for the sub-bead "Co lo r " which reads:

E Y E S 

Large , dark and round, but not prominent. The eyes shouid be 
spaced well apart.

Long and set high, with plenty of feather. 

MOUTH 

Leve l . 

N E C K 

Should be well set on. 

F O R E Q U A R T E R S 

Shoulders not too straight. Legs: moderate bone, straight. 
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BODY 

Should be short-coupled with plenty of spring of r ib . Back level. 
Chest moderate, leaving ample heart room. 

HINDQUARTERS 

Legs: moderate bone, straight. 

F E E T 

Compact, well-cushioned and well feathered. 

T A I L 

The docking of tai ls is optional. The length of the tail should be 
in balance with the body. 

COAT 

Long, si lky and free from cu r l . A slight wave is permissib le . 
There should be plenty of feather. 

COLOUR 

Black and Tan - raven black with tan markings above eyes , on 
cheeks, inside e a r s , on chest and legs and underside of ta i l . Tan 
should be bright. Ruby - whole-coloured r ich red. Blenheim -
r ich chestnut markings well broken-up on a pearly white ground. 
The markings should De evenly divided on the head, leaving room 
between the ears for the much valued lozenge mark or spot, a 
unique characterist ic of this breed. Tri-colour - Black and white, 
well spaced and broken-up, with tan markings over the eyes , on 
cheeks, inside ea r s , inside legs and on underside of ta i l . Black and 
White permissible but not desirable. 

WEIGHT AND S IZE 

Weight: 10 to 18 lbs. A small well balanced dog well between 
these weights is desirable. 

F A U L T S 

Light eyes . Undershot and crooked mouths and pig jaws. White 
marks on whole coloured specimens. Coarseness of type. Putty 
noses. F lesh marks . Nervousness. 

D A C H S H U N D S 

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

Confirming an ear l ier ruling of the Board concerning the maximum 
permissible height at shows for Miniature Dachshunds, the Board has 
ordered the following added to the standards for the three varieties of 
Miniature Dachshunds: 

"A Miniature Dachshund over 9 lbs. i s not eligible to compete 
at shows held under the Dog Show Rules of The Canadian Kennel 
Club. If, at such a show, a Miniature Dachshund is officially 
weighed and is found to exceed 9 lbs. said dog shall be declared 
absent and not permitted in competition at the show." 

D A N D I E D I N M O N T T E R R I E R 

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

Delete the f irst sentence in the paragraph headed "Weight", substitut­
ing in its place the following: 

"The preferred weight from 18 to 24 pounds." 

D R E V E R 

T O T A L A P P E A R A N C E 

The Drever should be of somewhat less than medium s i ze . Appearance 
from the side should be rectangular. It must be compact, of good stature, 
powerful with well-developed musculature, lithe and agile. It must be 
alert and sel l-possessed. External sexual characterist ics should be well 
developed. 

HEAD 

The head should be relatively large. It should be longish, broadest 
between the ea rs , diminishing toward the snout with a slight supraorbital 
ridge. The snout should be well developed and snippy neither from above 
nor from the side view. The bridge of the nose should be straight or 
slightly convex. The tip of the nose should be well developed with wide 
nostr i ls . It is preferably black. The lower edge of the upper lip should 
overlap the edge of the lower jaw. The lower lip should fit tightly against 
the lower jaw. The bite should be powerful and the upper incisors fit 
f irmly against the lowers. 
E Y E S 

The eyes should be clear and express ive . They must not protrude or 
be stary. They are preferably dark brown. The eye l i d s should be thin 
and fit closely over the eyes . 
EARS 

The ears should be of medium length and wide, bluntly rounded at the 
tips. They must be set neither especially high nor low. When at attention 
the forward edge of the ear should be against the head. 

NECK 

The neck should be long and powerful. It should flow gracefully and 

smoothly into the trunk. The skin of the neck should be fair ly loose though 
not so loose as to form pouches at the throat or chin. 

TRUNK 

The back should be straight or , from side View, slightly arched at the 
r ea r . It should be strong and slope gently from the withers to the sacra l 
region. The hind quarters should flow evenly in to the slightly ascending 
line of the abdomen. 

E X T R E M I T I E S 

The shoulders should be muscular with long, sloping shoulder blades, 
set well into the chest and back. The points of the shouluer blades must 
not extend up over the apopysis of the spine of the vertebrae of the withers 
The front legs should be powerful and in front view, straight and parallel . 
The upper foreleg should be relatively long and broad and f orm a good 

angle with the shoulder blade. The meta carpus should be springy and 
form only a slight angle with the radius and ulna. F rom rear view the 
hind legs should be straight and para l le l . There should be good bends 
at knee and back joints. The thighs should be muscular and broad from 
side view. The meta tarsus should be short and almost perpendicular. 
There should be no dewclaws. Both front and back paws should be firm 
with toes pointing forward and close together. The pads should be well 
developed and hard. 

T A I L 

The tail should be long and thick at the root. Preferably, it should 
be carr ied hanging, but when the dog is in motion it may be carr ied 
higher, though never over the back. 

COAT 

The coat should be complete. The hair should be close and straight. 
On the head, e a r s , lower legs, upper side of tail it should be relatively 
short: longer on the neck, back and back part of the thighs. It should 
be bristly on the underside of the tai l , but not feathered. 

COLOUR 

Al l colours are permitted, but there must be some white visible 
from front sides and back. It should preferably appear on the front, 
including the neck, and at the tip of the tail ond on the paws. The colour 
should be clean. 

HEIGHT 

The height of the dog at the withers should be 36cm, of the bitch, 34. 
The dogs height should not exceed 40 cm, nor be less than 32. The 
height of the bitch should not vary from a maximum of 38 cm and a 
m i n i m u m rif SO 

G R I F F O N ( B R U S S E L S ) 

G E N E R A L A P P E A R A N C E 

A toy dog, intelligent, alert, sturdy, with a thick-set short 
body, a smart carr iage and set-up, attracting attention by an 
almost human expression. 

HEAD 

Skull: Large and round, with a domed forehead. E a r s -
smal l and set rather high on the head. May be shown cropped or 
natural. If natural they are carr ied semi-erect. Eyes - should 
be set well apart, very large, black, prominent, and well open. 
The eyelashes long and black. Eyel ids edged with black. Nose -
very black, extremely short, its tip being set back deeply 
between eyes so as to form a lay-back. The nostri ls large, the 
stop deep. L ips -edged with black, not pendulous but well brought 
together, giving a clean finish to the mouth. Jaws - chin must 
be undershot, prominent, and large with an upward sweep. The 
incisors of the lower jaw should protrude over the upper incisors 
and the lower jaw should be rather broad. Neither teeth nor 
tongue should 6how when the mouth is closed. A wry mouth is 
serious fault. 

BODY AND L E G S 

Brisket should be broad and deep, ribs well sprung, back level 
and short. Neck - medium length, gracefully arched. Ta i l - set 
and held high, docked to about one third. Forelegs - of medium 
length, straight in bone, well muscled, set moderately wide 
apart and straight from the point of the shoulders as viewed from 
the front. Pasterns short and strong. Hind legs - set true, 
thighs strong and well muscled, stif les bent, hocks well let down, 
turning neither In nor out. Feet - round, smal l and compact, 
turned neither in nor out. Toes well arched. Black pads and 
toenails preferred. 

COAT 

There are two distinct types of coat - rough and smooth. The 
rough coat should be wiry and dense, the harder and more wiry 
the better. On no account should the dog look or feel woolly, and 
there should be no si lky hair anywhere. The coat should not be 
so long as to give a shaggy appearance, but should st i l l be d is ­
tinctly different all over from the smooth coat. The head should 
be covered with wiry hair, slightly longer around the eyes, nose, 
cheeks, and chin, thus forming a fringe. The smooth coat is 
s imi lar to that of the Boston T e r r i e r or English Bulldog, with no 
' race of wire hair. 

COLOR 

In the rough-coated type, coat is either: 1. reddish brown, 
vith a little black at the whiskers and chin allowable, or 2. black 
md reddish brown mixed, usually with black mask and whiskers, 
>>r, 3. black with uniform reddish brown markings, usually 
ippearing under the chin, on the legs, over the eyebrows, around 
he edges of the ears and around the vent, or, 4. solid black. 
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The colors of the smooth-coated type are the same as those of 
the rough-coated type. Any white hairs in either the rough or 
smooth coat are a serious fault, except for "frost" on the black 
muzzle of a mature dog, which is natural. 

WEIGHT 

For the c l ass of dogs and bitches of a small s ize , the weight 
should not exceed 7 pounds. For the c lass of dogs and bitches of 
a large s ize , that is weighing more than 7 pounds, the weight 
should not exceed 11 pounds for dogs and 12 pounds for bitches. 
Note: Type and quality are of greater importance than weight, 
and a smal ler dog that is sturdy and well proportioned should 
not be penalized.

Dudley or butterfly nose, white spot or blaze anywhere on coat, 
hanging tongue, jaw overshot. 

P A P I L L O N 

H INDLEGS 

The thighs are fair ly muscular and well-angulated. The hindlegs are 
slender and paral lel when viewed from behind. They are covered to the 
hocks with abundant breeches (culottes); the hind pastern is covered with 
short smooth hair . The stifles are well-angulated. The hocks are 
placed fair ly high. 
Fault: Cow hocks. 

F E E T 

The feet of the Papillon are thin and elongated (harelike). The toes 
are close and arched. The hair on the feet is short, but fine tufts may 
appear between the toes and grow beyond them, forming a point. 

T A I L 

The tail of the Papillon is set high and carr ied well arched over the 
body. The plume on the tail usually hangs on the side of the body. 

COAT 

The Papil lon's coat is short and smooth on the head, muzzle, front of 
legs, and back of legs from the hocks downward. The hair around the 
neck forms a collarette. The hair on the neck, shoulders, and breast is 
abundant in comparison with that on the rest of the body. The back of 
the forelegs should be well fringed, the length of the fringes shortening 
down to the pastern. The tail is covered with a long abundant plume. 

Q U A L I T Y O F COAT 

The coat is profuse and shiny, and may be slightly wavy, but not 
curly. There is no undercoat. The hair on the back is flat. The coat 
is soft and comparatively fine, but has a resi l ient quality. 

S I ZE 

The height of the Papillon at the withers should be 11 inches or under. 
The weight and height should be in good proportion. 
Disqualification: 12 inches and over. 

GAIT 

The gait is free, quick, easy and graceful. 

G E N E R A L A P P E A R A N C E 

The Papillon is a toy dog of fine-boned structure. It is gentle, 
intelligent, dainty, and of lively action. It is not a diminutive form of 
a breed. There is only one classif ication -- the toy. 

HEAD 

The head of the Papillon is well proportioned to the body. It may 
appear small because it is covered with short hair while the rest of the 
body is heavily coated. The skull should be of medium width and 
slightly rounded between the ea rs . A well-defined stop is formed where 
the muzzle joins the skul l . The muzzle is shorter than the skull and is 
fine, it is abruptly thinner than the head, becoming more slender down 
to the nose. 

NOSE 

The nose of the Papillon is smal l and rounded, and is slightly flat on 
top. It should be black. 

Disnualification: Pink nose, or one with pink spots. 

E Y E S 

The eyes of the Papillon are dark and expressive. The center of the 
eyes is on a line with the stop. The shape of the eye is round. R im 
around the eyes should be black. Eyes must not bulge. 

MOUTH 

The jaws of the Papillon are well adjusted; the lips are tight and thin, 
and should be black. Teeth should meet in a s c i s so r s bite. 
Fault: The iaw should sot be overshot or undershot. 

EARS 

The ears of Papillons of cither the erect or the drop type should be 
large and set on the sides of the head. The ears should be fringed. 
(1) The erect type of ears is carr ied obliquely and moves like the spread 

wings of a butterfly. At rest or when relaxed, their position forms 
an angle of approximately 45 degrees to the head. The concha is 
largely open, and the inside is entirely visible and covered with 
silken hair . The ears should be of fine leather and of sufficient 
strength to maintain the opened-up position. 

(2) The drop type of ears (known on the Continent as Phalene), is s im i ­
lar to the erect type, but the ears are carr ied drooping, and must be 
completely down. 

Major fault: E a r s partly down. 

NECK 

The neck of the Papillon is slender, and is lost in the collarette. 

BOD\ 

The body of the Papillon must be slightly longer than high. The 
Papillon is not a cobby dog. The back is level . The chest is of medium 
depth and width. The ribs are arched. The loins are tucked up. 

SHOUIDERS 

The shoulders of the Papillon should be flexible and well-angulated, 
and are hidden by hair . 

F O R E L E G S 

The forelegs of the Papillon are fine and straight, ft stands with 
frunt feet rather close together. The back of the forelegs is covered 
with abundant fringes, diminishing to the pastern; the front of the fore­
legs is covered with short hair . 

COLOR AND MARKINGS 

Papillons are two-colored or tri-colored. The usual two-colors are 
white and black, white and sable, or white and some shade of red, vary ­
ing from light tan to deep red. The color i s usually in- spots or patches 
thrown in relief against white, which predominates. The s ize , shape, 
and placement of the patches are without importance.The tri-colored 
Papillon is black and white with tan spots. The tan spots may appear 
over the eyes, on the cheeks, in the ea rs , and under the tai l . The 
exact placement or omission of the tan spots is of no importance. The 
black appears in patches on white in the same manner as in the dog of 
two colors. A saddle is permissible. A blaze is desirable, but not 
essential. Among the allowable colors and markings, there is no prefer­
ence. 
Fault: A coat of solid color. 

P I N S C H E R ( M I N I A T U R E ) 

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

Delete the paragraph in the present standard headed "Size and Weight" 
replacing it with a new paragraph headed " S I Z E " , reading: 

S I ZE 

Desired height 11 inches to 11-1/2 inches at the withers. A dog of 
eigher sex measuring under 10 inches or over 12-1/2 inches shall be 
disqualified. 

P O I N T E R 

G E N E R A L A P P E A R A N C E 

The Pointer is bred pr imar i ly for sport afield; he should unmistakably 
look and act the part. The ideal specimen gives the immediate impres­
sion of compact power and agile grace; the head noble, proudly carr ied; 
the expression intelligent and alert; the muscular body bespeaking both 
staying power and dash. Here is an animal whose every movement shows 
him to be a wide-awake, hard driving hunting dog possessing stamina, 
courage, and the desire to go. And in h is expression are the loyalty and 
devotion of a true friend of man. 

T E M P E R A M E N T 

The Pointer 's even temperament and alert good sense make him a 
congenial companion both in the field and in the home. He should be 
dignified, yet showing at al l t imes a responsive attitude. 

HEAD 

Skull long and proportionately wide, but indicating length rather than 
width. Slight furrow between the eyes, cheeks cleanly chiseled. A 
pronounced stop midway between nostr i ls and occiput. Muzzle long, in 
the same plane as the skul l . Jaws ending level and square, with sc i s so r s 
or even bite. The flews clean. Nostri ls laree. spongy, widely open. 

EARS 

Set on at eye level. When hanging naturally, they should reach 
below the lower jaw, close to the head, with little or no folding. They 
should be somewhat pointed at the tip - never round - and soft and thin 
in leather. 
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Of medium size, rounded, pleasant in expression and the darker the 
better. 

NECK 

Long, dry, muscular and slightly arched, springing cleanly from the 
shoulders. 

SHOULDERS 

Long, thin, and sloping. The top of blades close together. 

FRONT 

Elbows well down, directly under the withers and truly paral le l , so 
as to work just c lear of the body. Forelegs straight and with oval bone. 
Knee-joint never to knuckle over. Pasterns of moderate length, per­
ceptibly finer in bone than the leg, and slightly slanting. Chest, deep 
rather than wide, must not hinder free action of the forelegs. The 
breastbone bold without being unduly prominent. The ribs well sprung, 
descending as low as the elbow-point. 

BACK 

Strong and solid, with only a slight r i se from croup to top of 
shoulders. Loin of moderate length, powerful and slightly arched. 
Croup falling only slightly to base of tail . Tuck-up should be apparent, 
but ,iot exaggerated. 

T A I L 

Heavier at the root, gradually tapering to a fine point. Length no 
greater than to reach to the hock-joint. Carr ied straight, ideally on a 
level with the back. 

HINDQUARTERS 

Muscular and powerful, with great propelling leverage. Thighs long 
and well-developed. Stifles wide and well bent. The hocks clean and 
parallel . Decided angulation is the mark of power and endurance. 

F E E T 

Oval, with long, closely-set, arched toes, well padded, and deep. 

COAT 

Short, dense, smooth with a sheen. 

COLOR 

I iver lemon black, orange; either In combination with white or 
solid-colored A good Pointer cannot be a bad color. In the darker 
colors tne nose snould be black or brown; in the lighter shades it may 
be lighter or flesh-colored. 

GAIT 

Smooth fr ict ionlcss, with a powerful hindquarters drive The head 
should be carr ied high, the nostri ls wide, the tail moving from side to 
side rhythmically with the pace, giving the impression of a well-
balanced, strongly-built hunting dog capable of top speed combined 
with great stamina. 

BALANCE AND S IZE 

Balance - over-all symmetry - is much more important in the 
Pointer than size. It is just as vital in a dog bred for field work as it 
is in an athlete or a race horse, and for the same reasons; it indicates 
muscular co-ordination, endurance, and an equilibrium of power. 
Whether large or smal l , a well put-together Pointer, "smooth all 
over" , is to be preferred to an uneven one with contrasting good and 
bad points. Provided there is balance, considerable variation in size 
and weight is permissible. 

F A U L T S 

General Appearance -- Lack of true Pointer type. Hound or terr ier 
character ist ics. Temperament -- timidity, unruliness. 
Head -- Blocky or apple head. Short or snipey muzzle or frog face. 
Bulging cheeks or pendulous flews. Lack of stop, down-face, Roman 
nose. Undershot or overshot. Small or dry nostr i ls . 
E a r s — Low set, round, heavy, folded, leathery or hound ears . 
Eyes -- Light, hard, almond, or staring eyes. 
Neck -- Ewe neck. Throatiness. Short, thick neck. 
Shoulders — Loaded or bossy shoulders. Set wide apart at top. 
Straight shoulders, no slope. 
Front — Elbows turned either in or out. Forelegs knuckled over. 
Straight pasterns, terrier-front. Bone of forelegs coarse, fine, or 
round. Narrow chested, shallow, shelly, pigeon-breasted. Chest too 
wide, resulting in elbows out.

P O I N T E R ( G E R M A N W I R E - H A I R E D ) 

The German Wirehaired Pointer is a dog that is essential ly 
Pointer in type, of sturdy build, l ively manner, and an intelligent, 
determined expression. In disposition the dog has been described 
as energetic, rather aloof but not unfriendly. 

HEAD 

The head Is moderately long, the skull broad, the occipital bone 
not too prominent. The stop is medium, the muzzle fair ly long with 
nasal bone straight and broad, the lips a trifle pendulous but close 
and bearded. The nose is dark brown with nostri ls wide open, and 
the teeth are strong with s c i s so r s bite. The e a r s , rounded but not 
too broad, hand close to the sides of the head. Eyes are brown, 
medium in s i ze , oval in contour, bright and clear and overhung with 
bushy eyebrows. Yellow eyes are not desirable. The neck is of 
medium length, slightly arched and devoid of dewlap, fn fact, the 
skin throughout is notably tight to the body. 

BODY AND T A I L 

The body is a little longer than it is high, as ten is to nine, with 
the back short, straight and strong, the entire back line showing a 
perceptible slope down from withers to croup. The chest is deep 
and capacious, the r ibs well sprung, loins taut and slender, the 
tuck-up apparent. Hips are broad, with croup nicely rounded and the 
tail docked, approximately 2/5ths of original length. 

L E G S AND F E E T 

Fore legs are straight, with shoulders obliquely set and elbows 
close. The thighs are strong and muscular. The hind legs are 
moderately angulated at stifle and hock and as viewed from behind, 
paraUel to each other. Round in outline, the feet are webbed, high 
arched with toes c lose, their pads thick and hard, and their nails 
strong and quite heavy. Leg bones are flat rather than round, and 
strong, but not so heavy or coarse as to militate against the dog's 
natural agility. 

COAT 

The coat is weather resist ing and to some extent water repellent. 
The undercoat is dense enough in winter to insulate against the cold 
but so thin in summer as to be almost invisible. The distinctive outer 
coat is straight, harsh, wiry and rather flat-lying, from one and one 
half to two inches in length, it is long enough to protect against the 
punishment of rough cover but not so long as to hide the outline. On 
the lower legs it is shorter and between the toes of softer texture. 
On the skull it is naturally short and close fitting, while over the 
shoulders and around the tail it is very dense and heavy. The tail is 
nicely coated particularly on the underside, but devoid of feather. 
These dogs have bushy eyebrows of strong, straight hair and beards 
and whiskers of medium length. 

A short smooth coat, a soft woolly coat or an excessively long coat 
is to be severely penalized. 

COLOR 

The coat is l iver and white, usually either l iver and white sjwtted, 
l iver roan, l iver and white spotted with ticking and roaning or some­
times solid l iver . The nose is dark brown. The head is brown, 
sometimes with a white blaze, the ears brown. 

Any black in the coat is to be severely penalized. Spotted and flesh 
colored noses are undesirable and are to be penalized. 

S I Z E 

Height of males should be from 24 to 26 inches at the withers, 
bitches smal ler but not under 22 inches. 

P O H E R A N ; 

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

Delete the present paragraph under "Co lor" and in its place substitute 
the following; 

COLOR 

Twelve colors , or color combination are permissible and recognized 
namely, black brown, chocolate, beaver, red, orange, c ream, orange-
sable, wolf-sable, blue, white and parti-color. The beaver color is a 
dark beige. A parti-color dog is white with orange or black color d is ­
tributed in even patches on the body, with white blaze on head desirable. 
Where whole colored and parti-colored Pomeranians compete together, 
the preference should, other points being equal, be given to the whole 
colored specimen. Sable-colored dogs must be shaded throughout as 
uniformly as possibe, with no self-colored patches. In orange-sabl". the 
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unaercoat must be a light tan color witn ueeper orange guard hairs end­
ing in black tippings. In wolf-sable the undercoat is light gray with a 
deeper shade of steel gray guard hairs ending in black tippings. A 
shaded muzzle on the sables is permissible, but a black mask on sables 
is a minor fault. Orange Pomeranians must be self-colored throughout 
with light shadings of the same tone (not white) on breechings permitted. 
A black mask on an orange Pomeranian is a major fault. White chest, 
white foot, or white leg on whole colored dogs are major faults. WhiL.* 
hairs on black, brown, blue, or sable Pomeranians are objectionable. 
Tinges of lemon, or any other color, on white dogs are objectionable. 
The above co lors , aa described, are the only allowable colors or com­
bination of colors for Pomeranians.

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

The Standard for the Poodle has been amended as follows: 
(1) Section 14 has been amended to read as follows: 

" i l . Disqualifications 
Parti -colors. 
Unorthodox clip. 
Any size over or under the limits specified in Section 15 . " 

(2) Section 15 has been amended to read as follows: 
"15. Size--The Standard Poodle is 15 inches or over at the withers. 

Any Poodle which is less than 15 inches in height shall be 
disqualified from competition as a Standard Poodle. 

The Miniature Poodle is under 15 inches at the withers 
with a minimum height in excess of 10 inches. Any Poodle 
which is 15 inches or over or 10 inches or under at the 
withers shall be disqualified from competition as a Miniature 
Poodle. 

The Toy poodle is 10 inches or under at the withers. Any 
Poodle which is more than 10 inches at the withers shall be 
disqualified from competition as a Toy Poodle. M 

P U D E L P O I N T E R 

G E N E R A L A P P E A H A M C C 

The overal l picture should be that of an agile, versati le hunting dog 
with sufficient height, standing over plenty of ground. The dog should 
look powerful, taut with grace and nobility. His character should indi­
cate enthusiasm for work, keenness, spark and strong nerves. 

COAT 

Dense and hard, rather tight to the body with fine woolly undercoat. 
Medium long. Faulty is long, soft, open hair that does not fit close to 
the body as well as short. DSOUPy ha>r without beard. 

COLOR 

Dark l iver to autumn leaves. Black only where dogs ca r ry concen­
trated Pointer blood. Inconspicuous small white marks (chest and paws) 
are permitted. 

HEAD 

Long and wide, harmonically balanced muzzle and forehead. Well 
developed beard and eyebrows. E a r s medium s ize , close to head, 
slightly turned forward, not fleshy or houndy, rather pointed than round 
and well covered with protecting hair. 

E Y E S 

Rather large, agile, dark amber, well closed eyelids. Open eyelids 
disqualify dogs for breeding purposes. 

NECK 

Medium long well muscled and arched. 

CHEST 

Wide, very deep, ribs rather barre l round. 

BACK 

Short, strong loins and croup wide with well developed muscles. 
Tail in line with crouD not carr ied uowards. 

FRQNTQUARTERS 

Shoulder close to the body, well covered with muscles. Shoulder 
ind upper arm with plenty of angulation creating a long stride. Elbow 
located well back off brisket neither turned in nor outwards. Forearm 
straight, dry, c lear lines and bones, well covered with hard protecting 
hair. 

H I N D Q U A R T E R S 

Upper and lower thigh well angulated, lower thigh long with back­
ward slope toward hock joint. Bone from hock to pad absolutely straight. 

PAWS 

Round, closed, with hard pad. Ha i rs on and between paws not long. 

T A I L 

Rather thin, carr ied level , no feathering but covered with hard 
dense hair, docked like other versati le gun dog breeds. 

P U L I 

G E N E R A L A P P E A R A N C E AND C H A R A C T E R S ! i C a 

The Puli with his r ich shaggy coat and his bear-like rocking pace 
has a striking appearance which unmistakably shows the purpose for 
which he has oeen bred, the strenuous work herding the flock in al l 
kinds of weather on the plains of Hungary; hence SOUNDNESS is of 
greatest importance ana absolutely necessary for the proper fulfilment 
of his centuries-old task. 

This breed has a certain aloofness which does not lend itself to 
immediate and indiscriminate friendship. He has a quiet temperament, 
though vigorous, sturdy and active. His faithfulness towards his 
master is proverbial . The Puli must not be timid, shrinking behind 
his master. Lack of confidence under any surroundings Is not typical of 
good character. So, extreme timidity and nervous unbalance are a 
serious fault. 

The striking Breed character ist ic of the Puli is his unusual but 
typical coat of matted hair , the result of hundreds of years of natural 
development, and is adapted to outdoor living and extreme cl imates. 
There is nothing art i f icial in this coat, as nature made it grow like that 
and it is a sign of good hair quality. It is the unique and ancient style 
required for the I D E A L specimen of the Puli . The manner in which the 
coat grows is according to inheritance. We know of wide flat strands, 
narrower flat strands of different width and tied cords. As said before, 
the two different forms of matting depend on different inheritance, and 
can only be bred to perfection through str ict breed selection. Puppies 
born with a fairly smooth-haired tufted coat seem to develop the flat 
strands, while puppies with a cur ly coat will develop tied cords. 
Ea r l i e r this thickly matted coat served a further essential purpose, 
which i s also useful today. It protected the dog against serious bite-
wounds in his fights with wild animals. The choking mass of hair 
prevented the teeth from reaching vit?>» are** . 

S I ZE 

Medium size — Males: 16*' to 18" Bitches: 14" to 16" 
Variations of AN INCH above or below the standard heights are 

acceptable. G R E A T E R variations must be considered a fault. 

WEIGHT 

Dogs of standard s ize in good condition average between 20 and 30 
lbs. for both sexes, and sometimes up to 35 lbs. 

HEAD 

Short and fair ly smal l . Completely covered with hair. Skull in 
proportion to the muzzle, not too broad. Stop, slight. Muzzle, not 
too pointed, and covered by long hair . Nose, blunt and NO other color 
than B L A C K . Flews tight and no other color than B L A C K . 
Fault: Black flews interspersed with light pigment. 
Serious Faults: Long narrow head; light-colored nose and flews. 
Disqualification: Flesh-colored nose and flews. 

EARS 

Pendant, not too close to head, fa ir ly high set, V-shaped, medium-
sized, covered with long hair , which makes them appear longer than 
they really are. 

Serious fault: "Dead" ear hound-like in appearance. 

E Y E S 

Medium sized and of dark-brown color; edges of eyelids black, 
bushy eyebrows cover the eyes completely. 
Serious faults: Protruding eyes - light-colored eyes and eyelids. 
Disqualification: Walleye. 

T E E T H 

Strong developed and large for the size of the dog; level or s c i s so r s 
bite. 
Fault: Undershot or overshot jaw. A badly undershot or overshot 
mouth should be heavily penalized. 

S T R U C T U R E 

Although the frame is hidden beneath a mantle of hair , the general 
appearance should suggest a vigorous well-proportioned body. 

NECK 

Medium long and muscular, slightly arched, covered with long hair 
and running into clean-cut sloping shoulders with elbows set closely to 
the chest. Head erect . 

C H E S T 

Fa i r ly broad and deep, but not so wide as to interfere with free 
action of front legs, nor yet narrow. Ribs well sprung and deep. 
Faults: Too narrow or too barrel-shaped chest. 

BODY 

Back of medium length, straight and muscular. Rump slightly 
sloping towards the root of the tail; moderately broad loins, well 
tucked up. Body and legs should form about a quadrangle. 

F O R E L E G S 

Very straight; not high; well-boned and muscular. Viewed from any 
side the legs are like vert ical columns. The upper leg joins the body 
closely without loose elbows. Covered all around with long hair . Dew-
claws, if they occur, should be removed at birth. 

H INDQUARTERS 

Well developed; moderately broad through the stifle, which is well 
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bent and muscular; hocks well developed, covered all around with long 
hair. Dewclaws, if they occur, should be removed at birth. 

F E E T 

Strong, round and compact with hard pads, well furnished with hair 
between the toes. Nails strong and black. 

T A I L 

Medium length, carr ied gay over back curling slightly to one side. 
Covered in its full length with long hair. Inborn stumptails occur 
occasionally. 

Faults: Ring, S ickel , or Whip T a i l . 

GAIT 

The movement or action is the crucia l test of conformation. The gait 
should be gay and bouncy; dog lifts feet well up. They are capable of 
great speed and show great stamina. 

COAT 

Felt-like, growing either in narrow or wide flat strands or round 
tied cords. The whole coat should give a uniform appearance. Hair 
should be of the same texture on al l parts of the body and be of a 
natural-original solid structure. Definitely long all over the body. A 
combed-out or brushed-out coat is as undesirable as a neglected coat. 
A distinct tendency to mat is already noticeable in the puppy coat. The 
hair is growing in bunches. Th is matting becomes distinctly visible 
when the dog is about one and a half years old and it takes about three 
years to spread over all the body. The undercoat, which resembles 
wool, is soft and dense, grows out and tangles with the outer coat, which 
is of fairly coarse texture, not straight or silky and free of cur ls . 
Through this the strands or cords form naturally. The outer hair with­
out the undercoat does not mat. Eliminating the undercoat causes the 
OPEN hair , especially If the outercoat Is very poor In thickness. Such 
a coat is objectionable. 

GOOD Q U A L I T Y OF COAT 

Definitely a D O U B L E coat. Dense, dull, un-elastic hair with its 
continuous inclination to entanglement and shagginess. 

F A U L T Y COATS 

Silky and elastic hair. Complete lack of undercoat. Short and open 
hair. 

COLOR 

Black, reddish-black, grey-reddish-black, all shades of grey and 
occasional white. Though jet-black and white are accepted in the stand­
ard, they should not be encouraged, as those are not the typical colors 
for the Puli , but do occur occasionally in litteas of black-to-black 
breeding. The colors "reddish-black" and grey-reddish-black are the 
most typical colors for the Puli and can be compared with a faded cloak 
which has been hung outside and through exposure to rain and sun d is ­
plays different colors. The coloring of the Pull should appear as SOLID 
though the greys are mostly mixed with black and white hair , but st i l l 
look either all dark, or al l light grey. Pronounced shadings of, for 
instance, dark grey body running into light grey legs, are very undesir­
able. 
Disqualifications: Any other colors than above mentioned; particolors, 
etc. 

Puppies are usually born jet-black, the desirable adult color not coming 
for some months. 

Epilogue 

Do not ignore good conformation but do not overlook such qualities as 
intelligence, denendabilitv, nimbleneFr air* vigilance.

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

Under "General Disqualifications" delete the following words" 
"Dewclaws, undershot, overshot or any deformity. " 

and substitute theretor the following words: 
"Dewclaws on hindlegs, undershot, overshot or any deformity. " 

R E T R I E V E R ( L A B R A D O R ) 

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

A new section, replacing the present section under the heading 
"Co lor " to read as follows: 

"The colors are black, yellow, or chocolate and are evaluated as 
follows: 
(a) Blacks: Al l black, with a smal l white spot on chest permissible. 
Eyes to be of medium s i ze , expressing intelligence and good temper, 
preferably brown or hazel, although black or yellow is permissib le . 
(b) Yellows: Yellows may vary in color from fox-red to light cream 
with variations in the shading of the coat on ea r s , the under-parts of 
the dog, or beneath the ta i l . A small white spot on chest is permis­
sible. Eye coloring and expression should be the same as that of the 
blacks, with black or dark brown eye r ims . The nose should also be 
black or dark brown, although "fading" to pink in winter weather is 
not ser ious. A "Dudley" nose, (Pink without pigmentation) should be 
penalized. 

(c) Chocolates: Shades ranging from light sedge to chocolate. A 
smal l white spot on chest is permissible. Eyes to be light brown to 
clear yellow. Nose and eye r im pigmentation dark brown or l iver 
colored. "Fading" to pink in winter weather not ser ious . "Dudley" 
nose should be penalized." 

A new section replacing the present section under the heading 
"Movement", to read as follows: 

"Movement should be free and effort less. The forelegs should 
be strong, straight and true, and correct ly placed. Watching a dog 
move towards one, there should be no signs of elbows being out in 
front, but neatly held to the body with legs not too close together, 
but moving straight forward without pacing or weaving. Upon viewing 
the dog from the rea r , one should get the impression that the hind 
legs, which should be well muscled and not cow-hocked, move as 
nearly paral lel as possible, with hocks doing their full share of work 
and flexing well , thus giving the appearance of power and strength." 

R E T R I E V E R ( N . S . D U C K T O L L I N G ) 

G E N E R A L A P P E A R A N C E : 

The Nova Scotia Duck Tolling Retr iever should be very muscular 
and heavy in bone, the head and neck should be carr ied slightly above 
a straight line with the back. When the dog is in action, the tail 
should De carr ied curled high up over hind quarters . S1—e is 
absolutely necessary . There is a half sad expression, until the dog 
is put to work, when that sad expression springs to inquisltiveness 
and the dog trembles with excitement, alertness and determination. 

HEIGHT 

The minimum height of an adult dog over eighteen months must be 
20-1/2" - that of a bi tch 18-1/2". 

WEIGHT 

The minimum weight of an adult dog over eighteen months should 
be 50 l b s . , that of a bitch 35 lbs. 

HEAD 

Generally the head should resemble that of the Golden Retr iever . 
The muzzle or foreface more desirable if broad. The skull should be 
flat and about 5" wide across base. The s ize of head var ies but not 
necessar i ly depending upon the s ize of the dog. For the entire length 
from the tip of the nose to the back of the occiput, 9" is a good 
measurement. The length from the end of the nose to the point 
between the eye6 should be about equal or preferably of greater length 
than from this point to the back of the occiput. The occiput peak is 
not prominent. The stop is concave and gradual. 

(a) L i p s . The lips should hang rather curved in front. F l esh 
color preferable. 

(b) Underline. The underline of the head, f .e . proffle, should 
run almost in a straight line from the corner of the lip to the 
corner of the jawbone. The underline of muzzle from tip of 
nose to back end of lip is a clean convex curve. 

(c) Jaw. Lower jaw thin. Lower side teeth fit Inside upper side 
teeth. Soft in mouth. 

(d) Nose and nostr i ls . The bridge of the nose should be fair lv 
wide about 1 to 1-1/2", and taper somewhat at tip. Nostri ls 
are well open. F l e sh color preferred, no objectfon to black. 

(e) E a r s . The ears are medium size set high and well back on 
the skull and carr ied very slightly erect with tips falling 
forward. They are well feathered at back of the fold. The 
tips are nicely rounded to conform to round muzzle, the hair 
at ear tips is short. 

(f) E y e s . Golden brown to match coat. F lesh around eye flesh 
color. Eyes should be set well apart. 

N E C K 

The neck should be of medium length, the junction between head 
and neck is not well defined, owing to long hair on neck and at throat. 

SHOULDERS 

The shoulders should be muscular and well sloped back, elbows 
well under the body. 

F O R E L E G S AND F E E T 

The forelegs should be perfectly straight, and big in bone. The 
feef should be well hardened for rough work, toes well arched, strong 
curved nai ls , and most important, feet to have strong web. 

Deep chest, belly fair ly well drawn up. 

B A C K AND LOINS 

The back and loins should be strong. 

T A I L 

The tail should be about 12-1/2 to 13 inches long and well feathered. 
Normally it is carr ied below the level of the back until the dog goes 
into action, when it should be arched up above the line of the back but 
not touching hindquarters. 

HINDQUARTERS 

The hindquarters should be muscular and good in appearance, 
square across top. The hock is not set too low turning neither out 
or in. 

COAT 

The hair is long, sleek and soft or s i lky, with a st i l l softer under­
coat. Coat at throat and ears extremely soft. These dogs retrieve 
from fresh and salt water during the coldest seasons, and therefore 
require the undercoat. Hair on face, legs, and tips of ears is short. 
The coat is straight except down center of back, where it is wavy. 
The coat does not cu r l . There i s , however, a tendency sometimes 
in winter coats for the hair at the throat to have a long loose cu r l . 

MOVEMENT 

Quick speedy action - a headlong rush, regardless of obstacles.

S U B J E C T : The following letters, read by the Secretary: 
(1) a letter, dated January 23rd, 1961, from the Deputy Minister of 

Agriculture, reporting that: "In the meantime our position is that, 
if an amendment to the By-laws is approved, it would be effective 
to cover registration of all puppies born and registered after the 
31st of May, I960 . " ; 

(2) a letter, dated January 25th, 1961, addressed to the Board by Mr. 
Monaghan, who: 
(a) reviewed previous decisions of the Board relating to the May 

and K iks t ra l i tters; 
(b) pointed out that a litter (#7091-59) had been registered, that 

three Standard Smooth Dachshunds out of said litter had been 
registered, but it is clear that the litter included at least two 
"long-haired or 'off-coated' ones"; 

(c) asked the following questions: 
(i) Has the motion passed at the Board meeting on June 11, 

1956, been rescinded? If so, what is the Item or motion 
number ? 

(11) According to Magill ' s Rules of Order a resolution must be 
rescinded before one of an opposing content is considered. 
If the June 11, 1956, motion has not been rescinded, how 
can it be held or said that the motion regarding the Eggen-
berger-Kikstra litter is in order? In other words, how can 
one legally maintain that the Board has two policies in 
regard to the registration of l itters in which there are 
one or more "off-coated" puppies when the Rules of Order 
have not been followed? 

(iii) Do you not agree that, until Ministerial approval is given 
to Proposed Amendment 27, l itters containing one or 
more "off-ooated" puppies are not eligible for reg is tra­
tion and that any litter and individual registrations which 
have been processed should be cancelled and the cer t i f i ­
cates recal led? 

(d) asked "that the Board take necessary action to maintain the 
policy of the C lub . " ; 

(3) a letter, dated January 8th, 1961, from Mr. Stuart Roberts report­
ing on correspondence with the Deputy Minister of Agriculture and 
aoVising that he interpreted the Board 's resolution (#280-60) to 
mean that Long-haired Dachshunds in his litter registered as 
#7091-59 would be eligible for registration as "Standard Long­
haired Dachshunds"; 

(4) a le r te r , dated January 31, 1961, from the Chief Registration 
Officer of the Department, reading as follows: 

" I am given to understand that the referendum ballot regard­
ing the registration of off-coated dachshunds has been favourable 
and no doubt the amendment will be submitted in due course for 
Ministerial approval. I thought, however, that in the meantime, 
and prior to your Annual Meeting, I would write regarding the 
work accomplished relative to the genetic symbols to be included 
on the litter application and the individual registration cert i f i ­
cates of animals involved. 
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Mr. W. J . Monaghan and Dr. C . C. Hickman, Geneticist of 
this Department, have done considerable research on the mat­
ter, and a meeting was held in my office on December 28th, 
1960, to formulate the symbols to be employed. 

It was noted for record purposes that the inheritance of coat 
type in dachshunds is as follows:-

Long hair - k k w w 
Wire hair - — W -
Smooth or short - K - w w 

Dr. Hickman recommended and I am prepared to approve, 
genetic designations as follows:-

L In the case of one or more long-haired puppies in a litter from 
smooth parents -
(a) a smal l k shall be appended to the litter registration 

number; 
(b) a smal l kk shall be appended to the registration number of 

each individual long-hair puppy. 
In the case of one or more smooth puppies in a litter from wire 
parents -
(a) a smal l w shall be appended to the litter registration 

number; 
(b) a smal l ww shall be appended to the registration number 

of each individual smooth puppy. 

Mr. Monaghan has a comprehensive grasp of all the phases 
involved in the above proposal and would be in a position to sup­
ply additional information required. 

In submitting the amendment for Ministerial approval, it i s 
suggested that consideration be given to include the following 
wording -

(Add to the new Section 2(a) words s imi lar to 
those which appear in the new Section 2(b) -

"and the litter registration number shall include a 
genetic designation, prescribed by the Board with 
the approval of the Minister, to indicate there was 
one (or more) puppy in the litter with a coat dif­
ferent from that of the s i re and dam. " 

Th is latter would implement the decision reached at the meet­
ing on December 28th, 1960." 

R E P O R T : The Board was informed that: 
(1) Mrs . L . K i k s t r a , in a letter dated January 20, 1960, had indicated 

a desire that the Dachshund HABSPURG MINKE (one of a litter of 
Dachshunds registered as "Dachshunds (Wire-haired)" be reg is ­
tered according to its actual coat (Smooth);

ACTION: The defendants in al l three cases were deprived of the pr iv i ­
leges of the Club, including the right to register and transfer dogs in the 
Club's records and to participate in shows and tr ia ls held under the 
Club 's Rules , and the Registration Committee was authorized to issue 
certificates of registration to the purchasers where the required infor­
mation was available for registration purposes. 

REPORT : The Board received and confirmed a report of the poll of the 
national Board on the reinstatement of a member who had been previ ­
ously suspended for failure to deliver a certificate of registration to the 
purchaser of a dog sold as pure-bred. 

REPORT : The Board received and considered a report that a person 
who had sold a dog as pure-bred and who had failed to deliver a cert i f i ­
cate of registration to the purchaser, had been charged in a Toronto 
court in that he "unlawfully did by a Fa lse Pretence, obtain money to the 
value of (selling price of dog) from (name of purchaser of dog) with 
intent to defraud, contrary to the Cr imina l Code . " The Board noted 
that, although the Defendant in this case did produce a certificate of 
registration in court showing transfer to the purchaser, the Magistrate 
had registered a conviction on the charge, it having been established to 
his satisfaction that the dog had not been tattoo marked with the tattoo 
markings shown on the certificate of registration issued for it. 
ACTION: The Board directed the further action that would be taken in 
this case. 

REPORT : The Board received and considered a report with regard to a 
complaint that the se l ler of a dog had failed to provide the purchaser 
with a certificate of registration. During a discussion of this complaint 
it was suggested that prosecution proceedings under the Live Stock 
Pedigree Act should be instituted in thiB particular case. 
ACTION: The Board, by resolution, gave the Complaints Committee 
power to prosecute such cases as it sees fit, at the expense of the Club. 

R E P O R T : The Board received and considered a report received from 
the Department of Agriculture in respect of an alleged failure of a par­
ticular breeder to keep private breeding records, of an alleged i rregu­
larity in respect to an application for transfer of ownership, and of the 
alleged failure of this particular breeder to furnish a certificate of 
registration for a dog said to have been sold as pure-bred. 
ACTION: The Complaints Committee was authorized to form an inves¬
tigation committee to investigate this case . 

REPORT : The Board received and considered a report of alleged 
irregularity in connection with four dogs sold as pure-bred and for 
which certif icates of registration had been provided.

additional help (temporary or otherwise) in the Shows & Tr i a l s 
Section, the estimated unit cost (per dog) in that Section having 
decreased from 79. 52C in 1959 to 62. 6<? in 1960 ( 95. 9£ in 1952); 

(4) reported that during 1960 between 75,000 and 100,000 reoords in 
the Shows and T r i a l s Section had been removed from the fi les, and 
these records would be microfilmed and then discarded; 
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(5) reported that there had been twenty meetings of the eombined 
Complaints, Kennel Names, and Registration Committees in 1960, 
and the work of these Committees had made it necessary to refer 
to the Board only those fi les and questions on which a Committee 
felt Board action was necessary or advisable;

O B E D I E N C E T R I A L S 

12 OB 8. R E P O R T O F CHAIRMAN O F O B E D I E N C E COUNCIL 

REPORT : The Secretary read the following report (dated January 28, 
1961) submitted by Mrs . Mary Southcott, Chairman of the Obedience 
Council; 

"As chairman of the Obedience Council , 1 have submitted regular 
reports at each meeting of the Board throughout 1960 which have 
appeared in the minutes, and therefore I do not feel it necessary to 
repeat anything contained in the previous reports. Also, several 
reports dealing with obedience matters which will come before the 
Board at its 1961 annual meeting have been submitted under separate 
cover and so will not be included in this particular report. 

A letter of congratulations was sent to the Gateway City Obedience 
Training Club following a report from the Obedience Representative 
regarding two T r i a l s held by this club on December 10th. 

On January 9th, 1961, I sent out to each member of the Obedience 
Council a letter asking for opinions, comments and cr i t i c i sms on three 
pertinent subjects. Replies were received from all Representatives 
whose views are as follows: 

Mr. D. B. Hudson (B. C. Island) — in complete agreement that 
minimum aggregate total number of dogs which an apprentice should 
be requiredto judge in each c l ass before being approved as a judge 
should be 18 Novice, 9 Open, and 6 Utility. 
Mr. R. Rankine (B, C. Mainland) — in agreement. Suggests that 
Ihe only oflier solution might be to require applicants inTow entry 
areas to apprentice in at least 4 T r i a l s under 4 different judges. 
Mr. G. W. Fros t (Alberta) — Concurrence. 
Mrs . Hazel R immer (Saskatchewan) — Definitely in favour. Sug¬
gests that the wording "3 T r i a l s " be altered to "at least 3 T r i a l s " in 
order to make c lear that if minimum aggregate total number of dogs 
was not sufficient in 3 T r i a l s it would be necessary to continue 
apprenticing further required number had been Judged. Also feels 
that apprentice judges should have obedience training experience in 
all c l asses for which they are applying to judge. 
Mrs . Marion King (Manitoba) — Concurrence. Fee ls that some 
sort of experience in obedience should be mandatory for applicants. 
Mrs . Audrey Langford (Ontario) -- Agrees with recommended 
minimum, but feels that it is too low. 
Miss Dorothy Budge (Quebec) -- In complete agreement. 
Mrs . Gertrude Storey (New Brunswick & P . E . I . ) -- Feels that the 
present requirement should remain, but is of the opinion that an 
applicant should have put a dog through the c lass for which he is 
applying to judge. 

Mrs. Yvonne Merr i l l (Nova Scotia & Nfld.) — Decidedly concurs 
with recommendation and feels that the same standard should be 
maintained across Canada regardless of the varying number of 
entries. 

Having consideration for the replies received from the Obedience Coun­
ci l , I recommend that the minimum number of dogs which an apprentice 
is required to judge in each c l ass before being approved as a judge 
should be an aggregate total of 18 Novice, 9 Open and 6 Utility, to be 
compiled in at least 3 obedience tr ia ls under at least 3 different officiat­
ing judges. 

I would also ask the Board to give consideration to the requirement that 
a person wishing to become a judge of obedience must f irst have had 
some kind of experience in obedience before his application may be 
considered. 

2. Re status of exhibitor in the case of an emergency judge: 
Al l the Obedience Representatives were in complete agreement with 
the views expressed in my letter. 
Mr. Frost commented that it should not he necessarv for an exhibi-
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tor to have to notify a Trial-giving Club that he has previously 
earned a " leg" under the emergency judge even when the emergency 
judge is sharing an assignment with the advertised judge. 
Mrs. Langford pointed out an instance when an exception should be 
made regarding a dog which receives his first qualifying score 
under the emergency judge but is entered at another T r i a l (the 
entries for which closed prior to the date of the T r i a l at which said 
dog received his f irst " leg" under the emergency judge) where the 
"emergency" judge is to be the advertised judge. 

In view of the opinions expressed by the Obedience Representatives, I 
recommend that: In a case where the emergency judge replaces the 
advertised judge for the entire T r i a l — as necessitated on the day of the 
T r i a l or at a date too late to notify exhibitors of the change — those 
dogs entered and shown who receive a qualifying score on that day for 
the second time under the emergency judge, should be considered as if 
shown under a different judge. This policy should also apply where the 
advertised judge is unable either to commence or complete his assign­
ment and it is necessary to obtain an emergency judge for these portions 
of the T r i a l . HOWEVER , those dogs receiving a qualifying score for the 
f irst time under the emergency judge must be considered as having 
obtained one " l eg " under that particular judge; E X C E P T that where a 
dog receives a qualifying score under the emergency judge for the f irst 
time, but is entered at a subsequent T r i a l under this same judge (the 
entries for which T r i a l closed prior to the date of the first-mentioned 
Tr i a l ) , any qualifying scores earned at this second T r i a l should be 
counted as having been obtained under another judge. 

I would further recommend that when it is necessary for an emergency 
judge to share an assignment with the advertised judge, arrangements 
should be made by the Trial-giving club if possible, to permit those 
exhibitors having previously received a qualifying score under the 
emergency judge to show their dogs under the advertised judge. 

3. Recognized official and unoffcial c lasses : 
Mr. D. B. Hudson -- feels that unofficial c lasses are unnecessary, 
but if exhibitors wish them he would eliminate the Sub-Novice C l a s s , 
Graduate Open and Graduate Utility C l asses , and permit only the 
Graduate Novice C l a s s and the Pot Luck C l a ss . He is very enthusi­
astic about a Service C lass if a good one can be planned. (Mr. 
Hudson also mentioned that on January 14th a meeting of 6 Vancouver 
Island obedience judges took place, pr imari ly to plan a course of 
instruction for aspiring judges, and a refresher course for them­
selves , and therefore the opinions expressed in his letter represent 
an important section of the Island. He also feels that possibly 
suggestions for a Service Dog C lass may be forthcoming from these 
people in due course). 

Mr. R. Rankine — Feels that the unofficial c lasses will no doubt 
hold an exhibitor's interest in obedience and boost entries, but that 
the clubs including these extra c lasses would have to limit entries 
or make definite arrangements in the schedule of judging to guaran­
tee that the T r i a l s would be concluded within a reasonable time and 
not burden the judges unreasonably. He is very much in favour of 
the Pot Luck C l a s s and would like to see a degree above Utility. 
Mr. G W. Frost — Not in favour of, and can see no reason for any 
unofficial c lasses (particularly the Graduate Utility) except the Pot 
Luck C lass which he considers very sporting, and suggests that 
this particular c lass might also be in order for dogs with C. D. X. 
degrees. Also in favour of a Servide Dog C l a ss . 
Mrs . Hazel Rimmer -- Does not feel that she is in a position at the 
present time to comment on this matter, but feels that there would 
seem to be some merit in the "extra" c l asses . 
Mrs . Marion K i ng — Is of the opinion that generally speaking the 
unofficial c lasses are good, except for the Graduate Utility, and is 
particularly in favour of the Pot Luck C l a ss . She commented on the 
exerc ises in the Sub-Novice, Graduate Novice and Graduate Open 
C lasses and suggested that some changes be made and when final­
ized they should be c ircular ized to al l approved and apprentice 
judges. She also enclosed a copy of the Test C Open Championship 
T r i a l s of the English Kennel C lub which might be helpful in drawing 
up an advanced obedience c l ass . A letter from Gordon Ashcroft 
was also enclosed in which he expressed several opinions. 
Mrs . Audrey Langford — Very much in favour of the Pot Luck 
C l a ss . Sees no need for any sub or graduate c l a ss , although she 
does consider that they might be desirable in areas where entries 
are not high. She approves of a c lass above that of Utility, but does 
not feel that the exerc ises in the "Graduate Util ity" as outlined to be 
sufficient for this c l a ss . Suggests that all Obedience Representa­
tives be regularly provided with up-to-date l ists of approved 
obedience judges. 

Miss Dorothy Budge -- Seems to feel that the unofficial c lasses are 
acceptable, but makes suggestions for several changes in wording of 
specifications for certain exerc ises . She would like to see the Utility 
C lass divided into " A " and " B " to give the new utility entry a better 
chance in the line-up. 
Mrs . Gertrude Storey — Feels that the "ex t ra " c lasses should add 
interest for those in obedience. 
Mrs . Yvonne Merr i l l -- Does not feel that she is sufficiently quali­
fied as yet to express her opinions on this matter, but is in favour of 
the Pot Luck C l a s s . 

Having regard for the views expressed by the members of the Obedience 
Council, I recommend that at present the C . K. C. recognize as unofficial 
c lasses permitted at Obedience T r i a l s not held in conjunction with all-
breed Championship Shows, any or al l of the following (as described, 
with several corrections and more detail): Graduate Novice, Graduate 
Open, Pot Luck, Brace and Team C l asses . 

Also, I would recommend that consideration be given to the establ ish­
ment of a recognized official Service Dog C l a s s at such time as suitable 
exerc ises are drawn up. 

I further recommend that al l obedience Representatives be regularly 
provided with up-to-date l ists of approved obedience judges, a copy of 
the rules relating to substitute and emergency judges, and copies of the 
procedure relating to the processing of application to establish eligibility 
to judge one or more obedience c l asses . In addition, I would suggest 
that all obedience Representatives be supplied with up-to-date copies of 
standing resolutions pertaining to obedience. 

Since Miss Dorothy Budge suggests that the Utility C l ass be divided into 
"A " and " B " c l a sses , I feel that this matter should be discussed. 

The clarification of regulations and standards for obedience tr ia ls is st i l l 
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in ^ o g r e s s a n d w o r k s t i l l r e m a i n s t o be d o n e o l t h i s s u b j e c t . I n view ol 
t h e r e c e n t l y a p p r o v e d a m e n d m e n t s , s o m e c h a n g e s a r e n e c e s s a r y , b u t as 
soon as a l l t h e d a t a l a c o m p i l e d I t w i l l b e s e n t t o t h e C o u n c i l m e m b e r s 
t o r c o n s i d e r a t i o n before b e i n g p r e s e n t e d Ui t h e l i o u r d .

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comment in detail on their plan, but would recommend to the Board tnat 
it consider taking steps which would make it possible, in due course, for 
the holding of tests at which Sporting dogs could be entered by their 
owners on a voluntary basis , with a view to those dogs meeting certain 
minimum requirements being awarded a working certificate and appro­
priate record being made on their individual records to show that such 
dogs have been awarded such certif icates. 

It is my recommendation that the Board of Directors authorize the 
Chairman of the Field T r i a l Council to appoint a committee, on which 
each type of field tr ia l activity would have one or two representatives, 
with a view to such a committee drafting a basic plan which could, in due 
course, be turned over to each national Advisory Council for considera­
tion and report back to the committee. The committee could place 
formal recommendations before the Board, and I visualize the possibility 
of specific rules being set up for each type of working test, including a 
statement of the pur[x>se of the test, the manner in which such tests will 
be conducted under the C lub 's ru les , the manner in which certif icates 
would be issued, and the nutations which would be made on the registra­
tion records for dogs successfully passing the test. 

The Board has already been furnished with a copy ot a report, dated 
December 15, 1960, addressed to the Secretary by Brigadier J . A. W. 
Bennett, Ontario Field T r i a l Representative for the Pointing breeds. I 
do not feel that I can add anything to the excellent report submitted by 
Brigadier Bennett. However, the Board I am sure, will be pleased to 
note that the number of licensed t r ia ls for Pointing breeds has shown a 
marked increase over that of the past few years . 

The matter of official measurement of Beagles was ordered referred to 
the annual meeting of the Board, and I have not been asked to take this 
matter under advisement. I do however feel that we would be well 
advised to communicate with all of the Beagle clubs holding licensed 
Beagle tr ia ls under the C lub ' s ru les , seeking their recommendations as 
to an acceptable and practical plan for the official measurement of 
Beagles. I feel that any plan that might be adopted in this connection 
should be one which would receive their support and co-operation. 

In conclusion, I should like to thank all those Field T r i a l Representatives 
who have co-operated during the past year , not only by attending t r ia ls , 
i,ut also in correspondence with me in regard to matters referred to 
them for consideration."

R H O D E S I A N R I D G E B A C K 

U The peculiarity of this breed is the ridge on the back, which is 
formed by the hair growing in the opposite direction to the rest of the 
coat. The ridge must be regarded as the escutcheon of the breed. 
The ridge should be clearly defined, tapering and symmetr ica l . It 
should start immediately behind the shoulders and continue up to a 
point between the prominence of the hips (hunch bones), and should 
contain two identical crowns opposite each other. The lower edges 
of the crown should not extend further down the ridge than one-third 
of the ridge. 

2. In general appearance the Ridgeback should represent a strong 
muscular and active dog, symmetr ical in outline, and capable ol 
great endurance with a fair amount of speed. 

3. The head should be of a fair length, and skull flat and rather 
broad between the ears and should be free from wrinkles when in 
repose. The stop should be reasonably well defined, and not in one 
straight line irom the nose to the occiput bone, as required in a 
Bull T e r r i e r . 

4. The muzzle should be long, deep and powerful, jaws level and 
strong with well developed teeth, especial ly the canines or holders. 
The lips clean, closely fitting the jaws. 

5. The eyes should be moderately well apart, and should be 
round, bright and sparkling, with intelligent expression, their 
colour harmonising with the colour of the nose. 

6. The ears should be set rather high, of medium s i ze , rather 
wide at the base, and tapering to a rounded pofnt. They should be 
carried close to the head. 

7. The nose should.be black, or brown, in keeping with the 
colour of the eyes . No other coloured nose is permissib le . A 
blacknose should be accompanied by dark eyes , a brown nose by 
amber eyes . 

8. Neck and shoulders: The neck should be fairly strong and 
free from throatiness. The shoulders should be sloping, clean and 
muscular, denoting speed. 

9. Body, back, chest and loins: The chest should not be too wide, 
but very deep and capacious; r ibs moderately well sprung, never 
rounded like barrel hoops (which would indicate want of speed), the 
back powerful, and loins strong, muscular and slightly arched. 

10. Legs and feet: The forelegs should be perfectly straight, 
strong and heavy in bone; elbows close to the body. The feet should 
be compact, with well arched toes, round, tough, elastic pads, 
protected by hair between the toes and pads. fa the hind legs the 
muscles should be clean, well defined, and hocks well down. 

X I . The tail should be strong at the insertion, and generally 
tapering towards the end, free from coarseness , ft should not be 
inserted too high or too low, and should be carr ied with a slight 
curve upwards, never curled. 

12. The coat should be short and dense, sleek and glossy in 
appearance, but neither woolly or s i lky . 

13. Colour: Light wheaten to red wheaten. A little white on the 
chest and toes permissible but excessive white here and on the belly 
and above paws is undesirable. 

14. Size: A mature Ridgeback should be a handsome, upstanding 
dog; dogs should be of a height of 25 to 27 inches, and bitches 24 to 
20 inches. Minimum bench standard: dogs 25 inches, bitches 24 
inches. 

Weight (desirable): dogs 75 pounds, bitches 65 pounds.

S A M O Y E D 

G E N E R A L A P P E A R A N C E 

The Samoyed being essential ly a working dog, should present a 
picture of beauty, alertness and strength, with agility, dignity and grace. 
As his work l ies in the cold climate, his coat should be heavy and 
weather resistant, and of good quality rather than quantity. The male 
car r ies more of a "ruff" than the female. He should not be long in the 
back as a weak back would make him practically useless for his legiti­
mate work, but at the same time a close coupled body would also place 
him at a great disadvantage as a draft dog. Breeders should aim for the 
happy medium, a body not long but muscular, allowing liberty, with a 
deep chest and well sprung r ibs , strong arched neck, straight front and 
especially strong loins. Males should be masculine in appearance and 
deportment without unwarranted aggressiveness; bitches feminine with­
out weakness of structure or apparent softness of temperament. Bitches 
may be slightly longer in back than males. They should both give the 
appearance of being capable of great endurance but be free from coarse ­
ness. Because of the depth of chest required, the legs should be moder­
ately long. A very short-legged dog is to be deprecated. Hindquarters 
should be particularly well developed, stifles well bent and any sugges­
tion of unsound stifles or cowhocks severely penalized. General appear­
ance should include movement and general conformation indicating 
balance and good substance. 

GAIT 

A Samoyed should gait with a good, well-balanced movement. He 
should move with an easy, agile stride that is well timed. The gait 
should be free with a good reach in the forequarters and a sound, driving 
power in the hindquarters. A choppy or stilted gait should be penal ized 

COAT 

The body should be well covered with a thick, close, soft and short 
undercoat, with harsh hair growing through it, forming the outer coat, 
which should stand straight away from the body and be quite free from 
cur l . The legs should have good feathering. 

HEAD 

Powerful and wedge shaped with a broad, flat skull, muzzle of medi­
um length, a tapering foreface, not too sharply defined. The stop should 
be not too abrupt — nevertheless well defined. E a r s should not be too 
long but rounded at the tips, set well apart and well covered inside with 
hair. Eyes dark, set well apart and deep with alert intelligent expres­
sion. L ips black, flews should not drop predominantly at corners of the 
mouth. Hair short and smooth before the ears . Nose and eye-rims 
black for preference, but may be brown. Strong jaws with level teeth. 

BACK 

Medium in length, broad and very muscular. Bitches may be slightly 
longer in back than males. 

C H E S T AND R IBS 

Chest broad and deep. Ribs well sprung, giving plenty of heart and 
lung room. 

HINDQUARTERS 

Very muscular, stifles well let down, cowhocks or straight stifles 
should be severely penalized. 

F O R E L E G S 

Straight and muscular. Good bone. In or out at the elbow to be 
severely penalized. 

F E E T 

Long, flattish and slightly spread out. Soles well padded with hair . 

T A I L 

Long and profuse, carr ied over the back when alert, sometimes 
dropped wheh at rest . A judge should see the tail over the back once 
when judging. A double hook should be penalized. 

S IZE AND WEIGHT 

Dogs 20" to 22" at the shoulder; bitches 18" to 20"; weight in pro­
portion to s i ze . 

COLOR 

Pure white, cream, biscuit, or white and biscuit. 

DISPOSITION 

Alert and intelligent and should show animation. Friendly, but con­
servative. Unprovoked aggressiveness to be severaly penalized.

Excellent and faithful little watchdog, suspicious of strangers. Active, 
agile, indefatigable, continually occupied with what is going on around 
him, careful of things that are given him to guard, very kind with children 
knows the ways of the household; always curious to know what is going on 
behind closed doors or about any object that has been moved, betraying 
his impressions by his sharp bark and upstanding ruff, seeking the com­
pany of horses , a hunter of moles and other vermin; can be used to hunt, 
a good rabbit dog. 

COLOR 

Any solid color other than white. 

HEAD 

Foxlike, fa ir ly wide, narrowing at the eyes, seen in profile flat skull , 
tapering muzzle not too elongated nor too blunt, not too much stop. 

NOSE 

Small and black. 

E Y E S 

Very dark brown, smal l , oval rather than round, neither sunken nor 
prominent. 

EXPRESS ION 

Should have a questioning expression; sharp and lively, not mean or 
wild. 

EARS 

Very erect, smal l , triangular, placed high, strong enough not to be 
capable of being lowered except in line with the body. 

T E E T H 

Meeting evenly. A tight sc i ssors bite is acceptable. 

NECK 

Strong and full, slightly arched, rather short. 

SHOULDERS 

Muscular and sloping. 

CHEST 

Broad and deep in brisket. 

BODY 

Short, thick-set and cobby. Broad behind the shoulders, seeming 
higher in front because of ruff. Back strong, short, straight and level 
or slightly sloping down toward rump. Ribs well sprung. 

LOINS 

Muscular and well drawn up from the brisket but not to such an extent 
as to cause a weak and leggy appearance of the hindquarters. 

F O R E L E G S 

Straight under body, with bone in proportion, but not coarse. 

HINDQUARTERS 

Somewhat lighter than the foreparts, but muscular, powerful, with 
rump well rounded, tail docked to no more than 1 inch in length. 

F E E T 

Small , round, and tight (not splayed), nails straight, strong and short. 

COAT 

Abundant and slightly harsh to the touch, short on the ears and on the 
tront of legs and on the hocks, fairly short on the body, but longer around 
neck beginning back of the ea rs , and forming a ruff and a cape; a jabot 
extending down between the front legs, also longer on rear where it forms 
a culotte the points turning inward. Undercoat dense and short on body, 
very dense around neck making ruff stand out. Culotte should be as long 
as the ruff. 

WEIGHT 

12 to 18 pounds. 

Light eyes, large round prominent eyes, ears too long or too rounded, 
narrow head and elongated muzzle, too blunt muzzle, domed skull , smooth 
short coat with short ruff and culotte, lack of undercoat, curly or silky 
coat, body coat more than three (3) inches long, slightly overshot or 
undershot, sway-back. Bull T e r r i e r shaped head, straight hocks. 
Straight stifles and shoulders, cow hocks, feet turning in or out, legs not 
straight when viewed from front. Lack of distinction between length of 
coat, ruff and culotte. 

D ISQUALIF ICATIONS 

Drop or semi-erect ears . Badly overshot or undershot. Dudley noses 
in colored specimens.

S C H N A U Z E R ( M I N I A T U R E ) 

G E N E R A L A P P E A R A N C E 

The Miniature Schnauzer is a robust, active dog of ter r ier type, 
resembling his larger cousin the Standard Schnauzer, in general appear­
ance, and of an alert, active disposition. He is sturdily built, nearly 
square in proportion of body length to height, with plenty of bone, and 
without any suggestion of toyisnness. 

HEAD 

Strong and rectangular, its width diminishing slightly from ears to 
eyes, and again to the tip of the nose. The forehead is unwrinkled. The 
skull is flat and fair ly long. The foreface is paral lel to the top skull, 
with a slight stop; and is at least as long as the top skull. The muzzle (I 
strong in proportion to the skull; it ends in a moderately blunt manner, 
with thick whiskers which accentuate the rectangular shape of the head. 

T E E T H 

The teeth meet in a sc i s so r s bite. That i s , the upper front teeth 
overlap the lower front teeth in such a manner that the inner surface of 
the upper incisors barely touches the outer surface of the lower incisors 
when the mouth is closed. 

E Y E S 

Small , dark brown and deep-set. They are oval in appearance and 
keen in expression. 

EARS 

When cropped the ears are identical in shape and length, with 
pointed tips. They are in balance with the head and not exaggerated in 
length. They are set high on the skull and carr ied perpendicularly at the 
inner edges, with as little bell as possible along the outer edges. When 
uncropped the ears are smal l and v-shaped, folding close to the skull. 

NECK 

Strong and well arched, blending into the shoulders, and with the 
skin fitting tightly at the throat. 

BODY 

Short and deep, with the brisket extending at least to the elbows. 
Ribs are well sprung and deep, extending well back to a short loin. The 
underbody does not present a tucked-up appearance at the flank. The top-
line is straight; it declines slightly from the withers to the base of the 
tail . The over-all length from chest to stern bone equals the height at 
the withers. 

F O R E Q U A R T E R S 

The forequarters have flat, somewhat sloping shoulders and high 
withers. Forelegs are straight and parallel when viewed from all sides. 
They have strong pasterns and good bone. They are separated by a 
fairly deep brisket which precludes a pinched front. The elbows are 
close, and the ribs spread gradually from the f irst rib so as to allow 
space for the elbows to move close to the body. 

HINDQUARTERS 

The hindquarters have strong-muscled, slanting thighs; they are 
well bent at the stifles and straight from hock to so-called heel. There 
is sufficient angulation so that, in stance, the hocks extend beyond the 
tail. The hindquarters never appear overbuilt or higher than the 
shoulders. 

F E E T 

Short and round (cat-feet) with thick, black pads. The toes are 
arched and compact. 

ACTION 

The trot is the gait at which movement is judged. The dog must gait 
in a straight line. Coming on, the forelegs are paral le l , with the elbows 
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close to the body. The feet turn neither inward nor outward. Going 
away, the hind legs are parallel from the hocks down, and travel wide. 
Viewed from the side, the forelegs have a good reach, while the hind 
legs have a strong drive with good pick-up of hocks. 

T A I L 

Set high and carr ied erect . It is docked only long enough to be 
clearly visible over the top line of the body when the dog is in proper 
length of coat. 

COAT % 

Double, with a hard, wiry outer coat and a close under coat. The 
body coat should be plucked. When in show condition, the proper length 
is not less than three-quarters of an inch except on neck, ears and skull . 
Furnishings are fair ly thick but not si lky. 

S IZE 

From 12 to 14 inches. Ideal size 13-1/2 inches. See disqualif ica­

tions. 

COLOR 

The recognized colors are salt and pepper, black and s i lver , and 
solid black. The typical color is salt and pepper in shades of gray; tan 
shading is permissible. The salt and pepper mixture fades out to light 
gray or s i lver white in the eyebrows, whiskers, cheeks, under throat, 
across chest, under tai l , leg furnishings, under body, and inside legs. 
The light under-body hair is not to r ise higher on the sides of the body 
than the front elbows. 

The black and s i l vers follow the same pattern, as the salt and 
peppers. The entire salt and pepper section must be black. 

Black is the only solid color allowed. It must be a true black with 
no gray hairs and no brown tinge except where the whiskers may have 
become discolored. A smal l white spot on the chest is nermitted. 

F A U L T a 

T Y P E - Toyishness, rac iness , or coarseness. S T R U C T U R E - Head 
coarse and cheeky. Chest too broad or shallow in brisket. Ta i l set 
low. Sway or roach back. Bowed or cowhocked hindquarters. Loose 
elbows. ACTION - Sidegaiting. Paddling in front, or high hackney 
knee action. Weak hind action. COAT - Too soft or too smooth and 
slick in appearance. T E M P E R A M E N T - Shyness or viciousness. 
B I T E - Undershot or overshot jaw. Level bite. E Y E S - Light and/or 
large and prominent in appearance. 

DISQUALIFICATIONS 

Dogs or bitches under 12 inches or over 14 inches. Color solid 
white or white patches on the body. 

S P A N I E L ( A M E R I C A N C O C K E R ) 

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

The following is deleted from the standard as reported in The Complete 
Dog Book: 

"Black and tans are shown under the variety classif ication of solid 
colour other than black. The markings of black and tans should be 
definite. The black should be jet and the tan r ich in shade. Tan pig­
mentation solely under the stern and on the underside of the ears does 
disqualify. The same penalties apply to white markings on black and 
tans as apply to solid co lours . " 

The following is to be added to the standard: 

"Black and tans shall have definite tan markings on a jet black 
bodv with c lear ly defined lines between the two colours. The nose 
shall be black and the eyes very dark. The markings shall be distinct 
and plainly vis ible. The shade of tan is not specified but the r icher , 
or more vivid the colouring the better. The quantity and location of 
the tan markings are the essence of this description. The amount of 
tan is restricted to 10% or l ess , of the colour of the specimen and the 
markings shall be located as follows: 

(a) a c lear spot over each eye; 
(b) on the sides of the muzzle, and must not extend up and over 

and join; on the cheeks and on the undersides of the ea r s ; 
(c) on al l feet extending upward toward the knee and hock joint; 
(d) under the tail and around the vent. 

Tan on the chest is not essent ia l ; a solid tan chest is undesirable 
and shall be penalized. The same penalties and disqualifications 
apply to white markings on the Black and Tan as apply to solid colours. 
Tan pigmentation solely on the stern and the undersides of the ears 
disqualifies. Black hairs and pencilling on the tan markings do not 
penalize but when the tan is "brindled", it is NOT r i ch . 

Black and Tans which do not qualify under this description shall 
be barred from competition. 

NOTE: It should be noted that the following section of the standard, as 
it applies to all var iet ies , remains in effect. 

"Weight - Not under 22 or over 28 pounds. Weights under or in 
excess of these limits shall be severely penalized. Puppies are 
exempt from the minimum limitation. 

"There is to be no disqualification on the grounds of height." 

S P A N I E L ( C L U M B E R ) 

CHANGE IN STANDARD 

Delete the two paragraphs under "Body and Quarters" and " L e ^ s and 
Feet" and in their place substitute the following: 

BODY 

Long, low and well ribbed up. The chest is wide and deep, the back 
lon^, broad and level, -vith very slight arch over the loin. 

L E G S AND F E E T 

Forelegs short, straight and very heavy in bone, elbows close. Hind 
legs only slightly less heavily boned than the forelegs. They are moder­
ately angulated, with hocks well let down. Quarters well developed and 
muscular. No feather above the hocks, but thick hair on the back of the 
legs just above the feet. Feet large, compact and well filled with hair 
between the toes. 

S P A N I E L ( E N G L I S H S P R I N G E R ) 

G E N E R A L A P P E A R A N C E AND T Y P E - The English Springer 
Spaniel is a medium size sporting dog with a most compact body, and 
a docked ta i l . His coat is moderately long, glossy, usually l iver and 
white or black and white, with feathering on his legs, e a r s , chest and 
brisket. His pendulous e a r s , soft gentle expression, sturdy build and 
friendly wagging tail proclaim him unmistakably a member of the 
ancient family of spaniels . He is above all a well proportioned dog, 
free from exaggeration, nicely balanced in every part. His carriage 
is proud and upstanding, body deep, legs strong and muscular with 
enough length to car ry him with ease. His short level back, well 
developed thighs, good shoulders, excellent feet, suggest power, 
endurance, agility. Taken as a whole he looks the part of a dog that 
can go and keep going under difficult hunting conditions, and moreover 
he enjoys what he is doing. At his best he is endowed with style, s y m ­
metry, balance, enthusiasm and is every inch a sporting dog of distinct 
spaniel character, combining beauty and utility. 

To be penalized: Those lacking true English Springer type in confor­
mation, expression, or behavior. 

T E M P E R A M E N T - The typical Springer is friendly, eager to please, 
quick to learn, willing to obey. In the snow ring he should exhibit poise, 
attentiveness, tractability, and should permit himself to be examined by 
thejudge without resentment or cringing. 

To be penalized: Excess ive timidity, with due allowance for puppies 
and novice exhibits. But no dog to receive a ribbon if he behaves in 
vicious manner toward handler or judge. Aggressiveness toward other 
dogs in the ring not to be construed as viciousness. 

S I ZE AND PROPORTION - The Springer is built to cover rough 
ground with ability and reasonable speed. He should be kept to medium 
size - neither too smal l nor too large and heavy to do the work for which 
he is intended. The ideal shoulder height for dogs is 20 inches; for 
bitches, 19 inches. 

Length of topline (the distance from top of the shoulders to the root 
of the tail) should be approximately equal to the dog's shoulder height -
never longer than his height - and not appreciably l e s s . The dog too 
long in body, especially when long in loin, t i res easi ly and lacks the 
compact outline characterist ic of the breed. Equally undesirable is the 
dog too short in body for the length of his legs, a condition that destroys 
his balance and restr ic ts the gait. 

Weight is dependent on the dog's other dimensions: a 20 inch dog, 
well proportioned, in good condition should weigh about 49-55 pounds. 
The resulting appearance is a well knit, sturdy dog with good but not 
too heavy bone, in no way coarse or ponderous. 

To be penalized: Over-heavy specimens, cloddy in build. Leggy 
individuals, too tall for their length and substance. Over-size or 
under-size specimens (those more than one inch under or over the 
breed ideal). 

COLOR AND COAT - Color may be l iver or black with white markings; 
l iver and white (or black and white) with tan markings; blue or l iver loan; 
or predominantly white with tan, black or l iver markings. 

On his ea r s , chest, legs and belly the Springer is nicely furnished 
with a fringe of feathering (of moderate heaviness). On his head, front 
or forelegs, and below hocks on front of hindlegs the hair is short and 
fine. The body coat is flat or wavy of medium length, sufficiently dense 
to be water-proof, weather-proof and thorn-proof. The texture, fine 
and the hair should have the clean, glossy, live appearance indicative of 
good health. It is legitimate to tr im about head, feet, ea rs ; to remove 
dead hair; to thin and shorten excess feathering particularly from the 
hocks to the feet and elsewhere as required to give a smart , clean 
appearance. 

To be penalized: Rough curly coat. Over-trimming especially of the 
body coat. Any chopped, barbered or art icial effect. Excess ive feather­
ing that destroys the clean outline desirable in a sporting dog. Off colors 
such as lemon, red or orange not to place. 

HEAD - The head is impressive without being heavy. Its beauty lies 
in a combination of strength and refinement. It is important that the size 
and proportion be in balance with the rest of the dog. Viewed in profile 
the head should appear approximately the same length as the neck and 
should blend with the body in substance. The skull (upper head) to be of 
medium length, fair ly broad, flat on top, slightly rounded at the sides 
and back. The occiput bone inconspicuous, rounded rather than peaked 
or angular. 

The foreface (head in front of the eyes) approximately the same 
length as the skul l , and in harmony as to width and general character . 
Looking down on the head the muzzle to appear to be about one-half the 
width of the skul l . As the skull r i ses from the foreface it makes a brow 
or "stop", divided by a groove or fluting between the eyes . This groove 
continues upward and gradually disappears as it reaches the middle of 
the forehead. The amount of "stop" can best be described as moderate. 
It must not be a pronounced feature as in the Clumber spaniel. Rather 
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it is a subtle r ise where the nuzzle blends into the upper head, further 
emphasized by the groove and by the position and shape of the eyebrows 
which should be well-developed. The stop, eyebrow and the chiseling of 
the bony structure around the eye sockets contribute to the Spr inger 's 
beautiful and characterist ic expression. 

Viewed in profile the top line of the skull and the muzzle lie in two 
approximately parallel planes. The nasal bone should be straight, with 
no inclination downward toward the tip of the nose which gives a down-
faced look so undesirable in this breed. Neither should the nasal bone 
be concave resulting in a "dish-faced" profi le; nor convex giving the 
dog a "Roman nose . 

The iaws to be of sufficient length to allow the doe to carry game 
easi ly , fair ly square, lean, strong, and even, (neither undershot nor 
overshot). The upper lip to come down full and rather square to cover 
the line of the lower jaw, but lips not to be pendulous nor exaggerated. 

The nostr i ls , well opened and broad, l iver color or black depending 
on the color of the coat. Flesh-colored ("Dudley noses") or spotted 
("butterfly noses") are undesirable. The cheeks to be flat, (not 
rounded, full or thick) with nice chiseling under the eyes . 

To be penalized: Oval, pointed or heavy skul l . Cheeks prominently 
rounded, thick and protruding. Too much or too little stop. Over 
heavy muzzle. Muzzle too short, too thin, too narrow. Pendulous 
slobbery l ips. Under- or over-shot jaws - a very serious fault, to be 
heavily penalized. 

T E E T H - The teeth should be strong, clean, not too smal l ; and when 
the mouth is closed the teeth should meet in an even bite or a close 
sc i s so r s bite (the lower incisors touching the inside of the upper In ­
c i s o r s ) . 

To be penalized: Any deviation from above description. One or two 
teeth slightly out of line not be considered a serious fault, but i r regu­
larit ies due to faulty jaw formation to be severely penalized. 

E Y E S - More than any other feature the eyes contribute to the 
Spr inger 's appeal. Color, placement, size influence expression and 
attractiveness. The eyes to be of medium s i ze , neither smal l , round, 
full and prominent, nor bold and hard in expression. Set rather well 
apart and fair ly deep in their sockets. The color of the i r i s to harmonize 
with the color of the coat, preferably a good dark hazel in the l iver dogs 
and black or deep brown in the black and white specimens. The expres­
sion to be alert , kindly, trusting. The lids, tight with little or no haw 
showing. 

To be penalized: Eyes yellow or brassy in color or noticeably lighter 
than the coat. Sharp expression indicating unfriendly or suspicious 
nature. Loose droopy l ids. Prominent haw (the third eyelid or mem­
brane in the inside corner of the eye) . 

EARS - The correct ear set is on a level with the line of the eye; 
on the side of the skull and not too far back. The flaps to be long and 
fairly wide, hanging close to the cheeks, with no tendency to stand up 
or out. The leather, thin, approximately long enough to reach the tip 
of the nose. 

To be penalized: Short round e a r s . E a r s set too high or too low or 
too far back on the head. 

NECK - The neck to be moderately long, muscular, slightly arched 
at the crest gradually blending into sloping shoulders. Not noticeably 
upright nor coming into the body at an abrupt angle. 

To be penalized: Short neck, often the sequence to steep shoulders. 
Concave neck, sometimes called ewe neck or upside down neck (the 
opposite of arched). Excess ive throatiness. 

BODY - The body to be well coupled, strong, compact; the chest 
deep but not so wide or round as to interfere with the action of the 
front legs; the brisket sufficiently developed to reach to the level of 
the elbows. The ribs fairly long, springing gradually to the middle of 
the body then tapering as they approach the end of the ribbed section. 
The back (section between the withers and loin) to be straight and 
strong, with no tendency to dip or roach. The loins to be strong, 
short; a slight arch over loins and hip bones. Hips nicely rounded, 
blending smoothly into hindlegs. The resulting topline slopes very 
gently from withers to tail - the line from withers to back descending 
without a shart drop; the back practically level; arch over hips somewhat 
lower than the withers; croup sloping gently to base of tai l ; tail carr ied 
to follow the natural line of the body. The bottom line, starting on a 
level with the elbows, to continue backward with almost no up curve 
until reaching the end of the ribbed section, then a more noticeable up-
curve to the flank, but not enough to make the dog appear smal l waisted 
or "tucked up". 

To be penalized: Body too shallow, indicating lack of brisket. Ribs 
too flat sometimes due to immaturity. Ribs too round, (barrel-shaped) 
hampering the gait. Sway-back, (dip in back) indicating weakness or 
lack of muscular development, particularly to be seen when dog is in 
action and viewed from the side. Roach back (too much arch over loin 
and extending forward into middle section). Croup falling away too 
sharply; or croup too high - unsightly fault, detrimental to outline and 
good movement. Topline sloping sharply, indicating steep withers 
(straight shoulder placement) and a too low tail-set. 

T A I L - The Springer 's tail is an index both to his temperament and 
his conformation. Merry tail action is character ist ic . The proper set 
is somewhat low following the natural line of the croup. The carriage 
should be nearly horizontal, slightly elevated when dog is excited. 
Car r i ed straight up is untypical of the breed. The tail should not be 
docked too short and should be well fringed with wavy feather. It is 
legitimate to shape and shorten the feathering but enough should be left 
to blend with the dog's other furnishings. 

To be penalized: Ta i l habitually upright. Ta i l set too high or too 
low. Clamped down tail (indicating timidity or undependable tempera­
ment, even less to be desired than the tail carr ied too gayly). 

F O R E Q U A R T E R S - Efficient movement in front cal ls for proper 
shoulders. The blades sloping back to form an angle with the forearm 
of approximately 90 degrees which permits the dog to swing his fore­
legs forward in an easy manner. Shoulders (fairly close together at 
the tips) to lie flat and mold smoothly into the contour of the body. The 
forelegs to be straight with the same degree of size to the foot. The 
bone, strong, slightly flattened, not too heavy or round. The knee, 
straight, almost flat; the pasterns short, strong; elbows close to the 
body with free action from the shoulders. 

To be penalized: Shoulders set at a steep angle limiting the str ide. 
Loaded shoulders (the blades standing out from the body by overdevel­
opment of the muscles) . Loose elbows, crooked legs, bone too light 
or too coarse and heavy. Weak pasterns that let down the feet at a 
pronounced angle. 

HINDQUARTERS - The Springer should be shown in hard muscular 
condition, well developed in hips and thighs and the whole rear assembly 
should suggest strength and driving power. The hip joints to be set 
rather wide apart and the hips nicely rounded. The thighs broad and 
muscular; the stifle Joint strong and moderately bent. The hock joint 
somewhat rounded, not smal l and sharp in contour, and moderately 
angulated. Leg from hock joint to foot pad, short and strong with good 
bone structure. When viewed from the rear the hocks to be parallel 
whether the dog is standing or in motion. 

To be penalized: too little or too much angulation. Narrow, unde­
veloped thighs. Hocks too short or too long (a proportion of 1/3 the 
distance from hip joint to foot is ideal). Flabby muscles . Weakness 
of joints. 

F E E T - The feet to be round, or slightly oval, compact, well arched 
medium size with thick pads, well feathered between the toes. Excess 
hair to be removed to show the natural shape and s ize of the foot. 

To be penalized: Thin, open or splayed feet (flat with spreading 
toes). Hare foot (long, rather narrow foot). 

MOVEMENT - In judging the Springer there should be emphasis on 
proper movement which is the final test of a dog's conformation and 
soundness. Pre-reauisite to good movement is balance of the front and 
rear assembl ies . The two must match in angulation and muscular 
development if the gait is to be smooth and effort less. Good shoulders 
laid back at an angle that permits a long stride are just as essential as 
the excellent rear quarters that provide the driving power. When viewed 
from the front the dog's legs should appear to swing forward in a free 
and easy manner, with no tendency for the feet to cross over or interfere 
with each other. Viewed from the rear the hocks should drive well under 
the body following on a line with the forelegs, the rear legs paral lel , 
neither too widely nor too closely spaced. Seen from the side the 
Springer should exhibit a good long forward str ide, without high-stepping 
or wasted motion. 

To be penalized: Short choppy stride, mincing steps with up and down 
movement, hopping. Moving with forefeet wide, giving rol l or swing to 
body. Weaving or crossing of fore or hind feet. Cowhocks - hocks 
turning in toward each other. 

In judging the English Springer Spaniel the over-all picture is a 
primary consideration. It is urged that the judge look for type which 
includes general appearance, outline and temperament and also for 
soundness especially as seen when the dog is in motion. 

Inasmuch as the dog with a smooth easy gait must be reasonably 
sound and well balanced he is to be highly regarded in the show-ring, 
however, not to the extent of forgiving him for not looking like an 
English Springer Spaniel. A quite untypical dog, leggy, foreign in head 
and expression, may move wel l . But he should nut be placed over a 
good all-round specimen that has a minor fault in movement. It should 
be remembered that the English Springer Spaniel is f i rst and foremost 
a sporting dog of the spaniel family and he must look and behave and 
move in character .

The King Char les and Ruby types which comprise one show variety 
are solid colored dogs. The King Char les are black and tan (considered 
a solid color), the black r ich and glossy with deep mahogany tan marks 
over the eyes and on the muzzle, chest and legs. The presence of a few 
white hairs intermixed with the black on the chest i s to be faulted, but a 
white patch on the chest or white appearing elsewhere disqualifies. The 
Ruby is a r ich chestnut red and is whole colored. The presence of a few 
white ha irs intermixed with the red on the chest is to be faulted, but a 
white patch on the chest or white appearing elsewhere disqualifies. 

B L E N H E I M A N D P R I N C E C H A R L E S 

The Blenheim and Prince Char les types which comprise the other show 
variety are broken colored dogs. The Blenheim is red and white. The 
ground color is a pearly white which has bright red chestnut or ruby red 
markings evenly distributed in large patches. The ears and cheeks should 
be red, with a blaze of white extending from the nose up the forehead and 
ending between the ears in a crescent lc curve. In the center of the blaze 
at the top of the forehead, there should be a c lear "spot" of red, the size 
of a dime. The Pr ince Char les , a tri-colored dog, is white, black and 
tan. The ground color is a pearly white. The black consists of markings 
which should be evenly distributed in large patches. The tan appears as 
spots over the eyes , on the muzzle, chest and legs; the ears and vent 
should also be lined with tan. The Prince Char les has no "spot" that 
being a particular feature of the Blenheim.

Should be close fitting 
to the body, thick, without woolly under coat. It should be short and 
sleek. The coat is waterproof and protects against the weather. An 
animal with too fine coat and not thickly furred (like a mousescuat) 
should be excluded from future breeding. 

The colour comprises all the shades of gold but the darker shades 
are preferable, (coffee colour and dark brown or any mixed shade is 
a serious defect) but smal l white spots on chest or feet are not con­
sidered defects, but should be eliminated in future breedings. 

S C A L E OF POINTS 

Hindquarters are straight, if seen from the rear , thighs full and 
muscular. A too bent stifle is worse than a straight one.

P R O P O S E D N E W S T A N D A R D 
F O R T H E B O X E R 

T h e B o x e r is a medium-sized, s t u rdy dog. 
of square bu i ld , w i t h short back, s t rong l imbs 
and shor t tight-fitting coat. H i s muscu la t ion , 
we l l developed, should be c lean , hard and 
appear smooth (not bu lgy ) under taut sk i n . 
H i s movements shou ld denote energy. T h e ga i t 
a l though firm Is e las t i c ( s p r i ngy ) , the s t r i de 
f ree and ground-covering, the ca r r i age proud 
and noble. Developed to se rve the mul t ip le 
purposes of guard , wo r k i n g and escort-dog. he 
mus t combine elegance w i t h substance and am­
ple power , not a lone for beauty but to insure 
the speed, dex ter i ty and j ump i ng ab i l i ty es ­
sen t i a l to arduous h ike , r i d ing expedi t ion , po­
l i ce o r m i l i t a r y duty. On l y a body whose in­
d iv idua l par ts a r e bui l t to w i ths tand the most 
s t renuous efforts, assembled as a complete and 
harmon ious whole , can respond to these com­
bined demands . The re f o re , to be at h is h ighest 
eff iciency he must never be p lump or heavy 
and . wh i l e equ ipped for great speed, he mus t 
never be r a cy . 

T h e head Impar t s to the B o x e r a un ique 
Ind iv idua l s tamp pecu l i a r to h im alone. I t mus t 
be In perfect proport ion to his body, never 
sma l l in compar i son to the over-all p ic ture . 
H i s muzz le Is h is most d is t inc t ive feature and 
the greatest va lue is to be p laced on Its be ing 
of correct form and In absolute proper pro­
port ion to the s ku l l . 

I n j udg ing the Boxer , the first th ing to be 
cons idered is genera l appearance , then ba lance : 
t he re la t ion of subs tance to e legance and of 
the des i red proport ions of the Ind iv idua l par ts 

of the body to each other. 

Cons idera t ion is to be given to an a t t rac t i ve 
color. A f te r wh i ch the ind iv idua l par ts a r e to 
be examined for the i r correct construct ions 
and the i r funct ions. Spec ia l at tent ion is to be 
devoted to the head . 

F a u l t s : Head not t yp i ca l , p l ump bull-doggy 
appearance , l ight bone, lack of ba lance , bad 
condit ion, def ic iency in nobi l i ty. 

H e a d : T h e beauty of the head depends upon 
the harmonious proport ion between the muzz le 
and the sku l l . T h e muzz le shou ld a lways ap­
pear powerfu l , never sma l l in Its re la t ionsh ip 
to the sku l l . T h e head should be c lean , not 
show ing deep wr i nk l e s . F o l d s w i l l n o rma l l y 
appear upon the forehead when the ears a r e 
erect , and they are a lways Indicated f rom the 
l ower edge of the stop r unn i ng downward on 
both sides of the muzz le . T h e da rk mask Is 
confined to the muzz le and Is In d ist inct con­
t ras t to the color of the head. A n y extens ion 
of the ma sk to the sku l l , o ther than d a r k 
shad ing around the eyes , creates a somber un­
des i rab le express ion . T h e muzz le Is power fu l l y 
developed In length , w id th and depth. I t is 
not pointed, na r row , shor t or sha l low. I t s 
shape Is influenced first through the forma­
t ion of both Jawbones, second through the 
p lacement of teeth, and th i rd through the tex­
ture of the Hps. 

T h e two j awbones do not te rmina te in the 
usua l sclssor-bite. instead the l ower j a w pro­
t rudes modera te ly beyond the upper and bends 
s l ight ly upward . T h e B o x e r is norma l ly under ­
shot. T h e upper j a w is broad whe re a t tached 
to the sku l l and ma in ta ins th is breadth except 
for a very s l igh t taper ing to the front. T h e 
lower j a w Inc isor teeth are in a s t ra igh t l ine . 
I n the upper j a w they a re s l igh t ly rounded. 

T h e midd le Inc isors should not project. This 
format ion creates f ronta l w id th in both jaws 
and resu l t s In the can ine teeth being widely 
separa ted f rom each other . T h e upper corner 
Inc isors shou ld fit snug ly back of the lower 
can ine teeth, the pre-molars. an te r io r palative 
f o rmamen (a t echn ica l t e rm per ta in ing to the 
p l ac ing of teeth) and mo la rs fitting in the most 
norma l poss ib le manner , c rea t ing a sound, 
power fu l bite. 

T h e l ips complete the format ion of the muz­
zle. T h e upper l ip is th ick and padded, filling 
out the f ronta l space formed by the projection 
of the l ower j a w and it is supported by the 
j a w ' s fangs. The re f o re , these fangs must stand 
f a r apa r t and be of good length so that the 
front su r f ace of the muzz le sha l l become broad 
and squar i sh and , when v iewed from the side, 
form a rounded angle w i t h the top l ine of the 
muzz le . T h e lower edge of the upper l ip rests 
on the edge of t he l ower l ip . T h e repandotu 
(bent u pwa rd ) part of the under-jaw with the 
l owe r Up (somet imes ca l led the ch in ) must not 
r i s e above the front of the upper l ip. but much 
less m a y it d i sappear under It. I t must be 
percept ib le when v iewed f rom the front as 
we l l as the s ide, w i thout prot rud ing and bend­
i ng upward In the manner of the Kng l i sh Bull­
dog. T h e B o x e r must not show his teeth or 
his tongue when h is mouth Is closed. Excessive 
flews a re not des i rab le . , 

T h e top of the sku l l Is s l i gh t ly arched, nntl 
rotund, o r flat nor not iceab ly broad, and the 
occ iput must not be too pronounced. T he fort-
head forms a d is t inct stop w i th the top line 
of the muzz le , wh i ch must not be forced back 
Into the forehead l ike that of a Bulldog. » 
should not s lant up. nor down (down-faced) 
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nor be d ished. T h e t ip of the nose l ies somi-
what h igher than the root of the muzz le . T h e 
forehead shows a suggest ion of f u r row wh ieh . 
however, must never be too deep, espec ia l ly be­
tween the eyes . Cor respond ing wi th the pow­
erful set of teeth, the cheeks are accord ing ly 
well developed, wi thout prot rud ing f rom the 
head wi th too bu lgy an appearance , pre ferab ly 
they should taper into the muzz le in a s l ight , 
graceful curve . T h e ears a re cut r a the r long 
well t r immed and ca r r i ed erect . T h e da rk 
brown eyes , not too sma l l , not pro t rud ing , nor 
deep-set. d isc lose an a le r t and inte l l igent ex ­
pression, and must never appear gloomy, 
threatening or p i e r c i ng : they should be en­
circled by da rk ha ir . T h e nose Is broad and 
black, very s l igh t ly turned up ; the nostr i ls 
are broad w i t h the naso-labial l ine runn ing 
between them. 

F a u l t s : L a c k of nobi l i ty and express ion , som­
ber face, unserv iceab le bite. P i n s che r or B u l l ­
dog head, bad ly t r immed ears , v is ib le con junc ­
tiva ( haw) , d r ive l ing , show ing teeth o r tongue, 
light so-called " B i r d of P r e y " eyes S lop i ng top 
line of muzz le , too pointed or too l ight a bite 
(sn lpey) . 

Neck : Round , of amp le length, not too s h o r t ; 
strong and muscu l a r and c lean throughout , 
without dewlap , w i t h a d is t inc t ly marked nape 
and an elegant a rch runn ing down to the back. 

F a u l t s : Dew lap . 
Body : Body Is square . Measured in profile, 

a horizontal l ine f rom the front of the fore-
chest to the r ea r pro ject ion of the upper th igh 
should equal a ver t ica l l ine dropped f rom the 
top of the w i t he rs to the ground. 

Chest and F r o n t L e g Measuremen ts : T h e 
brisket is deep, reach ing down to the e l bows : 
the depth of the body at the lowest point of 
the br isket amounts to ha l f the height of the 
dog at the w i the rs . T h e r ibs , ex tend ing fa r to 
the rear, are wel l a rched but not barrel-shaped. 
The loins are shor t and muscu l a r : the l ower 
stomach l ine, l i gh t ly tucked up. b lend ing Into 
a graceful cu rve to the rear . T h e shou lders a re 
long and s lop ing, close l y i ng and not exces ­
sively covered w i th musc le . T h e upper a r m is 
long, c losely approach ing a r ight ang le to the 
shoulder blade. T h e lore legs when seen f rom 
the front, must be s t ra ight , s tand para l le l to 
each other, and have strong, firmly jo ined 
bones. Chest of f a i r w id th , and forechest wel l 

I defined. T h e e lbows must not press too c losely 
\ to the chest wa l l nor stand off v is ib ly f rom it. 

The forearm Is s t ra ight , long and f i rmly mus ­
s e d . T h e pas tern (knee) jo in t of the fore leg 
is c lear ly defined but not d is tended. T h e pas­
tern is short , s l i gh t ly s l an t ing , but s t and ing 
almost perpend icu lar to the ground . Fee t com­
pact, turn ing ne i ther In nor out, w i t h t i gh t ly 
arched toes and ha rd soles (cats p a w s ) . 

F au l t s : Too broad and low In front , loose 
shoulders, chest hang ing between the shou lders , 
hare's feet, ho l low f lanks, hang ing s tomach , 
turned feet, tied-in e lbows. 

Back : T h e w i t he rs should be c l ea r l y defined. 

the whole back short , s t ra igh t and very mus­
cular. 

F an l t s : Ronch back , s w a y back, th in lean 
back, long n a r r ow lo ins , weak un ion w i t h 
croup. 

H indquar te rs : I n ba lance w i t h f o requar te rs ; 
strongly musc led . T h e th ighs broad and curved , 
the breech muscu la t ion s t rong ly developed. T h e 
croup very s l igh t ly s loped, broad . T a i l a t tach ­
ment high, r a the r than low. T a i l c l ipped, c a r ­
ried upward . T h e pelvis should be long and 
especially broad In females . Uppe r and l ower 
thigh long, leg we l l angu la ted . I n s t and ing 
position, the leg below the hock jo in t shou ld 
be pract ica l ly perpend icu la r to the ground (a 
slight slope is pe rm i ss i b l e ) . V i ewed from be­
hind the h ind legs are s t ra igh t . T h e hocks 
'metatarsus) c lean , s t rong and short , sup­
ported by powerfu l r ea r pads w i th hock jo in t 
clean-cut and c lear ly defined. T h e rea r toes 
Just a l i t t le longer than the f ront toes, but 
similar In a l l other respects . 

F au l t s : F a l l i n g off o r too rounded or n a r r ow 
croup, low-set ta i l , h igher In back t han in 
front; steep, stiff or too s l i gh t ly angu la ted 
hindquarters, l ight th ighs , cow hocks , bowlegs 
and crooked legs, r e a r dewc laws . soft hocks . 

^ N h a r r o w heel, to t ter ing , wadd l i ng gait , h a r e 
eet. h indquar ters too f a r under or too f a r be­

hind. 

Height : Males . . . . 22 Inches to 21 Inches at 
the w i t he r s 

Fema l e s . . . . 21 inches to 23 inches 
at the w i t he rs 

Males should not go under 22 inches and fe­
males should not go over 23 Inches.

T h e br ind le va r ie ty shou ld have 
c l ea r l y defined b lack str ipes on f awn back ­
ground. Wh i t e ma rk i ngs In f awn and br ind le 
dogs a r e not to be re j ec ted ; In fact, t hey a r e 
often ve ry a t t rac t ive In appearance . T h e b lack 
mask Is abso lute ly requ i red . When wh i te occurs 
on the muzz le it should be edged by remnan ts 
of the b lack mask . B l a ck toenai ls a re p re fe r red 
but not essent ia l . E v e n d is t r ibut ion of head 
ma rk i ngs Is des i rab le . 

C h a r a c t e r : T h e charac te r of the B o x e r Is of 
the greatest Impor tance and demands the most 
so l ic i tous attent ion. H e should be a ler t and 
f ea r l e s s ; w i l l i ng to make fr iends , but not nec­
essa r i l y effusive. 

F a u l t s : S h y n e s s — A dog should be cons idered 
shy If he s h r i n k s away from a f r i end ly ap­
proach or d i sp l ays t im id i ty when approached 
f rom the rear , or d i sp l ays coward ice over sud ­
den and unusua l noises. 

V i s r i o u sne s s : A dog should be cons idered v i ­
c ious that at tempts to at tack e i ther his han­
d ler or the Judge. Be l l i ge rency towards other 
dogs shou ld not be cons idered v ic iousness . 

D isqua l i f i ca t ions : Boxe r s w i th wh i te o r b lack 
ground color, or en t i re ly wh i te or b lack o r 
any color other than f awn or br indle . ( W h i t e 
ma r k i n g s are a l lowed but must not exceed one-
th i rd (1/3) of the ground co lo r ) .

T h e foundat ion 
breeding was 60% Mastiff and 4 0 % Bu l ldog . 

H e a d — S k u l l l arge , w i t h a f a i r amount of 
w r i nk l e when a l e r t ; broad, w i t h cheeks we l l 
developed. Fo r ehead flat. Muzz le broad and 
deep: its length. In compar ison w i th that of 
the en t i re head, approx ima te ly as 1 is to 3. 
L a c k of foreface w i th nostr i l s set on top of 
muzz le is a revers ion to the Bu l ldog and is 
very undes irab le . Nose black w i th nostr i ls 
large and broad. F l e w s not too pendulous, stop 
moderate , and the mouth (b i te) pre ferab ly 
level or s l igh t ly undershot . Can ine teeth l a rge 
and set w ide apar t . A dark muzz le is prefer ­
able. E y e s dark and of med ium size. E a r s 
v-shaped and ca r r i ed c lose to the cheeks, set on 
w ide and h igh, level w i t h occiput and cheeks, 
g iv ing a square appearance to the s k u l l : d a r ke r 
in co lor than the body and med ium i n s ize . 
Neck s l i gh t ly arched , of moderate length , very 
muscu la r , and a lmost equa l in c i rcumference 
to the sku l l . 

Body — Compac t . Chest w ide and deep, w i t h 
r ibs wel l sp rung and we l l set down between 
the forelegs.

S tand­
ing over iwo feet tal l at the shoulder , the dog 
has a s tra ight , fine, glossy coat, longer on 

ears , chest, tai l and back of legs. Afield he is 
a swift-moving hunter ; at home, a sweet-na-
tured. t ra inab le companion. H i s is a ro l l i ck ing 
personal i ty . 

H E A D : Long and lean, its length at least 
double the width between the e? rs . T h e brow 
is ra ised, showing a dist inct stop m idway be­
tween the tip of nose and the well-defined 
occiput ( rear point of s ku l l ) . T h u s the near ly 
level l ine from occiput to brow is set a l i t t le 
above, and para l le l to. the stra ight and equal 
l ine from eye to nose. T h e sku l l is oval when 
viewed from above or front: very s l ight ly 
domed when v iewed in profile. Beau ty of head 
is emphasized by del icate ch ise l ing a long the 
muzzle, around and below the eyes, and a long 
the cheeks. Muzzle moderately deep, nostr i ls 
wide, j aws of near ly equal length. Upper l ips 
f a i r ly square but not pendulous, the under l ine 
of the j a w s being almost para l le l wi th the top 
l ine of the muzzle. T h e teeth meet in a sc is­
sors bite in wh ich the upper incisors fit close­
ly over the lower, or they may meet evenly. 
Nose : B lack or chocolate. E y e s : Somewhat 
almond-shaped, of medium size, placed ra ther 
wel l apa r t : ne i ther deep-set nor bulging.

Fee t 
ra ther smal l , very' firm, toes arched and close. 
Fore legs s tra ight and s inewy, the elbows mov­
ing freely. H ind legs long and muscu la r from 
hip to hock, short and near ly perpendicu lar 
from hock to ground: wel l angulated at stifle 
and hock jo ints , wh ich , l ike the elbows, In­
cl ine nei ther in nor out. T a i l : S t rong at root, 
taper ing to fine point, about long enough to 
reach the hock.

i i n . (H i Mahogany or r ich chestnut red. 
wi th no trace of black. A sma l l amount of 
whi te on chest, throat , or toes, o r a na r row 
centered s t reak on sku l l , is not to be penal ized. 

S I Z E : T h e r e is no disqual i f icat ion as to size. 
T h e make and fit of al l parts and the i r over-
r.ll balance in the an imal a re rated more im­
portant. Twenty-seven inches at the w i thers 
w i th a show weight of about seventy pounds 
is considered ideal for a dog; the bitch twenty-
five inches, s ix ty pounds. Va r i ance beyond an 
inch up or down to be d iscouraged. 

G A I T : At the trot the gait is big. very live­
ly , graceful and efficient. T h e head is held 
high. T h e h indquar ters dr ive smoothly and 
wi th great power. T h e forelegs reach we l l 
ahead as if to pull in the ground, without giv­
ing the appea lance of a hackney gait. T h e dog 
runs as he s tands : s tra ight . Seen from the 
front or rear , the forelegs, as wel l as the hind 
legs below the hock joint , move perpendicu­
l a r ly to the ground, w i th some tendency to­
wards a single track as speed increases. Bu t 
a cross ing or weav ing of the legs, front or 
back, is object ionable. 

B A L A N C E : At his best the l ines of the I r i s h 
Set ter so sa t is fy in overal l balance that ar t is ts 
have termed h im the most beautiful of a l l 
dogs. T h e correct specimen a lways exh ib i ts 
balance whether s tand ing or in motion. E a c h 
part of the dog flows and fits smoothly into 
its neighbor ing parts without ca l l i ng atten­
tion to itself.

Houston of Omemee that one of his dogs was 
killed on the highway. It seems the gate to his 
run had shifted with a recent heavy wind 
and the dogs knocked it open. Fortunately 
only one got on the roadway. 

This sad incident brings to mind the tragedy 
of the wandering dog. Year after year pur­
chasers of new dogs are warned of this danger 
but the slaughter seems to go on. Not only 
does this happen to our breed but to every 
other breed. 

This club strongly advises the buyer to avail 
himself of the defences necessary to protect 
his pet. The initial cost of a suitable en­
closure is comparatively small and pays divi­
dends far in excess of the outlay. I t would 
cut down considerably the loss of dog life as 
well as breed loss and financial loss. I t is 
estimated that more dogs lose their life due to 
accidents on highways than through sickness. 
The majority of dogs killed are under two 
years of age. 

Word comes from Mart Kenney Jr . , who has 
been in B .C . for a few years, that he may 
be coming back to Ontario. Mart has been 
suffering from an ailment aggravated by the 
damp climate and his doctors advise the 
change. Says Mart : " i f I get back to Ontario 
I'll be right in there pitching for our good 
old breed". He has a couple of Ir ish Setters 
now. 

If the weather continues fine we will be 
able to begin our training classes the end of 
Apri l or early in May. Also there will be a 
trimming session in May.
