KEN-L RATION HONORS 
CANADA'S WINNERS 

Nearly 200 kennel owners and other guests attended the Ken-L-
Ration Annual Awards dinner in Toronto on the eve of the 1961 
Sportsmen's Shows to honor the top dogs in the four regional 
sections of Canada. Among the guests were leading figures of the 
Canadian canine world from the extreme east and west provinces. 

The Ken-L-Ration Awards are presented to the owners of 
the top winning dogs in the British Columbia, Prairie Province 
area, Ontario and Quebec, and the Eastern Seaboard Provinces. 
Winners of the coveted awards are shown on this page. 

Guest speaker for the evening was Dr. A. J. Cawley, Radio­
logist, Ontario Veterinary College, Guelph, Ont. Speaking on 
Hip Dysplasia, Dr. Cawley pointed out that all breeds are 
susceptible to this condition. Lameness, the most obvious indica­
tion of the disease, he stated, is not apparent in ratio to the 
degree of dysplasia, since lameness is not a result of hip dysplasia 

but is caused by arthritis, the inflammation which follows poor 
formation of the bones. 

Findings indicate that hip dysplasia is hereditary, he pointed 
out. The mode of inheritance appears to be a modified dominant 
gene, apparently sex-linked. 

Major symptoms of the disease, the speaker stated, are seen 
in a reluctance to move, difficulty in rising, walking with a 
swaying gait, hips wider and higher. In less severely affected 
dogs, signs are probably only periodic lameness, starting between 
the ages of one to two years, and can only be diagnosed by 
X-ray. Recognition of the lesion in severely affected younger 
dogs is dependent on the position of the hip bones, which are 
usually higher than normal. 

Prevention, he concluded, is the only possible means at the 
moment of getting rid of the condition — and this is a 
breeding proposition.

Actually a dog uses his nose more than his eyes, to 

differentiate objects.
