Congratulations on your fine July 
Standards issue, I am enjoying it very 
much. 

In reviewing your "Dictionary of Dog 
Terms" in this issue I find that I would 
like an interpretation of your use of the 
term "Terrier Front" for I am in com­
plete disagreement regarding the Upright 
Shoulders in your definition. 

We do not want an upright shoulder 
in our Terriers, the straight front legs 
parallel to one another when viewed from 
the front or side and the straight pasterns 
yes, but our Terriers must have "shoulders 
well laid back" and "shoulders sloping 
well into the hack" as found in all hut 
a few of the Terrier Standards in order 
to dig freely and cover ground effortlessly 
when pursuing its adversary. 

A "Terrier Front" to most terrier fanci­
ers immediately calls to mind the terrier 
which is upstanding, head held high and 
proud, outline when viewed from the side 
resembling a crochet hook—the head is the 
hook and the front of the neck and the 
straight legs with the straight pasterns 
and firm round feet, the handle of the 
hook. The neck of the terrier is nicely 
arched and fits into well sloping and well 
laid back shoulders, when viewed from the 
front the legs are straight and parallel to 
one another, the shoulder blades flat, clean 
and free from heaviness or humpiness. 

My apologies if I have misinterpreted 
your definition.

FROM THE EDITOR 

D U R I N G the past year or more Dogs in 
Canada has carried a regular column and 
the occasional separate item pertaining to 
humanity to animals. Is it worthwhile? 
We thoroughly believe so. Backing this 
belief are innumerable letters of approba­
tion and telephone calls from Dogs' read­
ers to this office and the Ontario Humane. 
The theme of the messages: "the need 
is imperative . . . the awakening is long 
overdue . . . let's see more." 

Dog clubs, animal welfare groups and 
Humane Society branches have requested 
permission to reprint one or more articles 
in their own publications or in leaflet 
form for distribution. 

Frankly, we feel that if more space 
were available in Dogs, the subject 
would warrant even more attention, for 
the number and variety of topics is end­
less. And so is the responsibility of the 
press, radio and television to give space 
and time as a deserving public service. 

Cruelty to animals among so-called 
"dog people" is rare, but by no means 
unheard of. But who, better than Dogs' 
readers, many of whom have other ani­
mals and birds as well, are more quali­
fied to help educate the public in their 
community to the need for animal wel­
fare. Who indeed, would be more 
incensed by and therefore more likely 
to call the attention of authorities to 
flagrant maltreatment of animals. 

The subjects discussed in these col­
umns and suggestions made for protection 
of animals are but a small token of 
esteem and encouragement to the dedi­

cated men and women who unselfishly 
give of their time and money to this 
necessary cause. Your encouragement too, 
would help counteract the discourage­
ment they frequently face, as witness 
the many times cases of cruelty have 
actually lx>en brought to court, only to 
be thrown out through thoughtless if 
not callous indifference or political favor.

Mr. Frost recommends that all breeds 
should win at least three points at a breed 
specialty before receiving the title Cham­
pion. Ideal, perhaps, for heavily populated 
areas, but a definite hardship on minority 
breeds in geographically isolated spots. To 
travel 500 or so miles to a specialty take-
more time and money than many exhibi­
tors can afford.

" I hear," said the Old T imer " that 
the 3oard of Directors is taking steps 
to rescind another of the amendments 
to the Dog Show Rules that was sup­
posed to go into effect in 1964." 

He'd been busy painting his cages 
in preparation for winter and when I 
arrived he called it a day, but not be-
. j r e cleaning his brushes so they'd be 
in good shape the next time he wanted 
to use them. That done he'd loaded his 
pipe, slouched down in his comfortable 
chair and started to talk. 

"Another?" I asked. 
He gave me a look. 
"Don't you ever read the reports of 

lirectors' meetings?" he asked. "Already 
hey've taken steps to rescind the amend-
Tient that prohibits stewards showing 
it the same show where they are steward-
ng. It's proved a real hardship on the 
mall clubs where every entry and 
;very worker counts. Now I understand 
he directors are putting up a new 
imendment to cancel the one calling for 
he measuring and weighing of every 

dog, at every show, if weight or size 
can result in disqualification." 

"Why I thought that was a good pro­
posal," I said. " I voted for it last year. 
Surely an oversize dog should be dis­
qualified and if it's measured or weighed 
at the show before it goes into the ring 
it eliminates the possibility of one above 
or below the standard walking away with 
the points. And if the standard imposes 
a size limitation surely it should be ad­
hered to." " I agree," said the Old Timer 
"but have you ever acted as a show 
superintendent?" I said I hadn't. 

" E v e r been a show committee chair­
man?" he asked. Again my answer was 
in the negative. 

"So all you know about the mechanics 
of a dog show is arriving there with 
your dog on schedule and getting it into 
the ring in time to be judged?" 

I admitted that was just about correct. 
"Son, " he said " i f you'd ever had any 

experience with the problems of getting 
a dog show on the road you'd have 
some idea of the problems presented by 
a rule of this kind. Mind you, the idea 
and the objective is good. But to put 
such an amendment into operation is 
completely impractical." 

"How come?" I asked. 
"Wel l first of all the amendment says 

that the show-giving club must appoint 
a competent and experienced measuring 
committee. You've been in dogs a lot of 
years—how many dogs have you seen 
measured. How many have you actually 
measured." 

There were none that I could recall. 
"That 's the first problem," he said. 

"Measuring a dog is an art. It does call 
for experience. A smart handler can add 
to the height of a dog. He can take 
height away. An inexperienced committee 
could be fooled easily. And have you 
any idea what the result would be?" 

"Wel l some oversize or undersizc dogs 
would get i n? " I suggested. 

"T rue , " said the Old Timer "but they'd 
get in only part of the time. Take a 
borderline Miniature Poodle, for instance. 
He'd appear at show " A " today and he 
might well be measured out by one 
committee. Then he'd appear at show " B " 
tomorrow under a different measuring 
committee and he might well be measur­
ed in. So you'd have that borderline 
dog in one show and out of the other. 
Nobody would be happy. 

'"And there's another factor," he 
added. 

"What's that one." 
"T ime , " said the Old Timer. "You've 

never measured a dog. I have and to 
do a proper job would take at least five 
minutes a dog—probably nearer ten if 
the dog was fidgety or if the owner was 
cantakerous about a border line case. 
So, take a dog show with 400 entries and 
about 100 requiring measuring. I 'd say 
the minimum time required, by the time 
the measuring stick was adjusted to each 
dog, would be three hours. That would 
mean the owners of your Shelties, your 
Poodles, your Miniature Schnauzers, your 
Basenjis, your Beagles and other dogs 
subject to measurement would have to 
be at the show about seven o'clock in 
the morning if judging was to get under­
way on time." 

"Surely you're exaggerating," I said. 
"Not very much, " the Old Timer an­

swered. " I remember one time when a 
Toy Poodle exhibitor demanded that all 
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(logs be measured before they entered 
the ring The show committee agreed. 
As I recall it there were about 13 Toys 
and by the time they had all been 
measured judging was delayed more than 
an hour and a half. And the tunny 
thing was not a single dog was measured 
out." 

"But you agree it woidd be desirable 
to have the dogs measured" I suggested. 

" I do," said the Old T imer "but not 
under the proposed sy stem. If they want 
the dogs measured or weighed let the 
C K C appoint regional measurers or 
weighers. Let the regional people attend 
all shows in their regions. Don't apply 
the rule until dogs are about lb' months 
old. A certificate of height or weight, 
issued by these official measures 
would then be good for all shows. 
There'll be no long queues of dogs at 
every show waiting for the attention of 
inexperienced officials." 

"But couldn't these official measurers 
make a mistake too," I asked. 

"They probably could and they pro­
bably would," said the Old Timer. "So 
I would add one provision to the amend­
ment. This would be that the owner of 
8 dog measured out would have the 
right to one appeal. If the appeal com­
mittee confirmed the finding of the re­
gional measurers that would be that. The 
dog would be out and it would remain 
out. But until such time as there are 
regional measurers, until such time as 
the C K C is prepared to issue a certificate 
of measurement that will be good for all 
shows-then 1 think ihat to introduce 
and continue the amendment approved 
last year would be nothing but an ex-
i n ise in futility.* •

Ed. O'Brien, Canfield, Ont., is well-known as Canada's leading 
professwiud trainer of dogs in Obedience work. He is a licensed 
Judge, one of Canada's first. He began his career in the West, 
training dogs for herding and other farm work. Since moving to 
Ontario he has specialized in training dogs for police and 
guard work and for disabled people. Mr. O'Brien also breeds 
German Shepherds and Dobermans. 

Looking over old Obedience Trial score 
cards is something like looking over 
old theatre or dance programs; personal­
ities and events are recalled and some­
times fresh light is brought to bear on 
an old situation. I spent some time 
recently, checking over scores which I 
had, in the past, both given and received. 
In doing so, I was interested to find that 
in the Novice classes a higher percentage 
of dogs received lower marks for heeling 
on leash than when heeling free. That 
gave me food for thought, and the basis 
for this month's column. 

Why should a number of these dogs 
have worked less well when the leash 
was being used? Were they :;o afraid 
of the leash that they appeared more 
confident and happier when it was re­
moved? I wonder if jerking the leash 
each time the dog got out of position 
in the early stages of training might net 
have been overdone in some cases? My 
own feeling is that the leash is mainly-
used for correction in the case of the 
trained dog, whereas in basic training its 
purpose should be to guide and assist 
the dog, who should not need to fear it 
as a weapon. 

I came across an article in an English 
magazine, not long ago, about a woman 
trainer who teaches the dogs to heel 
off leash from the start. The article, 
unfortunately, did not explain her 
method, but it would certainly entail 
real work and the confidence of the 
dogs would have to be gained and held 
to keep them with their handlers. Most 
of us in Obedience have neither the 
time nor the ability to copy this trainer, 
hut we can keep this in mind and per­
haps adapt the idea for our own work. 
This would mean, of course, more en­
couragement for the pupil and less force 
put on the leash. How about working 
with the beginner as though no leash 
were attached? W e would possibly finish 
up with better heelers, and anyway we 
would still have the leash to give us 
confidence in case Rover decided to 
rove. Naturally, I am not suggesting 
this as a cure-all, for instance, I doubt 
if it would work with a lazy dog but I 
believe a lot of our average dogs would 
benefit and we would make a better 
showing on leash heeling. 

And while we are on the subject of 
heeling, it is interesting to notice the 
importance placed by different judges on 
heeling both on and off the leash. For 

example, from the score sheets on hand. 
I find that on crooked sits alone we 
have an overall reduction of only 1/2 

a point by one judge, and this applies 
in both Novice and Open classes. On 
the other hand we find a different judge, 
except in the case of sits which are only 
slightly off, making a reduction of one 
point in the Novice and two points in 
the Open and Utility for the same 
fault. Should this pattern of scoring 
be carried through all the exercises 
there is bound to be considerable differ­
ence in the total score given by two 
judges for the same exercise. The result 
of this inconsistent judging, as I see 
it, has been the granting of considerably 
higher scores than would otherwise have 
been given, if the rules were more 
specific, for a number of the judges 
seem to feel that they will become 
unpopular unless they are lenient in their 
judging. They are probably right, but 
in the long run is thfs good for Obed­
ience? Is judging to develop into a 
popularity contest, or do contestants 
want to feel that they have honestly 
earned the scores they have received? 
Scores now being given are, on the 
average, much higher than would have 
been given for equal work even five 
years ago. 

Only yesterday, a person who has 
taken an active part in Obedience Trials 
for years remarked on the round corners 
now being allowed when making turns. 
This is something I had not noticed my­
self, but now it has been brought to 
my attention, I believe all of us who are 
judges have become lax on this point. 
Perhaps the matting we now have around 
the ring is responsible in part for poor 
turns, for in following it around relig-
ously we never really challenge the dog 
to show that he is actually on the job. 

I have an idea that it would be quite 
a shock to both dogs and handlers if 
for a change a judge called for a few 
snappy turns and changes of pace in 
the heeling exercises. It has been sug­
gested at different times that we judges 
should at least switch the order of the 
exercises around, so it would not keep 
our dogs so mechanical in their work. 
Perhaps the Sits and Downs might be 
done first and the order of the other 
exercises changed. Of course, this might 
not be according to the book, and in 
any case, so far none of our judges has 
had the courage to try it. Still, it might

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SPAN IELS 
I N T H E F I E L D 

George Tahner, a well-known breeder and exhibitor of 

Springer Spaniels in both show and trial, is a firm 

believer that show Springers mast alto be able to give 

good account of themselves in the field. He is President 

of the English Springer Spaniel Club of Canada and 

sparked the establishment of Ontario's only Spaniel 

Specialty Show for all Spaniels. 

I havj been asked to print a draft of the 
"Proposed Working Test of Spaniels" 
as submitted to The Canadian Kennel 
Club. This was suggested originally at 
a meeting of the English Springer Span­
iel C lub of Canada. The Spaniel Field 
Tria l Association (of Ontario) approved 
the proposal, with several member clubs 
planning to hold tests when approval 
of the Kennel C lub was granted. 

The test is included in this column so 
that all interested parties may study it 
in detail. Your suggestions and ideas 
will be carefully considered, provided 
you send them along. My address is 
George E . Tabner, R.R. 4, Komoka, Ont. 
The final draft will then include the 
majority opinions of all. The American 
Tests, lately, have been criticised as be­
ing too loosely set up and operated. The 
results have not been a fair picture 
since standards of the test vary' from one 
to another. The test we propose is not 
compulsory, nor does it replace any part 
of Field Trials. It is hoped to be a means 
of testing our dogs to prove they do, 
or do not, still possess the basic hunting 
requirements of our breeds. With this 
knowledge, we can then continue to 
breed dogs which will be truly the 
Sporting Spaniels originally intended. 

PROPOSED W O R K I N G TEST OF S P A N I E L S 

Purpose: To assess dogs to prove which 
possess the basic requirements of " F l u s h ­
ing Spaniels". 
Judges: Persons of Fie ld Experience, 
preferably with Spaniel Field Trials; 
otherwise, those of other Sporting Dog 
Trials who have knowledge of the way 
Spaniels should work in the field. 
Grounds: Long grass or other cover 
which will make it necessary for the 
dogs to find birds by their noses rather 
than by sight. 
Procedure: Dogs brought to the starting 
point, on or off lead as needed to control. 
Start marked by a stake. A bird to be 
planted within about a 50' radius of a 
second stake, approximately 100 yards 
from the start. On signal from a judge 
the dog is loosed, or sent hunting; hand­
ler to follow. Dog must find and flush 
bird (using its nose in the usual manner 
of spaniels). Dogs which show no 
interest in, or no ability to hunt must 
be F A I L E D . After flush, Gunners to 
shoot bird to provide a retrieve of about 
30 to 50 yards. Extra long retrieves may 
be completed if handler wishes to at­
tempt it. Dogs not completing retrieve 

to handler may attempt a second bird. 
Steadiness to flush, shot, etc. not a 
requirement of the test. Judges may pass 
or fail on retrieves. Gun-shy dogs must 
fail. Second test similar to present C K C 
Water Test. Retrieves about 20 to 30 
yards. Two tries permitted. Dogs which 
refuse to enter water must F A I L . Re­
trievers, at judges' discretion, passed if 
satisfactory.

Miscellaneous: Tests should be fair, with 
neither too simple or too difficult, re­
quirements to be attainable by novices. 
Tests should be run by Spaniel Clubs 
or Clubs active in Spaniel Field Work. 
Tests should be given when possible at 
Fie ld Trials, but may be separate events 
where no trials are held, provided pro­
perly qualified judges officiate. By proper 
publicity we may attract people who 
own dogs but take no interest so far 
in either show or field. We may attract 
them and encourage any promising dogs 
to go farther in either field. 
Entry Fees : About $2.00 plus Listing and 
Recording Fees as required by C K C . 
C K C : To grant permission for holding 
of tests. 
T o set standards and procedure for tests. 
To record dogs competing as passed or 
fail. 
To award suitable certificates to owners 
of dogs passing. 

Spaniel Fie ld Trials have now begun 
in the Maritimes. The first one held 
this spring was a small beginning, of 
what will, we hope, be a strong new-
area of contenders. The second trial is 
due between the writing and publica­
tion of this article. If possible, we will 
give details of their activities in later 
columns. To George Webster I am in­
debted for the report of the Sudbury 
Trial which appears elsewhere in the 
magazine. •

For some months I have reported in 
this column the actual conditions in 
Ontario under which dogs are being 
impounded. I have stressed the complete 
lack of normal kennel facilities, non-exist­
ent heat, or bedding, ( in winter) , inade­
quate care and often, finally, a cruel 
inhumane death at the end. With increas­
ing frequency the unclaimed dogs are 
turned over to unscrupulous dealers for 
resale to medical research laboratories. 

Inspectors of the Ontario Humane 
have found dogs chained to trees; dogs 
fastened inside disused "back houses"; 
dogs chained to small leaky boxes that 
cannot be called "kennels". In fact, 
inspections have proved that many mu­
nicipalities simply fail to provide even the 
basic requirements for the dogs that find 
themselves in the not too tender clutches 
of the local dog catcher. 

When these conditions arc found, the 
•CtiOB taken by the Ontario Humane is 
both prompt and, at least temporarily, 
effective. Generally, if conditions are bad 
enough, the dogs found in the "pound" 
are seized and removed from the prem­
ises, generally to the kennels operated 
by the nearest veterinarian. Next a letter 
is sent to the local Council, confirming 
the action taken, giving the authority 
under which it is taken (in Ontario this 
is the Ontario S.P.C.A. Act but this will 
differ in various Provinces), and suggest­
ing various ways in which the Pound 
can be improved or the other irregular­
ities corrected. Where the facilities are 
so incredibly poor that nothing can be 
done, short of setting fire to them, no 
temporary solution is offered. Instead 
it is suggested that the dogs should be 
housed by local arrangement with a 
reputable kennel or veterinarian. In ad­
dition the local council is always offered 
the advice of the Society in designing 
and operating a decent "public service 
building". Because that is exactly what 
a Pound is. If local councillors could be 
persuaded to accept this fact, the lot of 
thousands of unfortunate dogs would be 
greatly improved. 

I wish I could report that we are 
enjoying great success in this direction. 
Not so, dear reader. You will be surprised 
to hear that most councillors (but not all) 

think dogs are strictly "for the birds". 
We have been successful in Brantford 
where a sympathetic Chairman of the 
local Finance Committee promised arid 
came through with prompt action when 
the disgusting conditions in that city's 
pound were drawn to his attention. Not 
all, by any means, react so intelligently 
Oravenhurst has a pound. It was con­
demned by this Society after conditions 
there were drawn to our attention by 
members of the Barrie Kennel Club and 
residents of Cravenhurst. My helpful 
letter was not even given the courtesy of 
a replv. It's difficult to deal with elected 
officials and their appointed Clerk unless 
some sort of system of communication 
can be opened. I suppose I could send 
nr> smokesignals. or borrow some pigeons, 
but somehow I feel that even these an­
cient and honourable methods of com­
munication would also be ignored. 

Sometimes our efforts to heln imnonnd-
ed dogs are misunderstood. Recentlv 
the town of Uxbridge considered build­
ing a Pound. I recommended the norm i] 
building for a population of up to 1.5 000. 
It contained three kennel units and a 
sm dl room for storing and preparing 
food and storing dishes, cleaning mater­
ials, utensils etc. The kennel units each 
had a small outdoor run. A further small 
room was "walled off" for isolating 
and killing animals. A tiny floor space 
was set outside for dog owners to wait 
for their animals or to hand over money 
as Pound Fees, and to receive their 
receipt, all this under cover. This type 
of building can be built for between 
$5,000. and $7,000. I have recommended 
many of them throughout Canada and I 
have arranged for quite a few of them 
to be built. I have also directly managed 
some of them. They arc good little build­
ings that can be cleaned easily, and 
operated economically, and a conscien­
tious pound operator can give the dotrs 
in his charge a fair deal and a reasonable 
chance of being returned to the owner 
in a healthy condition. 

The only reaction I got was a headline 
in the local weekly, headed "A Dog 
Pound is His Castle". The article began 
by saying "What accomodation is needed 
for strays? According to the Ontario 
Humane standards it appears to be quite 
elaborate!!" Needless to say the council 

did not proceed to build as recommend­
ed. Equally needless to say I got involv­
ed, but pronto, in a pretty spirited 
exchange of letters with the lady Editor 
of the paper. I don't know who won, 
but I know who lost. The local stray 
dogs, of course. Incidentally if there 
was a prize for the most fatuous remark 
of the year I would give it to the same 
Editor without hesitation. She remarked 
in one of her "tel l ing" editorials that she 
"had never been unkind to an animal ". 
I couldn't resist asking, in my reply, if 
she had not robbed any banks lately ! 

By now you will have got the picture. 
Conditions in Ontario and in other 
Provinces under which dogs—your dog? 
—are impounded are generally disgrace­
ful. The normal methods of persuading 
those responsible to introduce improve­
ments h ive, in many cases, failed. The 
answer now lies with the public who 
elect the Councillors and who are, there­
fore, responsible for their actions or 
inaction. In other words, it is up to 
us to convince our elected representa­
tives, by time honoured methods, that 
we will not accept filthy, decrepit and 
inadequate "pounds". 

To help local Councils make up their 
collective minds, the Ontario Humane 
Society has drafted a Provincial Act that 
would require any local council impound­
ing dogs to meet certain standards 
both of accommodation and of care. 
This proposal has been submitted 
to the Government of Ontario. Copies 
of the draft have been sent to all the 
main Humane Societies throughout Can ­
ada. Dog owners in general can be of 
great help. Write to vour local Provincial 
Government representative urging him 
or her to enquire into the problem and 
support the draft Act submitted by the 
Ontario Humane Society. Check with 
your Humane Society or S.P.C.A. in 
other Provinces to see how best you can 
help them under local conditions. 

One thing is certain. Hell will freeze 
long before any general overall improve­
ments are obtained through the "soft 
sell". But the Government of your Pro­
vince could settle the problem in five 
minutes, which is the time it takes for 
the Provincial Parliament to enact legisla­
tion.

Peter Smith, Phm.B., well-known all-breed judge, has been a breeder and 

exhibitor for three decades, primarily German Shepherds, Boxers, 

Cocker and Springer Spaniels, Scottish Terriers and Pugs. Professionally, 

he is a hospital administrator at Woodstock, Ont. 

Before attempting to answer this 
question let us take a good look 

at our modern "Working Dog". 
Over the past half century all breeds 

of dogs have gone through more changes 
than ever in their history. By selective 
breeding we have attained uniform qual­
ity and nobility in our dogs. A few ex­
amples will bear out this statement. 

The Boxer is a direct decendent from 
the Bullenbeiszer. Dsawings of these dogs 
going back some 350 years are still 
available. Any similarity between the 
coarse, crude animal of those early days 
and our beautiful modern Boxer is purely 
coincidental. In fact they have changed 
almost beyond recognition. Similarly his 
close relative the Mastiff has been devel­
oped into a beautiful noble animal. By 
careful introduction of Bulldog blood 
into their bloodlines our breeders have 
produced an ideal companion and guard 
dog—our Bullmastiff. In studying the 
modem specimens of these breeds I am 
sure we must agree that while develop­
ing nobility and quality we have re­
moved nothing from their original pur­
pose in life. I feel that if called upon 
they could even give an account of 
themselves in the Bull-ring. 

Our modern "dog trainers" and obed­
ience and Tracking enthusiasts have taken 
such breeds as the Dol>erman and Ger­
man Shepherd and not only maintained 
their work qualities but have improved 
them tremendously. Their performances 
as "Seeing E y e Dogs" as well as their 
ability in Police and guard work speak 
for themselves. 

Today, in this age of the machine, 
we do not use the "herd " dog as pre­
valently on our farms as our forefathers 
did. However, if we visit the native 
climes of such breeds as the Sheltie, the 
Welsh Corgi, the Collie, etc., we will 
still find them working alongside the 
Shepherd and Cattleman and giving just 
as good an account of themselves as their 
forebears did. 

The use of such modern inventions as 
the aeroplane or helicopter has removed 
the need for the "Bescue dogs" of the 
Alps. E v e n so, I am sure that our St. 
Bernards, Newfies and others breeds of 
this type would be capable of holding 
their own with their ancestors. 

Those of us who had the pleasure of 
watching a well matched team of Huskies 
or Samoyeds in harness will certainly 
come to the defense of our Sled Dogs. 
In our own province of Quebec, racing 
records are being broken with regularity. 
Quality of conformation has taken noth­
ing away from the ability of these 

breeds. Maybe we feel that the beautiful 
Sammy next door or the Siberian with 
his quaint eye markings do not look as 
if they would be capable of a hard day's 
work. The same goes for that lovable 
"Malamute" loafing in your neighbor's 
yard. Don't let looks deceive you. With 
a few weeks conditioning most of these 
"pets" would be giving a good account 
of themselves in any company. It may 
be that the beautiful coats we have 
developed in some breeds woidd prove 
a hinderance in rough country but I am 
sure this would !*• offset by the asset in 
all weather conditions. Now that we 
have discussed some of our Working 
Dogs we should decide what we mean 
by work. 

Our working breeds can be divided 
into four basic groups. 
1. The Sled Dog represented by such 

as: T h e Samoyed, Alaskan Malamute, 
the Eskimo and the Siberian Husky. 

2. The Herding Dogs. In this class we 
have the Collie, Shetland Sheepdog, 
German Shepherd, Welsh Corgi and 
Old English Sheepdog. 

3. T h e Guard Dogs: Mastiff, Bullmastiff, 
Dane, Doberman and Boxer. 

4. Mountain Rescue Dogs: St. Bernards, 
Newfoundlands, Pyrenees. 

While there are many other working 
dogs, most of them will fit into one of 
these classifications. We must realize that 
these groups are not clear cut. Many 
of our dogs woidd fit into two or more 
categories. For example, the German 
Shepherd, while originally a herd dog, 
has developed into an ideal companion 
and guard dog through the will and 
desire of we humans. Many of our breeds 
were developed as dual purpose animals. 
Most of our early Guard Dogs were also 
used for Draught or DTay work. e.g. The 
Mastiff and Bullmastiff. 

So far we have dealt with generalities. 
Le t us examine what the efforts of 
good "breeders" have produced. 

T E M P E R A M E N T 

Having studied the Working Group over 
the past 30 years, both as a breeder and 
Judge, I feel that here we have a tre­
mendous improvement. A special vote of 
thanks should go to the Specialty and 
Obedience Clubs. Through their efforts 
it is a pleasure to watch our modern 
dogs perform. Gone are the days when 
a judge wondered if after doing the 
"Shepherds" he would have to count 
his fingers. We seldom see a fight in the 
dog ring today. This may be improved 
ability on the part of the handlers. I 
like to think that it is because of the 

more predictable temperament of our 
dogs. 
C O N F O R M A T I O N 

When I think of some of the type 
changes over my 30 years, I can hardly 
believe my eyes. The beautiful refined 
head of our Boxer; the elegant top lines 
of our Shepherds and Dobermans and 
the luxurious coats of our Collies, Shel­
ties, Samoyeds, etc. 
S O U N D N E S S 

The excellent running gear which we 
have developed in our Working Dogs 
is a credit to our breeders, both pro­
fessional and amateur. Good feet, sound 
legs, properly positioned shoulders are 
the rule rather than the exception in our 
Working Dogs. 

At this point, while paying tribute to 
our breeders, we shoidd also recognize 
the contributions by the people in the 
professions and in industry who have 
helped improve the lot of our dogs of all 
breeds. The Veterinarians who, through 
their efforts and "wonder drugs, have 
removed the threat of epidemics, the 
scourge of the early breeders. Their 
constant ellorts to eliminate hereditary 
weakness such as hip displasia, rickets, 
chorea, etc. The food companies, who 
have developed balanced rations at rea­
sonable cost, thereby making it possible 
for a breeder to maintain his animals 
in top condition. 

We must also keep in mind the diffi­
culties under which we practice our 
hobby. Living as we do, in concrete 
jungles under municipal By-laws which 
make our dogs virtual prisoners, it's al ­
most a miracle that we have improved 
our animals at all. It is virtually impos­
sible for the city dweller to exercise his 
dog within reasonable distance of his 
home or kennel. Gone are the days when 
"Rover" could be turned loose once a 
day to stretch his legs. Our beaches are 
even closed to our animals unless they 
are tethered. All in all it would seem that 
society is just determined to prevent us 
from keeping our "Work Dogs" in 
working condition. 

In spite of all this our Dog Shows 
keep improving in the quality and num­
bers of our favourite animaLs. It may 
be truly said "dog people are a breed 
unto themselves". 

In conclusion, and to answer our ques­
tion. There is little room for argument— 
our modern working dog is a credit to 
his breeder. He wi l l do whatever we ask 
of him. Challenge is what he thrives on. 
Maybe he is not a tough, uncouth fellow

h e a r t d i s e a s e in d o g s 
hy L. Lord. D.V.M. 

The word disease conjures up a picture 
of inflammation, pus, or tissue de­

struction in the minds of most people; 
for this reason this article should be 
started by defining the term. The word 
disease is of French origin, derived from 
two words or roots, first "d i s " meaning 
negative, and "a ise" meaning ease. So 
that the word disease, derived from 
"negative ease" now means any de­
parture from a state of health, regard­
less of whether the whole body, or only 
a part of it is involved. From this 
definition, any heart that cannot, or 
is not functioning normally, is diseased. 

It is not possible to recognize, or ap­
preciate a diseased state, unless the 
normal function of the part involved 
is thoroughly understood. This study 
of function is called Physiology, and to 
appreciate physiology the structure or 
anatomy must be known. Finally, once 
disease is present we want to know 
what changes are present in the part 
involved in order to correct them — this 
study is Pathology. In other words, to 
truly understand a disease process, four 
subjects have to be known: Anatomy, 
Physiology, Disease, and Pathology. With 
these limitations appreciated an attempt 
w ill be made to explain heart disease in 
dogs. 

The function of the heart is to pump 
blood through the lungs where it picks 
up oxygen, and then this oxygenated 
blood is pumped out to the rest of the 
body. Consequently, if the heart's func­
tion as a pump is impaired the entire 
b(xly is likely to suffer — some parts 
earlier than others. Conversely, any in­
creased resistance of blood How through 
vessels — such as a chronic pneumonia 
will increase the strain on the heart, and 
in time result in its inability to functon 
normally. 

Regardless of the cause of the heart 
disease — or the name given to it, 
there are a group of symptoms shown, 
either singly or in any combination. The 
following are symptoms that owners will 
recognize, and it will then lx> up to 
the veterinarian to decide if the heart 
is primarily at fault. 

EASE OF F A T I G U E 

The dog will tire easily if romping; it 
will refrain from romping; or it will 
huff and puff for a long time after 
exercise; in other words it takes a long 
time to catch its breath. This is often 
because the heart "like the old gray 
mare, ain't what it used to be." Normally 
the heart has quite a built in reserve 
of power, and when there is the need 
for increased production it responds to 
the demand, then returns to its normal 

rate quickly. In the failing heart the 
response is slow and unsatisfactory, and 
so is the return to normal. We recognize 
this change in ourselves as we age, as 
we can no longer run up a flight of stairs 
without severely noticing the effect. 

D E V E L O P M E N T OF A C O U G H 
Especially at night. This is a frequent 
symptom in older dogs, a sign of a fail­
ing heart, and of congestive heart failure. 
The cough is best described as an asth­
matic type, heard most frequently at 
night, and the dog sounds as though 
it wants to cough up some phlegm. It 
is due to a collection of fluid in the 
lungs. 

S W E L L I N G O F V A R I O U S PARTS OF T H E 
BODY 

The abdomen is noticed getting larger 
and somewhat pendulous. The animal 
is noticeably lethargic. This is due to 
the weight of fluid in the abdominal 
cavity. This sign is N O T always due 
to heart disease, in fact about 5 0 % 
of the time it is due to liver disease. 
Swelling of the extremities of the limbs, 
especially if the part remains depressed 
when squeezed is usually associated with 
heart disease. 

L A B O U R E D B R E A T H I N G 

Almost gasping for breath, while caused 
by many other conditions, e.g. injuries 
or lung infections, could be due to heart 
disease, and its presence and severity 
must be evaluated by a veterinarian. 

S Y N K O P E 

Pronounced sin-ko-pee, is the correct 
term for a faint or swoon. A dog chas­
ing a rabbit, or an old dog seeing its 
owners for the first time after a long 
stay in hospital or boarding kennel will 
occasionally faint. They collapse, without 
a struggle, their eyes may indicate some 
alarm, there are no convulsive move­
ments, and after some minutes down 
they wil l rise quickly. Such a faint or 
swoon is usually due to a diseased or 
incompetent heart. 

CYANOS IS 

The term given when the tongue, lips 
and other mucous membranes become 
visibly blue. Whi le this sign can be 
caused by other conditions, it is most 
frequently associated with heart disease. 

O T H E R SYMPTOMS 

In addition to the signs described 
above, which are the ones usually 
recognized by owners, veterinarians will 
find others. There wi l l be changes in 
heart sounds which he hears through his 
stethoscope. These may be a change in 
the rhythm of the heart beat, or the 

development of murmurs which could 
indicate the seriousness of the disease. 

The veterinarian may also recognize 
changes on palpatation, that is by feel­
ing the animal; much information is 
gained by feeling the pulse, and heart 
size and its position can often be de­
termined. Finally X-Rays and electro­
cardiograms wil l complete the informa­
tion, indicating the extent or seriousness 
of the heart disease. 

A G E GROUPS 

Heart disease in dogs is usually con­
fined to two groups: First the very young 
— in which case the conditions are 
usually due to congenital anomalies — 
cases in which the heart fails to develop 
properly. Some of these cases can be 
corrected by veterinarians in practice, 
others need very elaborate equipment 
found only in human hospitals, and in 
some of these institutions heart surgeons 
are often willing to help correct the 
condition. Secondly, the ageing animal, 
usually seven years or older, although 
younger animals will occasionally show 
signs of heart disease. 

T R E A T M E N T OF H E A R T D ISEASE 

This depends upon the cause. Oc ­
casionally, the cause of the heart disease 
is due to an infection. The bacteria 
causing the condition can be recovered 
from the blood; in such a case, destruc­
tion and eradication of this organism 
must precede treatment of the heart. 
At this point it must be emphatically 
stated that by the time a veterinarian 
sees a dog with heart disease irreversible 
changes have already taken place in the 
heart muscle. Any drug that is used, 
tends to make the heart work more ef­
ficiently, but does not cure the con­
dition. These drugs make life more 
tolerable, in the same way that cortisone 
makes life for the arthritic easier to 
bear, but does not cure arthritis. The 
drug should be used for the rest of the 
animal's life. Other aids to treating the 
condition are reduced exercise, rest, seda­
tion, salt free diets and diuretics, ie. 
drugs which increase urination and help 
to get rid of the fluid which collects 
in lungs and tissues. 

Now, to answer two questions which 
are frequently asked, "Do dogs hate 
strokes?" The answer to tliis is NO! 
Strokes, better known as cerebral ac­
cidents, are the result of the break 
or rupture of a blood vessel in the brain, 
with consequent damage to the brain in 
that area. There are several factors in­
volved, but the two most frequent arc 
high blood pressure, and the ageing ol 
the blood vessel concerned, so that il

T h e N o n - S p o r t i n g G r o u p 
The past for this writer was 1955, at 

which time the Non-Sporting Group 
was well represented by all eligible 
breeds. A group win was highly valued 
as the quality of dogs in competition 
was enviable. It would seem that all 
breeders were striving to improve their 
dogs and the results reflected the quality 
of dogs in the ring. Al l this happened 
before the age of "puppy factories and 
discount dogs", before unscrupulous in­
dividuals boarded the bandwagon to ride 
high on the popularity of the "chosen 
breed". 

Unhappily the quality has not kept 
pace with the years. W e find fewer 
breeds represented, with perhaps one or 
two quality specimens lost in a mass of 
mediocrity. What has happened to the 
clean-headed, good top line, well balanc­
ed Boston Terriers? Also the small, round 
compact feet of this breed? With few 
exceptions, the "Natty Man About Town " 
has turned into a quavering, shrinking 
violet. Let 's get the spirit u td determina­
tion back into the breed, and let's see 
more of the correct brindle color. 

The Lord and master of the Group, 
the dignified Bulldog, would at one time 
enter the ring and command all eyes to 

admire. The Bulldog of the past would 
" ro l l " into the ring, standing soundly 
and steadfastly on all fours, and demand 
the appreciative glances of all. Today, 
how often do we see the small-headed 
specimens, lacking wrinkle, weak in front 
and ever so much weaker in rear, shuff­
ling around the ring uncertainly. Any­
one who remembers the good Bulldog 
of a short time ago, sadly misses them 
in the ring today. W e do have some 
very nice specimens being shown but too 
often do we see the Bulldog with the 
very weak, unsound hindquarters and the 
head lacking wrinkle. 

It is with pleasure that I can recognize 
the Chow Chow as a vastly improved 
dog, proof that breeders can work to­
gether on congenial terms, with the 
good of the breed foremost. I personally 
feel that no other breed in this Group 
has advanced so quickly. This breed is 
being consistently represented by speci­
mens which abound in quality. F e w 
they may be, but quality they have. 
Unfortunately, many judges fail to re­
cognize the advance in this breed. Head, 
front and rear movement are above aver­
age. The Chow Chow is on the uprise, 
and with conscientious handling can go 

to the top. 
The coach dog of old, the Dalmatian, 

would seem to be becoming almost ex­
tinct in the show ring at present. This 
is not to the betterment of the breed. 
The Dalmatian now needs some new 
blood, more constructive breeders willing 
to bring the breed back to the promin­
ence it enjoyed only a short time ago. 

The French Bulldog shares the same 
distinction for being absent in competi­
tion. Although never shown in quantity, 
the specimens, when shown, are of high 
calibre. Is there anyone breeding French 
Bulldogs in Canada? O n the rare occa­
sions when one is seen in the ring, it 
comes from across the border. In the 
writer's opinion this breed has a lot to 
offer, and being small the French Bull ­
dog would fit well into our crowded way 
of life. 

We know there are breeders of good 
Keeshonds in Canada, but we rarely 
see them being shown. This is a short­
sighted policy, because how can "Mr. 
John Publ ic" become interested in a 
breed which for him does not seem to 
exist. My opinion is that the Keeshonds 
that are shown are good, but let's see

A L T H O U G H W R I T T E N T E N Y E A R S AGO , T H I S A R T I C L E BY D O R O T H E A D A N I E L I . - J E N K I N S IS S T I L L T I M E L Y 

S o m e T h o u g h t s o n T e m p e r a m e n t 
Le t me say at the outset that while 
considerable work is l>eing done, notably 
in Sweden and England as well as on 
this continent, on the study and control 
of temperament as a part of current 
genetical research, I am not here dis­
cussing this highly technical aspect of 
the subject. This is a matter for experts 
in the genetical field. I have, however, 
had the opportunity to observe, in some 
other breeds, the results of strictly con­
trolled line breeding which have definite­
ly accomplished marked improvement and 
stabilization in temperament, and since 
I have seen for myself that temperament 
can be influenced by a breeding policy, 
I have not hesitated to support the 
inclusion of some very stringent remarks 
on temperament relative to breeding, in 
the suggested breed standard currently 
under consideration in Canada. 

Everyone presumably knows that tem­
perament must be considered under the 
two headings of acquired characteristics 
and inherited characteristics. So eminent 
an authority as Dr. Leon Whitney states 
that an acquired characteristic cannot 
be inherited, but I am always reminded 
of the hoary chestnut, "Which came 

first, the chicken or the egg?" because 
it seems to me that at some distant point 
an inherited characteristic must origin­
ally have been acquired. 

Because we are fond of them and 
they are an integral part of our daily 
life, we tend to attribute human thought 
processes to our dogs, when in actual 
fact the dog is a tamed wild animal who 
will under stress resort to his primitive 
instincts. A pack of hounds or terriers 
makes short work of its quarry, and any 
dog provoked beyond endurance will 
revert to the herd instinct and re­
taliate by biting, which is its natural 
defence mechanism. 

We must always remember that the 
Bullmastiff is largely descended from the 
Bulldog who was used for generations 
for baiting. The reason why a magnificent 
young Bullmastiff was recently put to 
sleep after he had attacked a small 
child who ran past him at a show, was 
because questioning uncovered the fact 
that, during his owners' absence from 
home, mischievous young children in the 
neighbourhood had found it fun to 
tease him persistently by rapping at the 
doors and windows when he was alone 

and guarding the house. Both his owner 
and his breeder concluded that a run­
ning child would always in future trigger 
an attack, and the theory that an ac­
quired characteristic is not inherited 
woul 1 be small comfort if he passed 
this obsession on to another generation 
of Bullmastiffs. 

I feel that, both as breeders and 
owners, whether we own one dog or 
20 we carry a never-ceasing burden of 
responsibility to the public: in the first 
place, not to allow any dog of poor 
temperament to be used for breeding; 
in the second, to condition our dogs 
from puppyhood to proper discipline and 
control, with affection; and as breeders 
we must make it clear to all purchasers 
that they are buying something which 
will eventually be far more powerful 
than they are, for the behaviour of which 
they will be responsible to their families 
and neighbours, and the public at large, 
and that the acquisition of such a phy­
sical force is not to be taken lightly. 

The Bullmastiff meets us more than 
halfway if we handle him right, since 
he respects and accepts discipline if it

1. Definitions— 
(a) "Member", as used hereunder, means a person eli­
gible to participate in the election. Article X I I , Section 
1 of the Club's By-laws reads as follows: 

"Section 1. (1) The President, Vice-President, Second 
Vice-President and all other Directors shall be elected 
biennially all in the manner hereinafter provided. 

( 2 ) The President, Vice-President, and Second Vice-
President shall be elected on the vote of the ordinary 
members at large and other Directors shall be elected 
by each electoral zone. 

(3) "Election year" shall be a year ending with an 
odd digit, i.e. 1963, 1965, 1967, 1969, 1971, etc. 

(4) For the purposes of an election, only those or­
dinary members entitled to vote and in good standing 
as of June 30th in the election year (with the exception 
of any person in receipt of salary, wages, commission, 
bonus or any other form of emolument from the Club; 
reimbursement of travelling and other expenses incurred 
by elected officials or other authorized persons on the 
business of the Club excepted), shall be eligible to 
move or second a nomination, be nominated, vote, stand 
for election and/or be elected as an Officer or other 
Director." 

Subject to errors and omissions, the list of eligible 
members appearing elsewhere in this issue of D O G S 
IN C A N A D A comprises the members eligible to par­
ticipate in the election. 

Any member noting an error or omission in the list 
is asked to communicate promptly with the Secretary. 
(b) "Electoral Zone", as used hereunder, means any 
of the following geographical areas: (1) the Province 
of British Columbia; (2) the Province of Alberta; (3) 
the Province of Saskatchewan; (4) the Province of 
Manitoba; (5) the Province of Ontario; (6) the Prov­
ince of Quebec; (7) the Provinces of New Brunswick 
and Prince Edward Island; (8) the Provinces of New­
foundland and Nova Scotia. 
(c) "Director", as used hereunder, does not include the 
offices of President, Vice-President, and Second Vice-
President. 
(d) "Authorized Representative", as used hereunder, 
means the O N E person in the partnership who has been 
designated the authorized representative for the partner­
ship. In the list of members appearing in this issue an 
asterisk (*) has been used to designate the authorized 
representative for the partnership, the asterisk being 
shown immediately following the name of the authoriz­
ed representative. (Examples—Mr.* & Mrs. John Doe— 
Mr. Doe is the authorized representative; John and 
Mabel* Doe—Mabel Doe is the authorized representa­
tive). N O T E : Article V I , Section 5 of the By-laws

N E W B R U N S W I C K and P R I N C E E D W A R D I S L A N D 
members may nominate for President, Vice-President, 
Second Vice-President, and O N E Director. 

N O V A S C O T I A and N E W F O U N D L A N D members 
may nominate for President, Vice-President, and 
Second Vice-President, and O N E Director. 

Any two members may nominate for President, Vice-
President, Second Vice-President any member regard­
less of whether the member nominated resides in the 
same electoral zone as the nominating members, how­
ever in nominating a member for the office of Direc­
tor the nominating members must be residents of the 
same electoral zone as the member whom they are 
nominating for Director.

Most breeders find i t necessary, dur ing the i r 
careers as breeders, to se l l , as pets, and usual ly at 
reduced pr ices , dogs which in the i r considered judg ­
ment are not suitable for breeding purposes. Le t ters 
f rom and discussions with many breeders c l ear l y 
indicate the i r concern over the necessity of comply ­
ing w i th the prov is ions of the Live Stock Pedigree Act 
but at the same t ime f inding means of proh ib i t ing the 
use, for breeding purposes, of dogs which w i l l do 
nothing to advance o r improve the i r respective breeds. 

A t i ts semi-annual meeting in August the Board 
of D i r e c t o r s decided that a suggested plan, in the 
f o rm of proposed amendment to the Club 1 s By- laws, 
would be put before the voting members of the Club 
w i th a view to determin ing whether o r not, in the 
judgment of voting members , this suggested plan p r o ­
vides an acceptable solution to this long-standing 
question. 

I t must be understood however, that no amend­
ment to the Club 1 s By- laws becomes effective unless 
and un t i l approved by the M in i s t e r of Ag r i cu l tu r e for 
Canada. 

I t is the hope of the Board that every voting m e m ­
ber of the Club w i l l vote on the two proposed amend­
ments (Ar t i c l es XXVTII and XXXI) under the heading 
of Amendment No. 11 in o rder that there may be no 
doubt as to the wishes of members of the Club gener­
a l l y on th is a l l - impo r t an t question. 

At i ts annual meet ing, and at such other t imes as deemed advisable, 
the Board may appoint Dog Show Representatives whose duties, and the 
procedures to be fol lowed in the discharge of such dut ies , shall be as p r e ­
scr ibed by the Board f r o m t ime to t i m e .

2. A pure -b red dog may be so ld, or otherwise disposed of for a 
considerat ion (monetary o r otherwise ) , on the understanding that the new-
owner, or any subsequent owner o r lessee thereof, w i l l not use the dog 
for breeding purposes; however, such an understanding w i l l have no force , 
o r effect unless entered into on f o rms lo r pr inted facs imi le thereof) p r o ­
vided by the Club for the purpose, and such wr i t t en agreement is deposit­
ed with the r eco rd ing off ice of the Club when the application for r e g i s t r a ­
t ion of change of ownership is submitted to the record ing office. On 
receipt of such an agreement, the Reg is t rar shal l cause an endorsement, 
in a f o rm approved by the Chief Registrat ion Off icer, to appear on the 
cer t i f i ca te of r eg i s t ra t i on and in the records of the Club that the dog has 
been disposed of on the understanding that i t w i l l not be used for breeding 
purposes, such understanding to be binding on a l l part ies unt i l the agree­
ment is cancel led by mutual consent of the part ies who o r i g ina l l y entered 
into i t . 

An agreement of this nature may be cancelled by mutual consent 
of the part ies to i t , however a l l part ies to the agreement must not i fy the 
r eco rd ing office of the Club in w r i t i n g , on f o rms provided by the Club, 
that the agreement has been cancel led. Where such cancellation occurs 
a fee of $10.00 must accompany the appl icat ion for cancel lat ion. A new 
cer t i f i ca te w i l l then be issued, the replaced one becoming the permanent 
proper ty of the Club. Cancel lat ion of such an agreement with regard to 
a pa r t i cu l a r dog does not prohib i t the subsequent record ing of another 
such agreement w i th regard to the same dog. The effective date of can­
ce l la t ion of agreement shal l be the date on which the proper ly completed 
aDolication for cance l lat ion of agreement and cancellation fee reached the 
r eco rd ing off ice of the Club. 

Whi le such an agreement remains in effect and on the records of 
the Club the progeny of a dog covered by such an agreement shal l not be 
e l ig ib le for r eg i s t ra t i on in the records of the Club, nor shall any person 
have the r i gh t to force, o r seek to force, the Club to proceed with the 
r eg i s t ra t i on of any such progeny, d i r e c t l y o r otherwise.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT NO. 29 

IT IS PROPOSED THAT: 
Chapter 1, Section 20, AMENDMENTS, of the Obedience T r i a l Regu­

lations and Standaids, be amended by the delet ion of Section 20 in i ts 
ent i re ty , and the fol lowing be substituted therefor : 

1. These Obedience T r i a l Regulations and Standards are subject to 
amendment, as hereinafter provided, by the Board of D i r ec to rs of The 
Canadian Kennel Club (hereinafter r e f e r red to as "the Board" ) .

(4) With a view to ensuring a systematic method of receiv ing and 
processing proposed amendments, the Board shal l have the power to p r e ­
scr ibe regulations w i th regard to the submission and processing of p r o ­
posed amendments, to the submission of br i e f s , the hearing of delegations, 
representat ives, and wi th regard to such other matters and things as may 
be calculated to enhance compet i t ions, and breed improvement. 

(5) The Board shal l not reach a f inal decision on any proposed 
amendment to these Obedience T r i a l Regulations and Standards without 
p r i o r publ icat ion of i t in the o f f ic ia l organ, and then only after consulting 
the Obedience Counci l . 

(6) A f ina l decision of the Board on any proposed amendment 
shal l only be given at the Boa rd ' s annual meeting or at i ts semi-annual 
meet ing. . _ ., 

(7) When a f ina l decision has been reached, the Obedience Council 
and the pr inc ipa l proposer shal l be not i f ied; and the approved amendment 
shal l be published in the o f f ic ia l organ.

The Canadian Kennel Club lists 132 
breeds of dogs in the Dog Show Rule 
Book but only 123 different standards 
appear in the C K C Book of Standards. 
The other nine breeds not accounted 
for arc Dachshunds (six breeds with 
only one standard), Tahltan Bear Dogs 
(no standard published). Chihuahua 
(both coats have the same standard), 
Fox Terrier (both Wirehair and Smooth 
have the same standard), Poodles (the 
same standard covers both the Miniature 
and Standard). 
Chapter nine, section one of the Dog 
Show Rules states "A judge shall not 
exhibit his dogs, or take any dog belong­
ing to another person into the ring at 
any show at which he is officiating as 
judge". However, Subsection seven, sec­
tion seven of Chapter one of the Obedi­
ence Regulations and Standards states 
" This rule does not prohibit a 
judge officiating at an Obedience Trial 
being held in conjunction with a Dog 
Show (or any member of his or her 
immediate family) from entering a dog 
in the conformation classes, except that 
the judge mav not handle the dog him­
self. • 
Section two (b ) of Chapter four of the 
Dog Show Rules reads as follows: "W in -
pen Male — In each breed (except as 
hereunder provided — see Note) there 
shall be O N E such award, and only 
those males which have been U N D E ­
F E A T E D in the regular breed classes 
as set forth in section two above shall 
be eligible to C O M P E T E for this 
award". (Same applies to Winners 
Females). • 
In Chapter six, under the heading 
"Prizes", section three states: "A l l prizes 
which may be offered shall he accurately 
described. If money prizes are offered 
a fixed amount for each prize shall he 
stated. All prize money must be paid 
and aw arded to the person showing the 
dog in the ring". • 

It shall be considered a serious offence 
for a judge to travel to a show in the 
company of an exhibitor, handler or 
dog participating in that show, or to 
share accommodation with such persons. 
Such an offence if proven shall subject 
the judge to one year's automatic sus­
pension from the privileges of the club". 
So states Section 14 of Chapter nine of 
the Dog Show Rules. • 
Dogs not regularly entered in a show 
shall not be allowed within the snow 
precincts unless engaged as a special 
attraction with the approval of The 
Canadian Kennel Club. In no case may 
a dog under six months of age be al­
lowed within the show precincts and 

in all cases the requirements of Chapter 
14 (Veterinary inspection) must be ob­
served. Chapter 16 section 14. • 
The l ist paragraph of section 17 Chap ­

ter 19: . . . . It shall not be necessary 
that the Show Superintendent receive 
any form of formal protest before en­
forcing these rules". • 
Chapter 19, section 13: A show-giving 
club is P R O H I B I T E D from permitting 
the entry of a dog into its show A F T E R 
the S T A T E D hour of judging (excep­
tions: in emergencies where the show-
giving club must provide the C K C with 
a report and explanation for permitting 
a dog to enter late and such explana­
tion must be satisfactory to the C K C ; 
if not satisfactory, the show-giving club 
shall he subject to disciplinary action, 
and the dog's wins cancelled). • 
In Chapter one section 3, subsection 2 
of the Obedience Regulations and Stan­
dards it states: "When an obedience 
trial is to be held in connection with 
a clog show hy the club or association 
which has been granted permission to 
hold that dog show, the Club's bench 
show committee shall include one person 
to be designated as "obedience chair­
man". At this event the bench show 
committee of the show-giving club shall 
have sole jurisdiction over all matters 
which may properly come before it, re­
gardless of whether the matter has to 
do with the dog show or obedience 
trial". • 
Chapter one, section 11 subsection 3: 
" U N L E S S O T H E R W I S E S T A T E D in 
the Premium List, prizes shall be award­
ed on the basis of T O T A L final scores 
without regard to more than 5 0 % of 
available points required for a qualifying 
score in each exercise". • 
Section 12, subsection one of the same 
chapter states: A club or association 
holding an obedience trial (either separ­
ate or in combination with a clog show) 
must prepare, after entries have closed 
and not before, a program showing the 
time scheduled for the judging of the 
various classes. • 
In referring to benched shows, Chapter 
19, section one states: At a show where 
there is benching, and to which an ad­
mission fee is charged, A L L dogs (ex­
cept as provided in section 12 of this 
chapter) (puppies) which are P R E S E N T 
must be on their benches, being pre­
pared for showing at their boxes, in 
their show rings or exercising rings, or 
enroute thereto or therefrom, during the 
advertised hours of show's duration. •

iVou - is the season for Sanction 

Matches — training ground 

for the novice dog and exhiltitor. 

During the fall and winter months many 
clubs in the larger centers across Canada 
conduct what are known as "Sanction 
Shows". 

These are similar to Championship 
Shows but no points are awarded. As 
no specific rules and regulations are 
available in printed form (other than 
some reference to such shows in the 
Dog Show Rules ) , each club has been 
in the practice of making its own rules, 
which do not conflict with the printed 
Dog Show Rules. One rule that differs 
is the minimum age limit. At most 
Sanction Shows a puppy of any age is 
admitted, while the minimum age at 
Championship Shows is six months. In 
fact, puppies of three or four months 
of age have been known to win groups 
on numerous occasions. The other rule 
which is by-passed relates to veterinar­
ian inspection. At Sanction Shows it 
is the sole responsibility of the exhibitor 
to see that the puppy is protected against 
anything that he could pick up from 
the other dogs. 

The Canadian Kennel C lub does stipu­
late the color of ribbons that must be 
awarded for the classes: first-pink, 
second-brown, and third-grey. Beyond 
this the C K C does not specify ribbon 
colors, with the result that clubs gener­
ally use green for all special awards 
such as B IS . 

The term "Sanction" is derived from 
the fact that the C K C must sanction 
the date and the judges for such an 
event. No fee is charged for approval 
and very little is required to obtain 
such approval. 

Sanction Shows are primarily used as 
a training ground for show officials, 
judges, stewards, handlers and most of 
all for the dogs themselves. Many a 
novice exhibitor or young dog have first 
attended these shows to procure the 
needed seasoning. They then enter 
Championship Shows with more con­
fidence and ability. 

Although no hard and fast rule is 
laid down, it is advisable for a club 
to hold one or two of these informal 
shows under the watchful eye of a 
C K C official before applying for date 
approval for the more formal point show. 
Most clubs only accept entries at the 
door, but some send out old, discarded 
entry forms along with their circular 
announcing the date and place of the 
show. These are very often termed ad-
vaTK'e entry, with a slightly lower entry 
fee, giving the new show secretary 
some experience in preparing entries 
and the judges' books. If the show is 
conducted in the same manner as a 
point show, the experience gained by 
the show secretary and the Superintend­
ent is invaluable.

ly answer them, provided that the 
opinion or diagnosis of a veterinarian 
is not being queried. 

loses its ability to expand like a rubber 
tube. Hypertension, or high blood pres­
sure is rare in dogs, and although the 
other condition — the ageing, hardening, 
or arteriosclerosis is fairly common it 
produces quite different signs. 

Do dogs have Coronary attacks? 
The answer is Y E S but rarely. Coronary 
attacks are caused by the plugging of 
a blood vessel which supplies blood to 
the heart muscle, with fatty material. 
Although this condition is a frequent 
cause of death in man, in dogs, the 
changes occur in arteries other than 
the ones which supply blood to the 
heart muscle.

them regularly. 
Schipperkes, • again, are rarely given 

the opportunity to come before the public 
eye. We know we have some large ken­
nels of really top quality Schipperkes in 
Canada. It seems a pity that this attrac­
tive dog is not given more publicity 
through the show ring. I urge you 
knowledgeable breeders to bring these 
little fellows back to the limelight. 

The star performer of the Non-Sporting 
Group is the Poodle, Standard and 
Miniature. This breed has come all the 
way in just a few short years from a 
curiosity in the show ring to a real show 
stopper. The elegant Standard, long 

prominent in the past, is now over­
shadowed by his kennelmate, the Minia­
ture. With exception, the Standard 
variety is often the better representative 
of the breed, although poor movement 
is often a fault. The Miniature is suffer­
ing from over popularity. Some truly 
exquisite specimens with good feet, fine 
heads, small eye and true movement, are 
present in the ring, but all too often 
major faults are hidden. Silky coats, 
beautifully sculptured to a "please don't 
touch" appearance, are the perfect cam­
ouflage, for roach backs, poor front and 
rear, high-set ears and thin pads and 
spread feet. Let's not judge the picture, 
let's get our hands underneath and judge 
the structure. 

The future for the Poodle right now 
is an uncertain one. As long as the breed 
experiences the enviable popularity, 
breeders will be tempted to breed for 
quantity, rather than the quality needed 
to keep the dog worthy of the winning 
power it enjoys.

is administered properly and with af­
fection from his earliest puppyhood. 
Dogs, like children, will try to "(ret 
away with" anything they can, and it 
is most necessary to establish the fact 
that when you say 'no' you mean 'no' 
but you don't say it unless you do mean 
it, and it is particularly necessary to 
establish this while the animal is still 
less powerful than you are. For instance, 
to allow him to jump up on people as 
a puppy and then suddenly forbid him 
to do it because he has become much 
bigger, is not fair to the dog. When 
a pet dog behaves badly and becomes a 
nuisance to the neighbourhood, it is 
easy enough to blame the breed in 
general and the dog in particular, but 
very often the fault may be his owner's. 

Dogs respect discipline; they also need 
a sense of security. Discipline admini­
stered with a strong assurance of af­
fection produces a dog who is secure 
and confident of himself and of his 
master. On at least two occasions I have 
refused to sell a puppy to intending 
clients because their children were so 
badly behaved that I felt they would 
never learn to control a dog either, 
and the results would be disastrous. 

Regarding other dogs, the Bullmastill 
is usually tolerant of other breeds un­
less he is at some time attacked, after 
which he never forgets the kind of at­
tacker. I believe that all Bullmastifls 
should, if possible, be taken through at 
least one course of regular Obedience 
classes, which teaches them to work 
along with other breeds and ignore them 
if so commanded. Pet owners are all 
too often incredibly lax in the way they 
let their dogs run loose without super­
vision, and a fight started this way leads 
to more, then the breed and tempera­
ment are blamed for something which 
could have been prevented. •

An 
example of this is seen in the registrations 
for July 1963 as compared to July 1932, 
i.e. German Shorthaired Pointers, 356 to 
283; Beagles, 4032 to 3021; Dachshunds,

to 3,250; Shetland Sheepdogs, 489 to 
429; St. Bernards, 231 to 171; Fox 
Terriers (W i re ) 655 to 539; Miniature 
Schnauzers, 808 to 609; Boston Terriers 
965 to 843; Poodles, 12,003 to 9,034. * * * * * 
Because of critical comment to the pro­
posed amendment to Chapter 23, the 
proposal, to forbid stewards from exhibit­
ing under judges with whom they have 
served, has been withdrawn, it was 
announced at the above meeting. Adop­
tion of the proposed change it was 
maintained, would create hardship in 
forbidding stewards from exhibiting, 
they see no need for such action "be­
cause it is their regular practice to 
assign their stewards to rings which 
would preclude the possibility of their 
stewards exhibiting under the judge for 
whom they worked . . . The published 
version of the proposed rule change 
was not advanced to guard against dis­
honest judging or because of lack of 
confidence in the judges . . . but rather 
to avoid having the sport presented in 
bad light to the public as well as to 
minimize the number of situations out 
of which disappointed exhibitors could 
fancy that the judge had been influenced. 
Actually, such practices would in most 
cases handicap the steward and his dog, 
since it would create a definite embar­
rassment for the judge."
